PART 1.

Was born in Ratcliffe Highway,

LONDON, on the firſt ofAugust

I in the Year 1714, the veryDay

on which the late Queen Anne

died. My Father DAVID FROWDE

was Maſter and Part-Owner ofaVeffel in the

Virginia Trade, called the Lovely Sufan, of

200 Tons Burther, was near forty Years of

Age, and had been fome Years married to

MATILDA,B
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The ADVENTURES of

MATILDA, the only Child of Mr. JOHN

NEVILLE, a Wholeſale Ironmonger, near

Whitechapel-Bars, by whomhehad oneDaugh-

ter named after her Mother MATILDA, who

was five Years and two Months old, when on

his Return from a Voyage to Virginia, he

found my Mother with me anew-born Infant

in her Arms . This Incident was doubtleſs

very agreeable to him, and heightened the

Fondneſs he had always entertain'd for his

Wife, as a Proof of which I was baptized

by her maiden Name NEVILLE : This Joy

was however foon damped by an Agreement

my Father had entered into with his Owners,

to make another Trip to Virginia, for which

Place he failed in a few Weeks, and did not

return until fix Months after.

Having by his frequent Voyages fettled a

good Correfpondence on the Continent, and

being tired of the Fatigue and Danger ofa

Sea-faring Life, and poffefſſed ofa middling

Fortune, he made known to my Mother a

Deſign he had before form'd of fettling with

his Family at James Town in Virginia, to

follow the Buſineſs of a Planter.

MyGrandfather and Grandmother by the

Father's Side were at this Time living, and in

our Neighbourhood; and tho' the old Gen-

tleman had been formerly a Sea-faring Man

himſelf, hecould notbut commend his Son's

Scheme, which, at his Return from his next

Voyage, he prepared to put inExecution ;
and

and that young NEVILLE might be no Ob-

ſtacle to his Deſign, the old Couple prevailed

upon my Mother towean and leave me with

them, promifing in two or three Years to go

over themſelves, and end their Days with

their Children. My Mother was a long while

before the couldbe brought to part with me ;

but perfuaded of the Tenderness of the old

People, and knowing the Inconvenience of

having Infant Paſſengers on Ship-board, ſhe

at laſt conſented; andmy Father, with her

and little Matilda, failed onmy Birth-day, in

the Year 1716, after leaving every Thing

neceſſary for my Maintenance, and having

fix'd my Grandfather's and Grandmother's

Departure to the End of three Years. I was

too young eitherto feel my Misfortune, or

complain of my Lofs; befides, I had fallen

into the moſt indulgent Hands, myGuar-

dians being difpofed rather to ſpeil me with

Fondneſs, than thwartme in any ofmypue-

rile Inclinations .

The old Gentleman received Letters by

the firſt Ships from my Father, advifing of

theirArrival, in perfect Health, and pleaſing

Settlement on a good Plantation, not far

rom James Town, with a Store of Ware-

noufe in the Town, for the Convenience of

his Traffic, in which he had a Profpect of

fucceeding even beyond Expectation. Thefe

Advices were accompanied with Preſents of

Whatever the Country could afford, befides
B2 fix

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fix Hogſheads of Tobacco configned to my

Grandfather for my better Accommodation.

This Cargo was no other than a Teftimony

of their Fondneſs to me, my Grandfather

being rich, and he and his Wife perfectly

wraptup in nie .

Two Years and a half were now paſt,

when my Grandfather thought of the Pro-

miſe he had made tojoin his Son, and had

already began to difpofe of his Effects ; and

having alfo an hereditary Freehold of Seventy

Pounds a Year in Buckinghamshire, he had

executed Letters ofAttorney for the Manage.

mentof it in his Abſence.

I had now entered my fifth Year, and was

looked upon as a very promifing Child ; be.

gan to take Notice of what paffed, and to

know my Friends and Benefactors ; an early

Time of Life, alas ! to begin the Experience

of the Misfortune and Diſtreſs, which was

too foon to be my Portion. Already our

Departure was fixed, when my good Grand-

mother was attacked with a Rheumatic Fe-

ver, which in less than a Month put a Period

to her Life. Young as Iwas, I never left

her Bed- fide, and felt, as much as my tender

Agewouldpermit, all the Sorrow imaginable

for my Lofs. In her laſt Moments ſhe ſpoke

of me with the highest Affection, andbe-

fought her Husband to depart with me im-

mediately to myParents, anddied with Sup-

Tications to Providence for their Happiness

and
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and Welfare as well as mine. It was ob-

ſerved, that, contrary to moſt Infants of my

Years, this Stroke made a deep Impreffion

upon me. Ofthe Knowledge of myParents

I had no Traces remaining, and the great

Fondneſs I had experienced from this worthy

Woman made me inconfolable for fome

Weeks ; in ſhort, I hardly eat or drank, and

became a perfect Shadow, notwithstanding

my Grandfather endeavoured fincerely to

fupply herPlace in regard to me, even amidft

his Diſtreſs, which could not fail of being

very ſharp, as they had lived together for

near fifty Years in Love and Harmony, and

had had a great Number of Children, tho

only my Father and one Son more, William

Frowde, Oilman in the Borough of South-

wark, were then living, who, though but two

of them, could never agree, as itoften hap-

pens between Brothers ; and as the old Gen-

tleman had a good Fortune, the Difagree-

mentwas ſuppoſed to be occafioned by the

Preference given to my Father for fome.

Years paft. William, tho' rich and in a fuc-

cefsful Trade, was avaricious and deſigning ;

and at my ParentsDeparture, and then only

for Form fake, had renewed a Correfpondence

which had beendropped for fome Years.

My Father on the other Hand was up-

right, open and generous; always mention'd

his Brother with Affection, tho' he deteſted.

his little mean Ways, and mourn'd their

Difference of Temper, which was fuch as

to admit of no cordial Affection. Befide, my

Uncle look'd upon my Grandfather's Deſign

of fettling in Virginia, as a Bar to all his fur-

ther Hopes on that Side, and therefore had

carry'd his Refentment, even to him, fo far,

as not tohave been inhis Houſe for a great

while, till my Grandmother was upon her

Death-bed ; when, indeed, he didpay them a

merely ceremonious Vifit. Andyet he could

have nothing in Reality to complain of, as

already he had received more than an equal

Share of his Effects ; and, when he wanted

a Sum of Money, he never went away un-

fatisfied. Well may Covetouſneſs be called

the Root of all Evil; where it takes full

Poffeffion of the Heart, it destroys every

kind and tender Sentiment, the Checks of

Conſcience are overcome, and Religion, Vir-

tue, Honour and Humanity, are all no
more.

My poor Grandfather, advanced inYears,

and quite depreſs'd with his late Misfortune,

didnot live tohear from my Parents, inAn-

fwer to the Letters he ſent, adviſing them of

the Death of their Mother; for as to his go

ing over to them, his preſentweak Condition

had hitherto rendered it impoſſible, though,

to the laſt, he languishedafter the Voyage:

Hediedwith the Hands of poor NEVILLE in

his, and, if I had not extremely loved him ,

the fpeedy Change of Treatment I expe-

rienced,
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rienced, was enough to make me ſenſibly

regret my Loſs. MyUncle, with hypocri-

tical Tears, attended alſo by hisBed-frde, and

had made ſuch Profeflions ofSorrow forhaving

ever difobliged him, and fuch Proteftations of

Affection to his Brother and Family,butparti-

cularly tome, thatthe old Gentleman was not

onlyprevailed uponto leave him 5001. butalſo

to appointhim Executor of his laſt Will and

Teftament, by which he deviſed 10001. to

my Father, 100%. to my Mother, the fame

to each of my Uncle's two Sons, and the

Refidue of his readyMoney,which was 1500l..

to be equally divided between me and my

Sifter when we came ofAge, and till then

tobe put out to Intereſt for ourUfe. As to

the Freehold Eſtate, it became my Father's

ofcourſe. Ihadnowreachedmy feventh Year,

and Nature hadgiven me a Perſon and Tem-

per, that would have engaged even a Brute to

love me; the Fondness I had, all my little

Life, experienced, hadnot ſpoil'd me ; I was

good-natured and pliable, and ready, by all

the trifling Ways in my Power, to ſhew the

utmoſt Gratitude to my Benefactors.

Grandfather had only oneMaid-Servant with

him at the Time ofhis Deceaſe, whoſe Name

was Elizabeth Man, and who had partly

broughtme up: He had left her an Annuity of

101. and requested his Son, in his laſt Mo-

ments, that she might have the Care ofme, till

I was fent to my Father and Mother ; but

My

my Uncle had entertained other Thoughts

fince his Death, and turn'd poor Betty out of

the Houſe, and fent me to his own, after

felling off all his Father's Effects. Betty parted

with me, after the moſt lamentable Com-

plaints and Tears; and this I may çall the

third Misfortune that I very feverely felt, and

that even almoſt broke my little Heart.

My Aunt received me with great Affecta-

tion of Joy, and my two Coufins, William

and Ifaac, feemed glad of a new Play-fellow,

the former being onlynine, and the latter ſeven

Years and an halfold: Nay, my rugged

Uncle put on a Behaviour, for fome Weeks,

that baniſhed all Regrets from my Mind, e-

fpecially, as Bettywas permitteddaily to fee her

Child; as the called me, and was treated with

fome Degree of Reſpect. Perhaps this Treat-

ment had continued fome Time longer, if

another ſtill more dreadful Illhad not befallen

me ; for, in about Half a Year afterwards,

my Uncle received Letters from Virginia, ad-

vifing of the Death of mydear Father, who

died at James Town, of the ſpotted Fever,

foon after he received the Tidings of that of

his Parents, leaving my Mother a diſconfo:

late Widow, and two fatherless Children,

one of whom foon experienced the fatal Ef-

fects ofhis Deceafe.

As I had never known my Father, ifI had

been told of his Death, it could have given

me little Pain ; but itwaskept a Secret from

me
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meby my Uncle and Aunt, who had already,

from that Circumftance, begun to brew Pro-

jects in their Minds to my Prejudice. What

willnot the Love of Money effect ! In short, I

was now, unhappily for me, poffefs'd of a-

bove 70 l. a Year, and 750l. in Money ; of

the latter, had Idied, they could have no legal

Advantage whilft my Sifter was living ; but

as to the Eſtate, I was now the only Hin-

drance to its coming to them, and therefore

from thence ſprung all my future Misfor-

tunes.

My Coufins and I went, by this Time, to

School together, and, as they wereboth good-

natured Boys, we agreed very well, and, tho

Iwas quicker at my Book then they were,

which galled their Father and Mother very

much, and every body that came to the

Houſe carefs'd me, and ſaid I was the prettieft

Boy they ever saw, yet I carry'd it fo affec-

tionately to them, which, indeed, was from

my natural Diſpoſition, and they, in their

turn, lov'd me ſo dearly, that ſcarce aDifpute

of any Sort had happened between us. This

Union onewould imagine ſhould have plead-

ed ſtrongly in my Favour, and chaſed away

all my Uncle's Reſolutions to my. Prejudice ;

but Affairs were not yet ripe for Execution,

though, by many a four Look from my

Uncle, and many a Huff and Blow from his

Wife, I had Reaſon already to figh after the

Remembrance of myGrandfather.

B5 Betty
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BettyMan, who visited me every Day, and

tenderly loved me, was an Obſtruction to

their Projects. She was firſt to be removed out

of the Way : To effect this, my Uncle forg'd

a Letter from my Mother, ſetting forth her

want of fuch an Afſiſtant, and defiring her

forthwith to fet out for Virginia, but telling

her to leave the Child with him, till my Age

rendered me more able to bear the long Voy-

age ; and for my better Education in School-

Learning, which ſhe repreſented as a very

difficult Matter to procure in Virginia. Betty,

who had always loved myFather and Mother,

made notthe leaft Heſitation in obeying theſe

Commands; and, as she hadhitherto obſerved

nothing but Love and Affection towards me,

did not make the least Objection to leaving

me in England ; and therefore, after receiving

her firſt Year's Annuity, ſhe parted with me

after a thousand Prayers, Bleſſings andEm-

braces, andTears enough were ſhed on both

Sides. They wrote to my Mother by her,

what they thought proper, and acquainted

her of my Health and Progress in Growth,

and Learning my Book, and cunningly im-

parted to her the Artifice they made uſe of,

to induce Betty to come over to her ; know-

ing an old and faithful Servant of the Family

would be a great Pleaſure, and of ſpecial Ufe

to her in her deſolate Situation ; and, at the

ſame Time, told her how careful they would

be oftheir Charge, and that, when ſhe pleaſed
to
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to order it, the Legacies left to my Father,

my Siſter and me, ſhould be paid to any

Agent ſhe ſhould appoint. For a Quarter of

a Year after her Departure, Things went on

in the old fmooth Way; but,by the Expira-

tion of that Time, my Aunt began to affume

anew and unprecedented Behaviour. I was

takenfrom School, where already I hadlearn'd

to read prettily ; kept at Home, with theut-

moſt Strictneſs and Severity ; employ'd in

the lowest Drudgeries of the Family, as

cleaning Knives, Shoes, &c. My Coufins

were not permitted to play with me , I was

continually beat for their Faults, as well as

my own ; and my Diet was ſo ſparinglygiven

to me, that I was almoſt ſtarved ; nay, ſhould

have been quite ſo, but for the Good-nature

of the Children, who ſtole what they could

for me; and the Servants, when their Mif-

treſs's Back was turned, did the fame. The

poor Lads would frequently help me at my

Labours, and we often all three mingled our

innocent Tears together. This Ufage, no

doubt, fat very heavily uponme. Infant as I

was, I continually compared my Condition

with what it had been with my Grandfather

and Grandmother, andwondered how I came

tobe uſed with ſo little Compaſſion ; but, as

Ihad from Nature a great Degree of Viva-

city, I endured it all without ſhewing any Im-

patience, or an altered.Countenance, which

greatly difappointed my Tyrants, who were

:
:

in
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in Hopes to cow and depreſs my Spirits, and,

by Degrees, to make an End of me. Here-

upon, a new Scheme was foon after put in

Practice ; for a few Days they ufed me as

they did at first, till they had completed it,

and then my Uncle talked publickly, in the

Family, that he had got a Boarding-School

for me, at fome Distance from Town, where

he was refolved to place me, till my Mother

fent Orders for me to come over to her. I

was glad to hear this, for I longed to be any

where, out ofthe Reach of Perſons to whom

Ihad taken ſo much Diſlike, and imagined,

with myself, that any Place muſt be better

than that I was inat preſent; but my Coufins

took on ſtrangely upon the Occaſion, and,

both together, begg'd their Father and Mo-

ther, with Tears, to let them go into the

Country with Neville. No, no, return'd my

Aunt, very fourly-Boarding-Schools were

not built for you, your 1001. muſt be laid

out otherwife ; but your Coufin has got as

Eſtate that his old foolish Grandfather left

him, and he must be bred up like a Gen-

tleman, forſooth. Theſe Words had fome

Effect on me; and, as I had a Sagacity unusual

to Children of myYears, I directly imagined

the Cafe pretty nearly as itwas ; and, though

the Word Estate was not well understood by

me, thought I had a Right to ſomewhat that

my Aunt wiſhed was poſſeſſed by herself or

her own Children. Iwas at this Time in my*

ninth
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ninth Year, when my Uncle told her one

Morning, to get my Things ready, for he
would fet off with me in a Week's Time. I,

being then by, faid to him very innocently,

Uncle, ſhall I go abroad with you then ? Ay,

ay, Child, he replied, and turning to his

Wife, more foftly, But Ibelieve it will be the

laft Time. Ididnot rightly underftand him,

and therefore ran down into the Kitchen, to

tell the joyful News to the Servants, who

were all fond of me ; but seemed rather for-

* rowful than rejoiced at the Tidings, shaking

theirHeads , and crying Ah! poorChild! which
not a little aftoniſhed me. However, nothing

now ran in my Head but the Country, and

Riding, for I was told Iwas to go in a Coach,

I and, for the remaining Part of my Stay, no

one was ſo eaſy and contented, eſpecially as

both Uncle and Aunt put on a very mild

* Behaviour to me, and my Couſins ſtrove

which ſhould oblige me moft.

At length, the Day came, when, taking
Leave of all the Family, my Coufins and I

ſhedding Abundance of Tears at our fare-

wel, and our Porter being order'd to carry

my Box to the Colchester Coach, at the Spread-

Eagle Inn in Gracechurch- Street, my Uncle

tookme into a Hackney Coach, and away we

drove. He was very referved all the Way,
✓ and feemed to be under fome Concern, an-

fwering fo furlily, to two or three innocent

Questions I put to him, that I burst out into .

Tears, and aſk'd him if he was angry with

me. At theſe Words his Concern ſeem'd

to increaſe, and I could perceive a Tear or

two trickle down his Cheek ; but, recollect-

ing himself, all on a sudden, he caught me

in his Arms, kiſſed me very tenderly, and

reply'd, No, my dear, I'm not angry with

thee-I'm mad with myself-but I can't go

back-No, I'm only concern'd at parting

with thee-GoodGod ! what am I doing!

I could not, at my preſentAge, fee anyThing

in theſe Expreſſions, but what convey'd an

Air of Kindness, and, by that Time they

were utter'd, we alighted at the Inn-Gate,

and found the Porter had left the Box, as

directed ; which, after he had drank a Glaſs

of Wine, and made me do the fame, was

put into the Coach we came in, and the

Driver bid to go where he was order'd. My

Eyes were bufied in looking about me at

the ſeveral People and Carriages that paſs'd

us, tillwe came into a Road, which I fup-

poſed led to the Boarding- fchool, where I

was going to be educated. In fome Time

afterwards, perhaps an Hour or fo, we enter'd

a Street full of Houſes, which I imagined

like London, and, at a particulor Door, my

Uncle call'd to the Coachman to ftop, when

we alighted, and were received into a ſmall

Houſe, by a Man and Woman but meanly

dreſſed, the former of whom welcomed my

Conductor, and the latter, giving me a Kifs,

cry'd

cry'd out, Lord ! what a charming Boy it

is ! My Uncle and the Man,whom I judg'd,

and not unjustly, was to be my Maſter, went

into another Room, and, after talking for

fome Minutes very earnestly together, (at

which Time I overheard, as I thought, a

Sound like the chinking of Money) came

into theRoom where I was fitting with the

Woman, and in fhort Time rofe, and kiff-

ing me, bid me farewelThe Tears

trickled down my Cheeks, as I parted with

him, defiring him to give my Duty to my

Aunt, and my Love to my Cousins :-Me-

thought he look'd very much disturb'd, and

red in the Face, and, flinging himself into

the fame Coach we came in, drove away.

a

I was now left, with theſe two ſtrange

Perſons, with myHeart quite full, and cry-

ing bitterly. I loved my Uncle and his Fa-

mily ſtill, and thought I saw fomewhat in

the Houſe, and the Looks of the People,

that was far different from thoſe I had hither-

to been uſed to ; and, though they ſtrove

all they could to calm myGrief, Iwent to

Bed with more Sorrow in my Breaft, than I

had ever yet experienced, though from the

Time I could then firſt remember, I had

met with ſo many Shocks in the Deaths and

Departure of the only Friends I ever had.

The Room I was put to Bed in, increaſed

my Sense ofthe Alteration of my Condition ;

it had only the little Bed in which I lay, the

Walls were fcabby, and the Sky might be

feen through Part of the Cieling, therefore,

little anſwered my gay Expectations of a fine

Boarding School ; nor could I fee any little

Maſters or Miffes about, whom I expected as

my Companions. The Ideas of Murder,

Apparitions, Witches, and fuch other Mat-

ters, with which Children's Brains are too

often crowded, by the Indifcretion or Folly

of Servants, all throng'd upon me ; and al-

ready I thought that I beheld Raw-head

and Bloody-bones ſtalking about my Garret ;

for a Garret it really was, and one of the

very worst I have ever fince beheld. I had

been bred up religiously, and received early

Impreffions ofthe Goodness of God, and the

Protection he afforded to Children that loved

him, feared him, and prayed to him ; and

this Night, when my Tears would permit

me, I rehearſed all the Prayers I had been

taught, till downright Wearineſs lulled me

into a profound Sleep ; from which I did

not awake, till the aforesaid Woman, in a

fofter Tone of Voice than her Face declared

her Miſtreſs of, bid me riſe to eat my Break-

faft. Fear of offending made me dreſs my-

felf, as well as I could, for it was but very

lately I had been able to perform that Office

for myself; and I followed her down Stairs

like a Lamb to the Slaughter, looking about

me every Step I took, with fearful Eyes,

at the dirty Stairs and wretched Stair-cafe,

having
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having never feen any Thing that thewed fo

miferably before. I found the Man and his

Wife, as I fancied her to be, had breakfaſted,

and a Baſon of Water-gruel was fet for me,

which, though I had no Stomach, I eat all

- up through Fear alio of offending ; at the

fame Time a Sigh or two eſcaping me, after

the Fare I hadbeen used to, and the Attend-

ance that now I found was no more. As foon

- as I had done, the Man afked me mildly,

if my Name was not Neville ? Yes, Sir, I

reply'd--That's an odd Name, he return'd

Ishall for the future call you Jack, and ſo,

comeJack and follow me, we'll go and fetch

a Walk. I was all Obedience, you may be

fure, and immediately, making a low Bow.

to the Woman, at which ſhe ſaid, That's a

good Boy ! followed him, through feveral

Streets, and by a Church, till we came to

the Side of a great River ; when ſtepping

into a Boat, which the Men were waiting

with, we were rowed on board a ſmall Ship,

for fo I found it was, in Comparison with

feveral others that were not at a great Di-

ſtance from it.

As soon as we had got on board, we enter'd

a little neat Cabin ; and the Man I came

with, whom I heard called Captain, faid

to another that I thought look'd milder than

himfelf-Here, George, is a little Meffmate

for ye ; I have taken him 'Prentice, and

would have you fſhew him his Buſineſs in the

Cabin;

Cabin; if he behaves well, I'll be kind to

him: And turning about, and feeing the Tears

trickle from my Eyes-Don't cry, myDear,

he continued, be brifk and lively, no-body

ſhall hurt you ; Come, come, when you've

been a little uſed to it, you'll like it very

well. Sir, return'd the other Man, he feems

as pretty a Lad as I ever saw in my Life;

don't be concern'd, my dear, you shall not

be hurt I promise you ; and, ſtepping to a

Cheft, or Locker, pull'd out a Biscuit, and

gave me, which I received with a low Bow.

Soon after my Conductor went aſhore again,

and his Companion, taking me by the

Hand, led me into the Cabin, and aſk'd

me, firſt my Name, next where I was born,

and thirdly, how long I had been bound

'Prentice to the Captain ; withal telling me

he was Mate of the Ship, and would always

be very kind to me. Perhaps no Child of

my Years had ever more Cunning, or a

readier Reach ofThought; all myReflections

of the preceding Night, and in my Paf-

ſage to the Ship, had tended to convince

me, that my Uncle had, instead of carrying

me to the Boarding-ſchool, fold, or given

me to my preſent Poffeffor. I was always

taught to be obliging to every body, and

my natural Temper ſtrongly led me to it.

I found I was going to Sea; an Elementmy

Grandfather had commended ſo highly, to

which
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which I had no Averſion, and fancy'd, if I

behav'd well, I ſhould not be beat or abuſed.

Recollecting alſo, what the Captain had told

me of my Name, and refolved to pleaſe

him even in that, though I imagined it was

nothing but his Fancy , so I anſwer'd very

chearfully, that my Name was Jack ; that I

was born at Ratcliff-Highway, and bound

'Prentice laft Night , for I imagin'd I was

really then ſerv'd fo by my Uncle, being

otherwife unacquainted with the Meaning of

the Term.

Friend, and, my Heart being fomewhat at

Eaſe from his Behaviour and Afſurances, I

eat very heartily of the Proviſions before me,

often thinking of the Expreſſion, You may

live to be an Admiral, which I thought muft

be fome great Poſt at Sea, and flattered my
little
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little Vanity highly. Mean Time, the other

three Men regarded me with great goodHu-

mour, and were fond of helping me to

Victuals and Drink ; and what pleafed then

highlywas, that if they were at a Lofs for

any Thing, I cry'd out, Can I find it, Sir ?

If you'll tell me where, I'll fetch this, ard

that, and t'other. So that they were not

only diverted with my Temper, but faid, I

was the finest Boy that ever came on board a

Veſſel, ſince they had known the Seas. In-

deed, my Carriage was owing to the Manner

in which I had been hitherto brought up ;

and no Wonder the honest Tars were fur-

priſed at it, as few, but the Children of

mean People, go to Sea, who diſplay, on

every Occafion, the Baſeneſs of their Man-

ners and Parentage, and the low fulkyHu

mours they have imbib'd.

At Night, the Mate made me a Bed, in

the Cabin next his own ; but my Mindwas

fo full of the Adventures of the preceding

Day, that I flept little, till towards Morr-

ing. I recollected all mydear Grandfather's

Sea-faring Stories ; built an hundred Caſtles

in the Air ; and, as I lov'd both Know-

The good Woman had alſo kept a Pot of

Teawarm for me, and, ordering her Maid

to make a Toaſft, I breakfaſted as elegantly

as ever I did in my Life, whilft, the whole

Time of my Repaſt, my Miſtreſs ey'd me

with a fixed Attention of Kindness, which

made me afhamed, and every other Mo-

ment a Sigh heaved her Bofom, as at the

Remembrance of fomewhat that gave her

Pain.

The Manner in which

theſe Words were ſpoken-my Looks and

Geſture, had fomewhat ſo peculiar in them,

that, for fome Moments, they both fur-

vey'd me with a Kind of an admiring

Silence : And afterwards, looking at each

other, my Maſter cry'd, in a ſtill milder

Tone than ever I heard, Ah ! my Boy-

my dear Boy-I fear you're a litte Flat-

terer-but however, I can't help being

pleaſed with what thou ſayeft-Pleaſed,

my Miſtreſs returned-No Body can help

it-every Thing he ſays is ſo pretty and

ſenſible .

Nothing was heard for fome Time, on all

Sides, but, goodGod! how he talks-fo

young too-fo innocent-fure never was

ſo ſweet a Boy, and Words of the like

Import-I was carefſſed, again and again,

my Maſter clapped me upon the Head-

Mr. White ſqueezed me to his Bofom, and

my Miſtreſs proteſted ſhe loved me already
+ as if I was her own Child. Could a defert-

ed Infant be more happy than I was, in

falling into fuch humane, and confiderate

Hands ! The next Day a Schoolmafter was

- fent for, and one of the beſt in the Ciry,

- who had Orders to take the utmoſt Care of

my Inſtruction, which he promised todo,

and faithfully performed ; fo my Buſineſs

but the Strength of her Conſtitution and

Skill of the Phyſicians, at length got the

better of her Disorder, and, in a Fortnight,

ſhe left her Bed ; but was still very weak.

When I returned to School, I foon made

amends for my trifingAbſence, by the Pro-

greſs my defire of Learning foon occa-

fioned, and, in less than eight Months, could

tranſlate Latin into English, or turn English

into Latin, tolerably well; wrote an excel-

lent Hand, was a good Arithmetician, and

understood the Theory of Navigation better

than many Perſons, whose whole Lives had

been dedicated to that Perſuit ; nay, my

Maſter found me ſo acute, that he had put

Cunn's Euclid into my Hands, and already .

ФФФФ When all is delightful, calm,

and Sunshine, no corroding Cares gnaw the

Heart, no overbearingGriets ruffle the Coun-

tenance ! 'Tis true, I had, from my Birth,

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met with Misfortune ; but at an Agewhen

it made no deep Impreſſion. I had long

loſt even the Idea of any other Rela-

tions, or Friends, than thoſe I now enjoy'd,

whoſe conſtant Kindness had obliterated all

the diſagreeable Traces of my Infancy.

Since which, too, I had lately met, in the

Society of my beauteous, my dearest Polly,

ſtill more refined Pleaſures, Pleaſures which

though I hardly yet knew the natural Iſſue

of, were ſuch as fix'd their Empire over

my whole Soul. The Regrets I felt when

abſent from her, were accompanied with a

longing Eagerness to rejoin her, the Rise of

which I yet hadbeen able very little to ac-

count to myſelf for; but the near Separation

wewere to endure, blew up all our hitherto

innocent Flames, and, too foon we found,

that Form of Speech, thoſeEmotions which

perhaps were matured in us, fooner than in

the generality of People, from the ſoft, har-

monious and tender Turn of car Minds,

and the Diſpoſition of thoſe we had been

brought up with, which will ever have a

Prevalence upon us, through the whole

Courſe of our Lives. We now, whenever

alone, inſtead of our usual Mirth andGaiety,

ſhew'd Tokens of the deepest Sorrow ; our

Diſcourſes were filled with Sighs, and In-

terjections of Fear, and we muſed ſtill

more than we converſed. If when the

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Face ofBeauty is unclouded there is, as the

- My Polly pined, the Roſes fled from her

Cheeks, and ſhe droop'd like a tender

- Flower which had been attack'd by fome

baleful NorthernBlaſt ; nor was I, notwith-

-ſtanding Ambition and a Longing to view

- diſtant Climes ſo predominantly reigned in

my Thoughts, leſs affected. I had long

ſeem'd to live only for her, ſhe inſpired

every Word I ſpoke, and her Looks dictated

almoſt every Action I performed. In this

Situation we remained for fome Weeks,

'till her Health began apparently to fuffer,

- to the almoſt Distraction of the whole Fa-

mily, and ſhe was obliged to keep her

- Chamber, from whence I never removed ;

but when the Captain abſolutely infifted up-

on my going with him, about the necef-

fary Buſineſs of his Ship and Cargo, in

which I was become ſo ſuprizingly expert,

from only three Months Experience, that

he proteſted he never had fo little Trouble

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in his Affairs before, and the young Cap-

tain, as the Merchants called me, was the

Topick of all their Converſation , which

wonderfully delighted my Foſter Father.

One Afternoon, when the dear Maid and I

were alone, her Sifter being busy with fome

Viſitors, and her Mother and the Captain

Abroad, perceiving a Tear ſteal down her

Cheek, whilft ſhe look'd at me with a

ſtrange Earneſtneſs, I flung myſelf on my

Knees before her, and cry'd, Oh ! My dear,

dear Polly-what is it makes you ſo un-

eaſy ? Why do you destroy your precious

Health, with brooding over your Melan-

choly ? Then, ſeizing her fair Hand, and

kiſſing it with Rapture, I continued, Alas !

I am little better myſelf, and your Illneſs

unfits me for Buſineſs or Conversation-

every Thing I do, fince you ſmile no more

upon me, is diſagreeable and wants a Reliſh

-Oh! my dear Creature, tell me what

makes you fo full of Affliction : If I have

ever done any Thing to offend you, I'll ex-

piate ſuchence even with my Life-

that Life which I shall never have the leaft

Value for, if you are loft.-The Tears

perforce ſtarted into my Eyes at this Con-

clufion-ſhe ſaid nothing, for fome Time,

but at Length, preſſing my Hand in her's,

reply'd-Oh! my Jackey, you must leave

me-and I ſhall never fee you again, what

ills may befal you, on the hated Element on

which

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which you are going to wander-Oh !

Why, why, willyou go to Sea ? Indeed,

by what paſs'd in my own Breaſt, I ima-

gined this to be in ſome Part the Source of

her Illness ; but ſuch a plain Declaration of

her Affection, at the fame Time that it made

me the happiest Youth living, filledme with

the moſt gloomyApprehenfions. Dear Polly,

I returned, I love you more than myTongue

can tell, I am alſo perfectly bleſs'd at find-

ing I have ſuch a Share in your Heart; but,

dearest Girl, only attend whilft I convince

you that your Fears have very little Foun-

dation. She was all Attention, whilst I rea-

foned with her, upon the Advantages Iſhould

reap in my Baniſhment, reprefented to her

the Likelihood of returning ſafe, from

Inſtances of the many Voyages her Bro-

ther- in- Law had failed, to all Parts of the

World, and who yet had returned unhurt : I

alſo argued, that Skill and Sobriety, were

great Securities to Navigators, and thatmany

Perſonswho were wrecked, fuffered more by

their own Ignorance and Intemperance, than

from theRocks, theWinds orthe Waves. A-

gain I detailed themany and ſuddenAccidents

that happened on Shore, as well as at Sea, ad-

ding that wherever we fojourned, we were e-

qually under the Superintendence of the fame

beneficent Being, whoſe Providence alike

Protects every Individual ; whoſe Wifdom is

infinite, and whoſe Goodness is unbounded ;

and concluded, with Promiſes of collecting

all
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i

all the Rarities inthe ſeveral Ports we viſited,

to lay at her Feet at my Return. In ſhort,

I fo far calmed her Sorrows, that her Eyes

darted purer Beams, ſhe ſmiled, ſhe talk'd

without Embarraſſment, and a few Days

brought her down Stairs, quite the fame

ſhe uſed to be, ſave, that, now and then, a

ſpeaking Sigh would mournfully heave her

tender Bofom. Still our Love was ſimple,

and unmixed with any other Joy than that

of being near Relations, and conftant Com-

panions; at least it was fo with her, though,

as to my Part, I began to form Notions of

future Bliſs, and athousandbufy Ideas, that

yet were but half matured, of living only

for her ; for though the took me for fo near

a Relation, I had fome faint Remembrances

to the contrary, though I had not yet ven-

tured to impart them to her, and was con-

vinced my Name was not John M'namara,

though I had by that Time totally forgot

what ithad formerly been, my Fofter Father

andMother, who had had no Children, never

talking at all about me, in any other Stile

than as a Son, and I never aſking anyQuef-

tions, though I could recollect, and that but

juſt recollect my firſt coming to theirHouſe,

ſomanyMatters hadhappened ſince, and my

Education and my Polly having obliterated

every Thingfo remote as thoſe Occurrences,

which appeared now like a Dream.

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The Timeof our Departure drawing near,

the Ladies, with my Polly, were employed

perpetually in buying and making Linen

and other Neceffaries, particularly for my

Ufe, and the latter, by her Mother's and

Sifter's Confent, made me a Preſent of an

handſome Watch, which hadbeen her Fa-

ther's, and which I vowed to keep as long

as I lived, as a Testimony ofher Affection ;

in Return, the Captain never ſtinting my

Pocket,I preſented the charming Maidwith

a Tweezer Cafe of Gold, on which was cu-

rioufly chaſed, adiſtant Profpect of a Ship

at Sea, before the Wind, and in View ofa

beautiful Port, with this Motto-Sure to

come, befides a Gold Ring, in which was a

Compartment, with a Flourish ofthe initial

Letters of our Names, and a Tree, near a

Spring, at the Root of which-Quod vivam

tuum, which I explained, as aſcribing my

Life and every Thing to her. Theſe Ex-

changes of Preſents, were fo far from being

diſagreeable to the Family, that they were

applauded by them all, and the Captain mer-

rily told his Sifter, oneDay, that if ſhe was

agood Girl in my Abſence, perhaps he

would give her fome Time or other, a

Nephew for an Huſband, an Expreſſion

which my active Fancy flatteringly explain-

ed, but to her was quite unintelligible.

Now the dreaded Day was arrived, and

after a thousand Charges to takeCare ofmy-

felf
:
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ſelf and remember her, and as many Injunc-

tions on my Side, I parted with my sweet

Creature, after ſhedding the fincereſt Tears

that ever perhaps were ſhed, the whole Fa-

mily bearing Company, and beſtowing ten

thousand Bleffings upon us, and Wishes for

our Welfare and Profperity. Mrs. M'na-

mara appeared quite inconfolable upon the

Occafion, and gave herHusbandAbundance

of Cautions to uſe me tenderly, and to re-

turn her her dear Boy ſafe again, and the

elder Lady almoſt ſmothered me with Kiffes,

and added, If either ofyou come alone, bet-

ter you nevercame at all. By the Time the

Morning dawned we were out at Sea ; but

neither the Captain or myſelfhad recovered

our Spirits fufficiently yet, to converfe with

each other. However, we were more fociable

before the Cloſe ofthatDay, and my Fofter

Father then began to inform me of the Duty

of my Poſt, in which he appointed an old

and ſkilful Seaman to aſſiſt, and keep my

Watch with me, allowing him the Pay of a

Second Mate for that Purpose ; but I foon

reduced my Theoretic Knowledge to Prac-

tice ; and, before the Conclufion of our

Voyage, could hand, reef, ſteer, and execute

every other Part ofmy Profeſſion, as well as

any Man on board, and kept ſo perfect a

Journal, that myPatronpronounced I ſhould

be the compleatest Navigator thatever ſtep'd

between Stem and Stern of a Ship. As to
my
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my Ufage, it was ſtrictly that from a Fa-

ther to a Son ; we lay inthe fame Bed, and

eat at the fame Table, and I had as much

Weight and Authority on board as himself,

and never were the Moments more delight-

fully ſpent, than when we were converfing

of the dear Folks at Home, who were con-

ſtantly in my Mind, and for whoſe Health

and Safety I did not forget to offer up my

Petitions to the Author of all Good. We

arrived at Amsterdam, after a very pleasant

and ſpeedy Paſſage, and in ſuch ferene and

flattering Weather, as was abundantly fuf-

ficient to egg a young Seaman to further

Adventures, upon the treacherous and un-

certain Waves. AtAmsterdam, the Captain

permitted me to go frequently on Shore,

where, as we could not both leave the Ship

atthe fame Time, his Freighter's Son, Mr.

Forbes, a young Scotch Gentleman about

twenty Years of Age, conducted me to fee

every Thing remarkable in that opulent and

populous City, with its Stadthouſe and other

public Buildings, Arſenals, Hoſpitals, Pri-

fons, and every Thing that could excite the

Curioſity of a Stranger : As the Scene was

quite new to me, I enjoy'd it with a pro-

digious Pleaſure, making Memorandums, in

my Pocket-Book, of every Thing worthy to

be treaſured inRemembrance; oftheir Form

of Government, the Manners and Cuſtoms

of the People ; and, in particular, of their
im-
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menſe Trade, carried on to all Parts of the

Globe, which renders it the Storehouse of

theWorld.

If theſe Things amazed me, I was no leſs

the Aftonishment of the Merchants we were

configned to, who often complimented the

Captainupon his young Mate, one ofmy

Years never having beenin that Poſt before;

and here we received, before we had com-

pleted our Lading, moſt welcome Letters

from our Family, particularly I had one

from my Polly, filled with the utmost Love

and Tenderness, to which I returned an An-

fwer, fraught with all the Affection, and

wrotewith all that Fervour, that ſoftenedmy

Breast and was the Effect of her Charms.

I alfo wrote to my dear Mamma, and her

Mother, which the Captain did alſo. This

Duty performed, our Minds were fomewhat

easy. Nothing very particular occurred in

our Voyage from hence toMeſſina, in Sicily,

whither we were firſt bound, fave that,

in the Bay of Biscay, we met with a moſt

terrible Storm, and the very firſt I hadex.

perienced,which however we weathered fafe-

ly, but with great Difficulty, Fatigue and

Danger. The Captain was ſtill morepleaſed

thanever, to fee me onthis Einergencycalm,

compoſed and vigilant, which he was never

tired of praifing me for, when we had

leifure fufficient to unbend ourſelves over a

flowing Bowl. Itwas indeed fome Matter

for
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for Aftonishment, conſidering the tender

Ufage and foft living I had lately expe-

rienced, that the Hardſhips, Watchings, and

Cares incident to a Sea-faring Life, ſhould

fo well be born, and become ſo agreeable to

me; but Ifeemed formed for my Profeffior ,

grew strong and robuſt every Day, and my

Health improved as well as my Figure, of

which the Captain never failed to give me

very flattering Notices. We ſtaid only a

Week in this delightful Iſland, of which I

had read ſo much in antient Authors, and

from thence fraped our Courſe for Smyrna ;

but before we reached our Port, a new Trial

of Courage and Conſtancy preſented itſelf..

At about a League to the Southward, we

diſcovered two fmallVeſſels, by theHelp of

our Glaſſes, coming beforethe Wind, with

alltheir Sails a-trip; who having thatAd-

vantageneared us apace , butas their Force

appeared inferior to ours, we were under no

great Apprehenfion, for we mounted fixteen

CarriageGuns, and were mannedwith thirty

ſtout Hands, nor were deficient in Ammu-

nition or ſmall Arms, and befides, knew

wewere in Peace with all the pyratical States

of Barbary, except the Salleetines, whom we

hadnogreatApprehenfions from,ſo high in

theſe Seas, Come, my Dear, ſays Captain

M'namara, if theſe are Enemies we muft

t'en fight 'em, I know no other Chance.

To which I answered, with great Vivacity
-that

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-That we will, Sir, 'tis better todie than

be Slaves. Accordingly, we charged our

Muſquets and loaded our Guns, appointed

every Man his Poſt, mine being on the

Quarter-Deck, and prepared in earnest for

Battle. 'Twas too late, when we difcover'd

'em, to put about and ſtand from them, be-

fides, they had so much the Heels of cu

loaded Ship, that there could be no Proba

bility of eſcaping , 'twas therefore Policyto

put the beſt Face upon the Matter, and we

foon found that we had two Sallee Barks 10

deal with, full of Men, who were now

within hale ofus. To our Comfort, however ,

the Number of their Hands ſeemed tobe

the only Difficulty we had to encounter,

having fewGuns and thoſe ſmall, and there-

fore the Captain rightly judged, that thes

would be immediately forboardingus,whic

indeed was exactly the Cafe, nor did they

ſtay for many Compliments, but, after fir-

ing a Shot to bring us too, endeavoured t

drop upon our Quarters ; but as they ker

the Sallee Colours flying,we gave them thre

Cheers and a Broadfide, which immediately

diſmafted the Foremost, and killed her

many Men, that they lay by to refit their

ſhattered Rigging, whilft the other advanced.

fending a Shower of Shot into our Veffel,

by which two Men were killed, and mye

received a flight Wound in the Shoulder

which, however, Idid not feel till theBloc
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andown myArm : I was all Life and Spi-

it, and not at all intimidated, nor would

go between Decks to have my Wound

reffed, as the Captain with great Tender-

teſs and Humanity wouldhave had me ; but

efolved to ſtand it out to the laſt. I stood

o myGun, like an old Warrior, and every

ow and then fired a ſmall Arm that ſtood

Deſide me, ſo dexterouſly, that many of our

Men ſwore they saw me drop two or three

of our Enemies ; nor was Iinattentive to the

working the Veffel, but ever and anon tend-

d theBraces, with as much Calmness as if

othing had been the Matter: Indeed, the

irft Broadfide, Iwas in ſome Trepidation,

nd under fome little Diſmay, nor did I fee

Dur wounded Men without a reluctant Pain,

he Conſequence of the natural Humanity of

ny Difpofition. By this Time the Bark had

got under our Larboard-bow, and attempted

o grapple us; but we were prepared for

hem, and peppered them ſo well with our

mall Arms, that they seemed to be almoft

ick of the Buſineſs, and haled off at fome

Diſtance; upon which we put about Ship,

nd gave them our Starboard Broadfide,

which wefound huli'd'em confoundedly and

illed a great Number, by their diſmal

Tells, and the Poſition they lay in. Mean

Time, the other having repaired his Da-

nages was returning to the Fight, when,

erceiving a Veffel in the Offing, which

ftood
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ſtood directly towards us, and which now, as

well as we, they found to be a Maltese Crui-

zer, they fetall their Sails and began to run

for it; but itwas in vain, for the Cruizer

foon cameup with her, and took her after a

very ſtout Reſiſtance. Mean Time, we

were endeavouring to get over the Side and

man our Longboat, in order to board the

otherBark in our Turn, which lay now like

a Wreck, ſhe hadbeen fo mauled ; but, by

fome Accident or other, before we could

effect our Deſign, ſhe blew up, with a dread

ful Exploſion, and the whole Crew were

either torn to Pieces in the Air, or periſhed

in the Deep, except two poor Wretches,

whom with Difficulty we faved. In about

two Hours after, the Maltese Veſſel cameup

with his Prize, on which the Captain went

on board him, and gave an Account of

the Attack made upon us, and found the

two Corfairs were mann'd with 110 Men,

49 of which had either been killed by our

Fire, or loft in the Veſſel thathad blown up,

and that 36 had been killed in the other by

us and the Captors, who hadonly threeMen

wounded and one killed. On our Part ten

were wounded and three killed. The Crui

zer was a Ship of Force commanded by a

Spanish Knight of Malta, Don Geronimo

Mendoza, who entertained Captain M'namara

with great Politeneſs, and ſent his Surgeon

onboard us to take Care of our wounded

Men,
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Men, for we had no regular Practitioner

with us ; who alſo dreſſed my Hurt, which,

owever, was but very flight, and we kept

Company with him till we got into Smyrna,

hen he bore away for the Morea with his

rize. And thus theſe Infidels met with a

Reward for their Audacity, in cruizing fo

ar from Home. When the Captain, the

Jight after the Engagement, was alone

ith me in the Cabin, he took me in his

Arms , and after a ſtrenuous and affectionate

mbrace, ſaid, My dearest Boy-you have

newed fo much Steadiness and Bravery in

he late Action, that I shall never be able to

cknowledge it fufficiently ; indeed, I can't

ve you better than I did before :-I ſhall

com henceforward not only be your Father

ominally, butwill admit you immediately

→all the Privileges of a Son-all-I poffefs

hall be yours, and nothing ſhall be with-

eld from you : Your Friends at home

will be pleaſed at your Behaviout, your

'olly will adore her Hero-and, 1 fay

he Word-ſhe ſhall be yours, as Part of

ne Reward of this ſhining Action, when

ourAges will permit. I was fo full of a

rateful Senſe of this agreeable Addreſs ,

hat I could not help falling upon my

nees and kiffing his hand, and made him

3 near as I can, at this Diſtance ofTime,

emember, the following Reply. My Father,

by dear Father ; for I never knew any other

that
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that could claim that Title, Words are too

faint to expreſs the Obligations I lie under

for all your invaluable Favours ; I am the

happiest Youth breathing, to you and

my dear Mamma, I owe every Thing, and

'tis but just that all the good Qualities

you have been the Author of, ſhould be

employ'd for your Safety and Welfare.

If_I behaved well, it was owing to the

Example ſet me by you, and I hope ever

Day of my Life will give me freſh Op

portunities, to diſplay the unbated Affec

tion and Gratitude, withwhich my Bofom

is fo-replete. He hugg'd me afreſh at the Con-

cluſionof theſe Words, and told me I was all

over a Miracle ofGoodness and Generoſity.

Some Expreſſions this worthy, Man had

made uſe of, recalled the faint Ideas re

maining ofmy firſt coming into his Hands,

and going by his Name, at his Defire;

but I must freely own, that, notwithstand-

ing a certain unaccountable Longing I had

to talk further upon that Head, the Fear

of offending, and the preſent Eaſe of my

Mind and Circumstances, made it a Matter

of Indifference, whether I did or no, and

therefore I let it drop, without further

Explanation .

From Smyrna, after having delivered our

Cargo, and reladed, we failed to Scande

roon, hearing offome Gentlemen there, who

wanted Paffage for Italy, for Paffage is paid
fo
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for very largely in theſe Seas ; we likewife

touch'd at Damietta and Al..ndria, from

whence we took our Departure for Venice,

where we were confign'd ; and, as I had all

the Liberty of going on ſhore that I could

defire, and kept Company with the Chief

Merchants of our Nation, I had an Op-

portunity of feeing every Thing that de-

ferved.Notice, by which my Mind was daily

enlarged and improved, and before we left

Venice I could talk very tolerable Italian.

Still, I don't know how, I figh'd after Cork

and my dear Polly, whom I could feldom

baniſh an Hour together from myThoughts..

At Venice, we took in another Cargo for

Zant and Corfu, from whence we touch'd at

Malta ; in three Weeks after which we paſs'd

the Straits of Gibraltar, and arrived ſafely

at Cadiz, where we once more renewed our

Cargo in order to fail homewards ; after

which I long'd extremely, and thought I

began to breathe my native Air almoſt, when

we got into the Atlantick Ocean. We had

very ſtormy, wet, and uncomfortable Wea-

ther till we arrived at Bristol, where we ſtaid

near three Weeks, and had the Pleaſure of

hearing from home, that all our Family

were well, and in earnest Expectation of

our Arrival. If I had been look'd upon as

a Kind of a Prodigy elfewhere, my Faime

was raiſed ſtill more at Bristol, where the

Merchants were amazed to fee a Youth

tranſacting
E
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tranſacting Buſineſs of the utmoſt Moment,

with the Gravity and Attention of aMan

ofFifty ; fo that the Captain led the Life

of aGentleman, confiding all to his Son:

But when he ſhewed them my Journal,

with the Obſervations I had made upon

the Bearings and Diſtances of the Coafts

we had failed upon, and the Manners of

the People, and not a few Remarks in Na-

tural History, and Comparisons with ancient

Times, I was never without one Invitation

or other to be exhibited as a Sight, and the

Bishop, being in the City, I was even fent

for, and dined with him, who was fo

charm'd with me, that he offered to take

me into his Family, and promote me inthe

Church, if the Captain would have con-

ſented ; but neither he nor I had any Incli-

nation to be fevered from each other. As

to my Perſon, I was grown confiderably

taller and fomewhat fatter ; but it had yet

loſt none of the Delicacy for which I had

been admired : I talked readily and freely

upon every Subject, had contracted no ill

Habit or Vice, nay, had never even ſworn

an Oath, a Cuſtom which the Captain had

broke himself of, as he told me, on my

Account, and which I abominated, as a

low, mean, and irreligious Propenfity, and

highly ungrateful to the Author of our

Being. And now, let my Reader judge, if

I had not ſpent the Year and half of my

Abfence,
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Abſence, to very good Purpoſe, or need be

aſhamed of returning to mydear Polly, or

my Mamma, with ſuch Advantages ; and,

add to all this, that when offDuty I dreſs'd

very gaily, nay richly ; ſuch being the

Goodness of my Fofter Father, that I had

every Neceſſary in the utmoſt Profuſion,

and as much Money in my Poffeffion as he

would have given a Mate of ever ſo much

Experience, which had enabled me to col-

lect an hundred different Curioſities for our

Ladies at home.

It was on a Sunday Morning, at Six of

the Clock, when we made the Harbour of

Cork, and, by the Time our Family had

got to Breakfaſt, the Captain and myself,

having left the aforesaid ſecond Mate in

Charge of the Ship, were at our own Door,

dreſſed in our beſt Attire, and with our

Swords by our Sides, an Implement Mr.

M'namara had worn ever since he uſed the

Mediterranean Trade, and which he had alfo

infifted upon my wearing. The Door was

no fooner opened, but the three Ladies pre-

fented at the Tea Table, and the Minute

they ſaw us, they were ſo overcome, that a

loud Shriek alone proclaimed their Joy.

We ran from one to the other and em-

braced them, and, taking my Polly in my

Arms, I reſtored her to that Life, her Hurry

of Spirits, and overbearing Joy had almoſt

for a Time deprived her of. 'Twas a

long

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long Time before we had Command enough

of ourselves, to ſpeak to each other, only

ſtaring wildly, and pronouncing certain

tender Epithets, that moſt naturally occur

to the Tongue on ſuch Occaſions : Nay,

for near a Quarter of an Hour afterwards,

it was all an Extravagancy of Delight,

and our Looks and broken Speeches pro-

claim'd our difordered and fluttering Spirits.

Indeed we were ſcarcely calm enough the

whole Day, to answer the many Questions

afk'd on all Sides ; the Eyes of the three

Ladies were continually bent upon me, and

I, in return, devoured my Polly almoſt, who

methought looked more charming than ever,

and her blooming Graces had arrived to

ſuch a Degree of Maturity, as ſpoke her

a perfect Beauty. I hugged her, and preſs'd

her to my Boſom one Minute, the next

embraced my dear Mamma, and again

kiſs'd her Mother's Hand ; in ſhort, the

Scene of this Day can never be conceived,

but by fuch as have been as long abſent

from thoſe they moſt eſteem'd and valued

in the World.

In their Turns they acquainted us of what

had happened in our Abſence, by which

we found they had lived very retired ; and

Polly's Mother added, And I'll tell you

what, my dear, that Girl has hardly ſtirr'd

- out above once a Week, and then we have

made her by Force, ſhe was ſo wedded to

thinking of you. Then, I'll anſwer for it,

reply'd the Captain, that my Boy has paid

= her in her own Coin ; for I believe he has

had her in his Head every Hour in the Day,

as I have often perceived, by his Anſwers

- to the Queſtions I have put to him ; and

'faith it's no Wonder, for if she ever thinks

of a Man of more Merit, or he of a Wo-

- man of more Beauty, in the World, I shall

never pretend to Judgment in theſe Mat-

ters again. What ſay'ſt Jackey ?-Well, well,

a Year or two hence, we shall talk more

intelligibly upon the Matter. At theſe

Words, Polly got up, ſmiling, and made

him a low Courteſy, as I did a Bow, for

his Complement, and we spent the Remain-

der of theDay, and the Evening enſuing, in a

Manner highly to be envied.

Sight of us . We fir'd our Guns in Ho-

nour of them, and provided an handfome

Regale, the Captain infifting that I ſhould

be Master of the Ceremonies, in which

Poft I did not forget to let my honest bro-

ther Tars have a plentiful Repaſt. When

theycame on ſhore, we loaded them with

Preſents, and brought home for our own

Ladies, the various Rarities of the Countries

we had viſited, to add to the Contents of

their Wardrobes and Cabinets. When we

arrived at our Houſe, an Opportunity pre-

ſented itſelf, which I embraced, ofhanding

my lovely Maid into the Summer-houfe,

where, the Moment ſhe was feated, I flung

myſelf upon my Knees before her, clafp'd

my Arms about her delicate Waift, and

fondly gazing on her for fome Mo-

ments, cried, Oh ! my heavenly Crea-

ture, how cruel has this tedious Abfence

ſeem'd to me, and yet more ſo, being fo

long after my Arrival, before I could pour

out my Soul before you ! How have I

panted after this happy Hour, in which I

ſhall have Liberty to affirm, that you, and

you only, have employ'd all my Thoughts

waking, and have been the Subject of my

Dreams by Night. 'Tis you that have

ſtimulated me to every deſerving Action,

andwhateverMerit or Knowledge I acquire,

you
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you are the Spur to it all. And, Oh ! tell

- come, happy Object to thoſe Eyes ; am I

Eſtill the favoured Inmate of thatBofom ?

If I reign there, I envy no one their

- Titles or their Riches , and in Poffeffion

of your Heart, I shall be the most bleſſed

and felicitous Youth breathing. The fweer

Maid reclined her Cheek to mine, and

clafping her Arms about my Neck, re-

-ply'd, Yes, my ever remembered and lov'd

- Youth, I am not ashamed to tell thee, that

;

thou doſt and ever ſhalt bear Sway in this

- Bofom, and fill this Heart, which could

- never entertain anotherGueſt-Let the Prude

- or the Coquet cenſure this Declaration, fo

uncommon to the uſual Infincerity of our

Sex ; but I know your Worth and Virtue

too well, and have too great a Reliance on

your good Senſe and Love of me, ever to

( fear your making aUſe of it to my Dif-

advantage ; and mydear Siſter has encou-

raged me in my Regard for you, as well

as my Mother, and, by fome Hints, con-

vinced me we are not ſo nearly related as

we at firſt apprehended ; then, why ſhould

I not indulge all the Inclination I have to

love you, and to tell you, that you, and

only you, ſhall ever be the Sovereign ofthis

Breast. Here the melting Period ended,

and the ſoft Melody of her tuneful Voice

left me for fome Time ſo immerſed in al-

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moſt inſufferable Tranſport, that I could

not utter a Word. At Length I roſe, and

ſeating myſelf beſide her, by a thousand

tender Kiffes, and all the Eloquence I was

Maſter of, returned her my Acknowledg-

ments, and vowed eternal Truth and Con-

ſtancy. Oh ! Heavens ! what happy Mi-

nutes were theſe ? I was, methought, at the

Pinacle ofhuman Felicity, whilſt,

The blushing Colour in her Cheeks exprest

What tender Thoughts inspir'd her heaving

Breast.

Sometimes a Sigh, halfſmother'd, ſtole away ;

Then she would, Strephon, charming Stre-

phon, fay ;

Sometimesſheſmiling cry'd, you love, ' tis true ;

But willyou always, and be faithful too ?

Ten thousand Graces play'd about her Face ;

Ten thousand Charms attended ev'ry Grace :

So moving, to transporting was the Sight ;

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We performed this Voyage, withoutany

finifter Accident ; at the Conclufion of

which, my Captain allowed me to be as

good a Navigator as himself, and even re-

lied upon my Knowledge as much as his

own ; ſo that, now, we kept Watch and

Watch, without my having an Affiſtant.

And afterwards, in the Space of another

Year, we were one Voyage to Dantzick and

Hamburgh, another to Copenhagen and Stock-

holm, and a third to Petersburgh, Revel and

Riga, thence to Glasgow in Scotland, and fo

to Cork. During all theſe Trips, my Polly

and Iwrote to each other, by everyOppor-

tunity ; our Love increaſed every Day, and

publickly was approved of by our Supe-

riors ; and Mr. and Mrs. M'namara were

more and more fond of their adopted Son,

which they now frequently called me, but

faid nothing farther; and as to my Part, I

almoſt adored them, their Welfare was up-

permost in my Thoughts, and I ſtudied by

every Action to prove my Gratitude and

Affection. As to their Mother, ſhe ſhewed

little leſs Fondness for me than for herPolly,

and whenever she looked at us together,

it was with that filent Approbation that dif-

covered more"of the Joy of her Heart,

than Words could poſſibly havedone.

the Stocking at their Wedding. At theſe

our Favour. It may be judged we paffed

an Hour, or thereabout, full of Fear and

Expectation, and went trembling into the

being ordered to fit down, the Captain thus

addreſs'd us. My Children, your Mothers

-have beenſpeaking in your Favour ſo much,

that I have refolved you ſhall be married

before we fet fail again, which will, you

know Jackey, be near four Months ; and I

the more readily give my Confent, becauſe

the Voyage will be a pretty long one ; but

then, for Reaſons of my own, the Wed-

ding ſhall be private, nor ſhall any one

know of it, but the Friend who marries

you, and ourſelves, till our Return.

Our

Joy at theſe kind and pleaſing Words was

unbounded ; we fell on our Knees, and re-

turned them ſeverally Thanks, in Terms of

the warmeſt Gratitude ; and at Length,

when my full Heart would permit, I re-

turned the following Anſwer. Oh, my

dearest Father, to whom, and to my excel-

lent Mother, I owe every Thing, in giving

me this Angel of my Soul, you have com-

pleted all the Happineſs I can expect on

Earth ; and as to your Conditions, they can

give us no Manner of Uneaſineſs, for if

you, and if we are fatisfied, if this dear

Creature is fatisfied ſhe is lawfully given

to my Arms, the more private it is kept,

the more untainted Bliss we shall enjoy ;

Crowds and Noiſe ill fuit ſo refined a Paf-

fion ; and, Oh ! let me declare for us both,

that no Love can exceed ours, that it will

never be pall'd by Poffeffion, and that it

can never know Decay. Then turning to

my Fair One, I claſped her in my Arms,

with an inexpreſſible Ardour, and hid in

myBofom the Crimfon Blushes that mantled

up in her beauteous Face.

This plea-

fant Reply fet them all a laughing, and

we spent the Remainder of the Night with

the highest good Humour on all Sides, and

the happy Hour was appointed to be that

Day ſe'nnight.

- This tedious Interval, methought, was

the flowest Portion of Time that ever I ex-

perienced, in which the Ladies were em-

ploy'd in providing new and rich Clothes

for my Polly, against the Day ; and, as my

intended Spoufe had a Fortune of 17001.

fome Provifion was to be made, with Re-

gard to that ; but I foon put an End to

any Concern on that Head, for, taking the

Captain one Morning afide, I told him I

ſhould be greatly pleafed, as I had at pre-

fent no Settlement to offer, if the whole

of her Money were fettled upon herself and

her Heirs, and to be at her own Diſpoſal ;

for on one Side, as his Bounty permitted me

The bleſſed Day at length arrived, and

fure was one of the finest that ever the

Month of June difplay'd, an Emblem of

my Fair One's Mind and Perſon, Dr.

Gulston, whoſeEſteem I had in the highest

Degree,
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Degree, performed the Matrimonial Cere-

mony, at our own Houſe, both he and our

faithful Servants being, agreeable to the

Captain's Plan, enjoin'd a profound Secrefy.

To defcribe the Perſon, the Behaviour of

my Beauty, on this folemn Occafion, would

furpaſs the Power of Language : though

her Dreſs was rich and becoming, it was

barely a Foil to ſet off thoſe refplendent

Charms and Graces, that wanton'd in her

bewitching Form.

Is there any Bliſs can equal the En-

joyment of the Soul, the Heart, the Per-

fon of a virtuous and beautiful Wife, the

Experience of the ſoft Impulſes of Tender-

nefs,
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neſs, the fublime Friendſhip that riſes in the

Breaft, and that Care to oblige, which

dictates every Word and Action ?

-Oh ! we now

-Knew a Paffion yet more deeply charming,

Then fever'd Youth e'er felt ; and that is

Love,

By long Experience, mellow'd into Friendship.

I could now juſtly ſay to my excellent

Spouſe, in the Words of another Poet,

Let other Shepherds, that are prone to range,

With each Caprice their giddy Humours

change : -

They, from Variety, less Joy receive,

Than you, alone, are capable to give.

Nor will I envy thoſe ill-judging Swains,

(What they enjoy's the Refuse of the Plains)

Iffor my Share of Happiness below,

Kind Heav'n continues Polly to bestow ;

Whatever Blessings it can give beſide,

Let all Mankind amongst themselves divide.

The Captain and Mrs. M'namara taſted our

Happiness with ſuch a Reliſh, as convinced

me that they had gratified the Pride of their

Hearts ; and as to the old Lady, ſhe was

the moſt ſatisfied Woman breathing : For

our Parts our Union made us ſtill more

diligent to oblige them, and ſhed a pleaſing
Influence
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Influence on every Thing we faid or tranf-

acted, that argued the Eafe, the Compo-

fure and the charming Situation of our

Souls. A Circumſtance alſo occurred that

lengthened out the Happiness of which we

were partaking for a good Offer being

made him, the Captain diſpoſed of his old

Ship, and fent Orders to London to have

one built of three hundred Tons, and to

carry 18 Guns, which would take up near

fourteen Months in performing, and this

Veſſel he intended to make one Voyage in

himſelf, on a favourite Adventure, and then

to retire, for the Remainder of his Days,

and give the Command of her to me.

Only three Perſons, beſides himself, were

concerned in her ; but he had the greatest

Share. And now, with my Polly, I gave a

Loofe to all that Tenderness, with which

our Hearts were ſo replete ; and, at the

uſual Time, ſhe discovered, to our ftill

greater Joy, that we were likely to have a

Pledge of our mutual Affection, whichwas

fafely brought into the World, at the End

of nine Months. By the Captain's Direc

tions, we went to Dublin and refided there

during the latter Part of her Pregnancy,

and, at the Birth, they all came over, and

proteſted the ſweet Infant, as indeed it did,

look'd like the Picture of its amiable Mo-

ther. It was named after the Captain, who,

at the fame Time, made my Wife a fur
ther
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ther Prefent of a Purse of one hundred Gui-

neas, for the Use of his Godfon. We alf

ſtaid at Dublin two Months afterwards, and

having provided a Nurſe, returned to Cork,

having inſtructed her to fay the Child was

hers, in Publick, and that she was our near-

Relation. I muſt own this dear ſmiling

Pledge of our Love, more and more en-

deared my Charmer to my Heart, and add-

ed greatly to the Bliſs we before enjoyed.

I fed myſelf up with a thouſand fond

Schemes for this pretty Son, form'd in

my Mind a Plan for his future Education,

and reckon'd upon a World of Delight to

come, in the Enjoyment of his Genius and

Proficiency. If my Wife was before thebeſt

Woman breathing, ſhe now, in the Cha-

racter of a Mother, outdid our moſt

ſanguine Expectations ; her Prudence, and

the Decorum with which ſhe managed this

important Concern, more and more con-

vinced me that I poſſeſſed aJewel of the

highest Price, and that, under herManage-

ment, my Offspring would grow up with

uncommon Advantages .

When we hadAdvice that our Ship was

built and rigg'd, it was agreed, I ſhould

go over in the Packet from Dublin, freight

her at London, and return as Captain of her

to Cork, providing Seamen in that Metro-

polis ; for which Purpoſe, CaptainMina-

mara wrote to his Correſpondents there, to

ufe
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uſe all their Intereſt to provide me aFreight,

againſt my Arrival, and do me all the good

Offices in their Power. When the Time

came, that I was to part with my dear Wife,

though for ſo ſhort a Trip, my Griefwas

extreme, and that dear Creature expreſſed

fo much Affliction, that I experienced more

Pain than ever I had done before ; how-

ever, I endeavoured to bear up under it,

and by Dint of Argument reconciled her,

in great Meaſure, to my Abſence, which

was not likely to prove of above three or

four Months Continuance ; notwithstanding

which, her Mother and Siſter, as well as

my worthy Foster Father, alſo ſhed Tears

at my Departure, and nothing would have

hindered the latter from accompanying me,

but a violent Fit of the Gout, which had

juſt attacked him.

I got ſafe to Dublin, and in two Days

embark'd for Bristol, where I arrived, after

a turbulent Paſſage of three Days and an

half. At Bristol, I could not help staying

for near a Week, all my old Friends, being

adviſed of my Arrival, inſiſting I ſhould

feverally dine with them, and even difput-

ing with each other at whoſe Houſe I

ſhould quarter during my Stay.

I did not fail to write of my fafe Arri-

val, and had the Happiness of a Letter

from each ofmy Family in Return, advif-

ing me of their Healths, andfilled with De-
fires
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fires of my ſtaying in England no longer than

was abſolutely neceſſary, for the Manage-

ment of theBuſineſs I was going to tranſact.

When I fet out for London, I provided

myſelf with a Pair of Pistols in my Hol-

ters, befides a Brace in my Pocket, for it

was the dead Time of the Year, and many

Robberies were committed daily upon the

Roads, in Semerſetſhire and Wiltshire. I was

accompanied to Chippenham, by feveral of

ny worthy Bristol Friends, whoſe good

Nature and Hofpitality I cannot fufficient-

y commend, and lay the first Night at

Beckington, where I took up my Quarters at

the beſt Inn in the Place ; but being fome-

what weary, I made a light Supper and im.

mediately went to bed, where Repoſe foon

ſealed up myEyes. Imight perhaps fleep near

three or four Hours, when I was awakened

by a terrible Series of Groans, from an ad-

joining Apartment, which ſeemed divided

from mine, only by a flight Partition ; yet

I could obſerve no Light, nor heard a

Word ſpoken, though the doleful Groaning

ſtill continued, with a Kind of rattling

Noiſe, ſeemingly in the Throat, as if ſtrug-

gling for Breath. I can't ſay but I was

furprized greatly, being juſt awakened from

my Sleep, and thinking fome Murder had

been committed : I jumped out of Bed,

flipp'd my Coat on, and arming myfelf

with my Hanger and a Pistol, opened

my Door and called the Chamberlain, in
2 fo
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ſo audible aVoice, that I foon raiſed the

whole Houſe, and then told them the Rea-

ſon of my disturbing them. Upon this we

went to the Apartment, whence the Noiſe

had proceeded, where, the Chamberlain

told me a Gentleman and his Wife, as he

ſuppoſed, lay last Night, and that, more-

over, he obſerved they were not in a very

good Humour with each other, when they

retired to reft. The Door being lock'd,

though we could not feel the Key in the

Key-hole, we took the Precaution to

knock, for a confiderable Time ; but find-

ing it to no Purpoſe, ſoon, by our united

Efforts, broke it open ; where, good God!

amoſt ſhocking Spectacle preſented itſelf, a

Woman, ſeemingly near fifty Years ofAge,

lying naked on the Floor, with five or fix

viſible Contuſions on her Face, Neck and

Breast, one of her Arms broke, and her

Throat cut from Ear to Ear, which, how-

ever, the Surgeon, that was ſpeedily call.

ed, faid, was not the Occafion of her Death,

the Windpipe being only rafed, and he

afcribed it principally to Loſs of Blood by

that Wound, and a Bruiſe underneath the

left Breaft, which ſeemed to have been given

with the Handle of a Horſewhip, or fome

ſuch Thing, the Skin and Fleſh being

actually broke with the Force of the Blow.

Whilft fome ofus remained near this melan.

choly Scene, to aſſiſt the Surgeon, the

Cham-
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Chamberlain, Hofſt and Hoftler, inſpecting

The Stable, found the Man had got his

Horſe out, and broke through a Way at

The Back of the Houſe, into an adjoining

Lane, having firſt lock'd his murdered

Wife in the Room, and ſo made his Eſcape.

Hereupon, five or fix Horſemen ſet out,

everal Ways, to endeavour to overtake,

nd bring him to Juſtice; and, as I had no

nclination to further Sleep, after ſo ſtrange

Diſcovery, I dreſſed myſelf, and went

lown Stairs with the Surgeon and two or

Three Guests and Towns-people, where

alling for a Bowl of Punch, we began to

lifcourſe about this dreadful Accident. As

found myCompanions good-natured con-

It was

ix in the Morning before any of the Pur-

uers returned ; and they came all together,

or the Hue and Cry having been raiſed,

he Murderer was overtaken at the Edge

f Marlborough Downs, and feeing himself

urrounded, furrendered without any Re-

iſtance, though arm'd with a Hanger and

'iſtols beforehim. He was a young Fel-

ow of about Thirty, of no deſpiſable

Aſpect, and upon ſearching him , Proof

nough aroſe, beſides his Flight, of his

aving perpetrated the Crime with which

ewas charged ; for, in a green filk Purfe,

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which the Woman had been obſerved to

pull out after Supper, was near fixty Gui-

neas and three Rings, one of them a Dia-

mond Hoop of remarkable Luftre, which

had alſo been obſerv'd on her Finger bythe

Waiter who attended them at their firſt Ar-

rival, and which, on Trial, not only fitted,

but had left a plain Mark of its uſual Pofi-

tion behind it. In a Side-pocket was alfo

a large Claſp-knife, with Stains of Blood

which had been but haſtily wiped off; and

his Wristbands and Ruffles were in ſeveral

Places ſpotted with fanguine Drops, and

five or fix were alſo taken Notice of on his

Waistcoat and the upper Parts of his white

Stockings.

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me, has drawn me into the Commiſſion of

a thouſand Crimes ; three Days ago, after

robbing her Husband, whom she had fre-

quently attempted to put an End to by

Poiſon, we fet out, intending for Park-

Gate, and thence to Dublin, where we

thought it would be easy to procure a Paf-

ſage to France ; but a Quarrel, which hap-

pened between us Yesterday, roſe laft Night

to ſo extraordinary an Height, that, urged

theretobyher fiery and provoking Temper,

Iferved her in the Manner you have beheld.

I am now a moſt melancholy and fearful

Inſtance of the juſt Judgments of theAl-

mighty, whoſe Ordinances I have tranf-

greſs'd, and of whom I have lived in open

Defiance ; and may all Men take Warn-

ng by my unhappy Fate. You require

ny Name ; but I shall not tell it, till I

come before the Face of a Judge,-and,

would to God it was never again to be

nentioned ; but for ever obliterated from

he Memory of all Mankind. He ſpoke

heſe Words, with fo much affecting Action,

hat all Eyes were fixed upon him ; and, as

very one, to have the fuller View, had

withdrawn to fome Diſtance from the Table,

inwhich lay his Pistols, the Charges where-

of had not been drawn, he ſeized one

of them, with prodigious Swiftneſs, cock'd

:at the fame Inſtant, and, before any one

ad Prefence of Mind ſufficient to oppofe

him,

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him, ſhot himself through the Head, and

fell proftrate upon the Floor.

The whole Company were ſtrangely

amazed at this defperate Conclufion, and,

as to my Part, I was ſo ſhocked and affect-

ed, that I could hardly ſupport myſelf from

falling-So manifeſt a Diſplay ofdivine Ju-

ſtice upon theſe Criminals, filled me with

reverential Awe, and I fet out, foon after-

wards, upon my Journey, with a Mind full

of Reflection upon the horrid Event, and a

Soul, bleeding almoſt, at the Miferies,

Diſorders , and Wickedneſſes of humanNa-

ture ; nor did I fail to minute, in my

Pocket-Book, every Particular of fuch an

uncommon Incident. I took ſo much Time

in my Tour, in viewing every Thing cu-

rious, that it was four Days before I arrived

atMaidenhead, to aGentleman's in theNeigh-

bourhood of which Place I had a recom-

mendatory Letter from Bristol, and whoſe

Hofpitality kept me two Days more at his

Houfe.

I must confefs, though I knew England

was my native Country, yet, having lived

from my Infancy in Ireland, and left there

all that was dear or valuable to me, I did

not feel in myself that Enthusiasm ofDe-

light, that generally affects the Mind, after

along Abfence ; nay, which it is faid, na-

turally inſpires us, on viſiting the Places

of our Births. My Thoughts were perpe-

-tually dwelling on the Joys I had left be-

hind; my lovely Polly dictated every Idea,

and I longed rather to return to my dear

Fofter Father and Mother, than to proceed

to my native City, of which I had loft

all Manner of Remembrance : I juft-could

now recollect fomewhat, faintly, ofmyGrand..

father andGrandmother; but had abfolutely

forgot my real Name, and myUncle andhis

Family were almoft totally eradicated from

my Memory ; and befides, Mr. Menamara

hadlatelyhinted to me thathe was dead : I

muſt own, however, that frequently I rumi-

nated whether Ihad any Parents living, and

what they were, for Iwas firmly convinced

Iwas not related to the Family I had lived

and been brought up in, any otherwise than

by Marriage, as well from my flight Re-

membrance of the Manner of my firſt

coming to it, as from the various Hints

they had let fallwithin theſe last two Years.

But the Distinction paid me by them, my

being indebted to them for all my preſent

Happiness , my entirely loving them, and

having fo long born the Character of a

Son, had chill'd my Mind to any Enquiries

into former Events ; nay, I even dreaded

a Difcovery of being leſs their Relation ; a

Diſcovery alfo that the Captain, my Friend

and Patron, ſeem'd always greatly averſe

to. Yet ſometimes the Thought of having

Parents alive, and never feeing them, and

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of their perhaps being grieved at myAb

fence, ſtruck me with violent Pangs, and

ſpread a Kind of a Tremor through my

Soul.

As itwas near three o'clock intheAfter

noon when I fet out from Maidenhead, it

was dark before I reach'd Hounflore, on

which Account Iput up there for the enſu-

ing Night, and the nextDay reach'd Lon-

don, Time enough to be a Witneſs of the

Hurry and Noiſe in that opulent City ; and,

repairing to the firſt Inn I came at, left

my Horſe, and taking a Hackney Coach,

ordered it to drive to Crutched Fryars, to

the Merchant's Houſe that Capt. M'namara

had given me Letters to, who received me

in a very diftinguiſhing Manner, and pro-

vided me with the beſt Apartment in his

Houſe. At his Invitation and his Lady's,

I for fome Days partook of the Diverſions

andEntertainments this famous City affords,

and viſited every Place of publick Refort ;

yet did not forget to write to my Wife and

our Family, to letthem knowofmy fafeAr-

rival ; in Anfwer to which I received Affur-

ances of their Health and Welfare, to my

great Satisfaction. It was near three Weeks

before my Veffel was ready for failing, and

my Principals having left the Chriftening of

her to me, I named her the Charming Molly,

in Honour of my Spouse. She was built

by Mr. Taylor of Rotherhith, and was as

complete
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complete a molded Veſſel as ever came

out of a Dock. When I had fettled all

Matters with that Gentleman, my next Bu-

fineſs was to look out for a Freight, to any

Port of Ireland ; and here again I experienced

how much I had gained theFavour of my

London Friends , for I never expected a greater

Lading than would just pay the Expences

of the Voyage, whereas they had taken fo

much Care to encourage the young Cap-

tain, as they called me, that I was quite

full, and likely to make even a profitable

Trip of it. I had procured Sixteen very

able Hands, and engaged a Devonshire Man,

one Mr. Courtney, as my Mate, with an

Afſurance, if we liked him, of going our

next Voyage, in the fame Capacity.

Andnow, being ready, I fell down to

Gravefend, where I took in a Paffenger or

two, and a fair Wind ſpringing up, flood

through the Channel, in longing Expecta-

tion of feeing my Family. My Ship was

a prime Sailor, which gave me great Plea-

fure, and my Hands all willing and ready,

fo that I did not doubt of a few Days

bringing me home, where I was firſt to

touch, though ſome ofmy Cargo was con-

fign'd to Kinfale and Dublin , but when we

got a-breast of Dover, the Wind came

about to the S. W. with fuch hardGales,

that we were frequently obliged to lie too

and, after fome Days beating about in the

Channel,F3
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Channel, to put into a Bay calledJack in

theBasket, at the Back of the Iſle of Wight,

where we lay ſecurely, waiting for propi-

tious Gales and fair Weather. We had

ſcarcely let go our Anchor, before the

Cuftom-Houfe Officers came on board ;

and, as a Ship of near our own Burden,

by Appearance, lay above us, I afked them

her Name, and that of her Captain ; but

judge my agreeable Surprize, when I was

told it was the Adventure, ofand for Rotter-

dam, commandedby Capt.White. Though

Idid not know the Name of his Ship, yet

from the Port ſhe belonged to, and the

Name of the Commander, I not at all

doubted, but that it was my old reſpected

Friend, to whom I had so many Obliga-

tions, and therefore fent off my Boatwith

the following Billet,

My
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MyBoat came on board again, in about

an Hour, with the following Anſwer.

AM the very Perſon you took me for,

and ſhall but just clean myſelf, and

ſhew you how eager I am to inform you,

that you have neverbeen forgotten by,

Your mostfincere and affectionate Friend,

GEORGE WHITE:

I enquired of my Cockſwain, how the

Captain behaved on receiving my Letter,

and was informed that he lifted up his

Hands and Eyes, at first, in the utmoſt

Aftonishment, which foon gave Way to

Expreffions of the highest Tranſport; and,

turning to a Gentleman that was walking

the Deck with him, he said, Well, fure this

is the moſt unexpected Incident that could

havehappened, and I ſhall be able to pre-

ſent to your Knowledge the moſt complete

Gentleman breathing, if he is not greatly.

altered: He alſo made my Men eat and

drinkF4
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drink of the best hehad at hand, and twoor

three Times drank my Health, with his

Companion.

In about an Hour myMate informed me

that a Boat was coming on board, with two

Gentlemen, whereupon I ordered him to get

everyThingreadytoreceivethemhandſomely,

and ftood upon the Deck at their Entrance,

myſelf, dreſs'd in the beſt SuitIhad ; and if

wehadbeen the nearest Relations, an equal

Joy could not have been diſplayed upon

the Occafion. When I had them into the

Cabin and refreſhed them, after we had

once more mutually embraced each other,

I fatisfied him in all his earnest Enquiries

after his old Captain and his Lady, informed

him of my feveral Voyages and Adven-

tures, my Marriage and preſent Happiness,

of which he was as ſenſible as I could be

myſelf. He, in Return, imparted all that

had occurred to him for theſe late Years,

and gave me to understand that he was yet

unmarried; that he had met with tolerably

good Succeſs in Life, and had faved near

2000 Pounds already. We spent the Re-

mainder of the Day with the moſt un-

feigned Satisfaction, and I had provided very

ſumptuoufly for the Table, on purpoſe to

honour his Vifit; nor did we part till late,

after a Promife ofwaiting upon him the

next Day, and ſpending it on board him

with myPaffengers. He congratulated me

on
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on my commanding ſo complete a Veſſel,

which he faid was as a fine a one as ever

failed out of the Thames, and added fome

Cautions and Inſtructions to thoſe I had

from Mr. M'namara, which his Experience

had made him capable ofgiving me. We

were regaled, the next Day, in a very ele-

gant Manner on board the Adventure,

whence we did notget awaytill late in the

Morning of theDay enfuing, and thenMr.

Whiteand I took leave of one another with

a fenfible Regret, and after mutual Protefta-

tions of conftantly bearing each other in

Mind. We lay one Day more in this

Bay, during which I fent him Preſents of

fuch Things as I had on board, as Pro-

viſions and Liquors which he had none of,

and he returned me the like Compliment,

and fent alſo two Letters which he forgot

before, but now had wrote to Captain and ..

Mrs. Menamara. The Wind comingEaſt-

erly we both got under Sail thenextMorn-

ing, andfoonloftSight ofeach other, ſteering

for our feveral Ports. The Sight of this

worthy Creature had given me fo much

Spirits , that I weathered out the ſhortRe-

mainder of our Voyage without Regret,

but as the Wind was fair for us, we de-

livered thoſe Parts of our Lading which

were configned to Dublin and Kinfale, from

the laſt of which Ports I wrote Word of

my Arrival ; but was off of Cork as foon al-

moft

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moſt as they received my Letters. I had

fcarce faluted the Town, and dropped my

Anchor, but I found aBoat along Side of

me, and in it my charming Polly, her Nurfe

and Son, Capt. M'namara and his Wife,

and our Mother-in -Law, together with Dr.

Gulston, and Mr. Cosby, who all longed to

fee me and my Ship, and to congratulate

my fafe Arrival. No Words can truly de

ſcribe the extatic Bliss I felt, in folding the

faithful Partner of my Heart to my throb-

bing Bofom, or in ſqueezing the dear little

Pledge of our Affection in my Arms ; I

was truly rejoiced alſo to fee my dear Cap-

tain, my excellent Mamma, and all our

Friends, who were never tired of praifing

me, my Men and the Veſſel, which was

inTruth one ofthe fineft Merchantmen that

ever entered our Harbour. What gave me

infinite Delight alſo, was the Praiſes that

Mr. Mnamara had beſtowed on the Neat-

neſs that appeared every where, and good

Decorum of my Men, andthe Speed and

Diligence I had ſhewn in my Expedition,

aswell as the Correctneſs he obſerved inmy

Journal of every Tranſaction. I recom

mended my Mare to them particularly, as

one that had behav'd well in the Voyage,

and to oblige me he eat at Table with us,

I thenheard all that had happened in my

Abſence, and in my Turnimparted all that

eccurred to me, not even forgetting the

fhock-

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ſhocking Murder of which I had been a

Witness, which raiſed in all preſent, the

greatest Horror; and when I hadconcluded

my Story, to leave the moſt agreeable Part

till the laſt, I faid, I believe, Sir, you'll

hardly be able to gueſs at the old Friend

I met, at the Back of the Wight, and

with whom I ſpent near two Days, with

inexpreſſible Pleaſure; but I'll not keep you

in.Sufpence, here's a Letter from the wor-

thy Captain White, and another alſo for you,

my dear Mamma. They were quite tranf-

ported at hearing ofhis Health and Wel-

fare, and read their Letters aloud, which

contained Expreſſions ofReſpect and Af-

fection, and Proteſtations of his gratefully

remembring their Friendſhip the Refidue of

his Life. In the Captain's was alſo this

remarkable Paragraph.

May you live long and happily

together, &c. &c. " This was a freſh Token

of my Friend White's Esteem of me, and

gave
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gave my Father a wonderful deal ofPlea

fure. The next Morning we all went on

Shore together, and, after our Cargo was

delivered, we left Mr. Courtney on board,

and I came Home, with Bag and Baggage,

where I lived for two or three Months in

uninterrupted Content; but then the Cap-

tain's new Project began to ripen, the Iſſue

of which has frequently brought certain

Lines of Juvenal into my Mind, which I

have feen thus tranflated.

At lowest Ebb of Fortune whenyou lay.

Contented, then how happy was the Day?

But oh ! the Curse of aiming to be great !

Dazzled with Hope, we cannotsee the Cheat.

When wild Ambition in the Heart wefind,

He had, nay we all had, as much ofthe

Goods of Fortune as were neceffary to make

our Lives eaſy, and to bear us up above

the Storms of Fate ; in ſhort, as to my Part,

I had not an unsatisfied Wish, and was fo

charmed with my Family, that it was a

Matter of little Concern to me whether I

ever went to Sea again ; but the Captain,

like an old Stager, reſolved to make a bold

- age, for, fince my Polly became mine, my

Views had been turned principally to do-

meftick Enjoyments, and the Care of the

Children Providence was likely to bleſs

me with ; and as I was not avaricious, I.

thoughtwe had enough to fecure ourHap-

- pineſs already, ifwell improved, on Shore,

without hazarding the Ruin of allmy fond

Schemes by uſeleſs and hazardous Attempts

after more ; and befides I was affured of

- what my Mother-in-Law, the Captain and

- his Wife had in Poffeffion, at their De-

- ceafe; for the latter feem'd rather too much

advanced in Life to expect Children. How-

ever, I had ſuch a Veneration for him, that

Ithought it not proper to remonstrate a-

gainft, or feem averſe to his Deſigns, and

endeavoured to compoſe myself to their

- Execution, with all the Art Ihad, andpres

pare my dear Wife's Mindfor the approach-

- ing long and tedious Abfence, the Idea of

- which had already coſt her Sifter and Mo-

thermany Tears .

His Scheme, in ſhort, was this, towhich

he
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he was alſo greatly encouraged, by fome

eminent Merchants of London, Cork, and

Amsterdam ; to provide a Cargo ofall Sorts

of Goods neceffary for Trade, on the Spa-

wish Continent of America ; to take his De-

parture from Cork to Amsterdam, from thence

to touch at the Cape Verd Iſlands, and then

to fall into the Trade-Winds, and ſteer for

Jamaica, where he was to receive certain In-

ſtructions from a Correſpondent, who had

been with Rogers andDampier in their Ex-

curſion in the late War, and perfectly un.

derstood the interloping Trade, and who

was alſo to go on board as our Pilot into

the South Seas, by the Streights of Magellan.

Nay, ourMerchantshadalreadyfettledafecret

Correfpondence with two eminent Houſes at

Seville, who had, for a Year before, pre-

pared their Friends in New Spain for our

Arrival. Thus much he undertook for Pro-

fit, but another Part of his Scheme was to

endeavour a Discovery of a certain Iſland,

in Lat. 62. 10. South of the Equinoctial,

and Long. 40 Weſt of London, which he,

being Mate of a Ship in the Year 1712,

bound to the East-Indies from Surinam, fan-

cied he had discovered ; but none of the

Ship's Company having pursued it farther,

he imagined the Honour of adding ſo va-

luable a Prize to the Crown ofGreat Britain

was referved for him.

If we fucceeded in the first Part of this

Scheme,
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Scheme, he was, together with his Officers

and Crew, to have extraordinary Pay ; the

Profits ofthe Voyage alſo were to be divided.

into five Shares, three of which to be re-

ferved for the other three Owners, another

for himself, and the fifth for his Ship's Com-

pany, according to their Rank. We had

engaged twenty-five able Seamen for the

Voyage; myſelf was to act as chief Mate,

Mr. Daniel Courtney as ſecond Mate, and

one Mr. Thomas Lillingſton, an excellentNa-

vigator, as third; and were provided with a

fufficient Stock of Arms, Ammunition, and

Proviſions for two Years, befide which we

were to touch at the Madeiras to take in a

Quantity of Wine for the Ship's Ufe.

This was already performed, and we had

taken in fuch Part of our Cargo as we were

to receive from Cork, and now only eight.

Days remained before we were to fail. Our

Family was all Afliction, my dear Wife

continually in Tears, Mrs. M'namara and

our Mother-in-Law deplored our approach-

ingAbſence, andnoAits wecould make uſe

ofwere fufficient to fupport their finking Spi-

rits. As to my Part, tho' I attempted all I

could topreferve the Firmness ofa Man, I fre-

quentlyweptby myself, anddon'tknow how,

but Ihad aconftant Miſgiving inmy Mind,

that our Expedition would have an un-

fortunate Termination, and though no Man

could more relyupon theGoodnessand Pro-
tection
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tection of Providence more than myſelf, yet

Iwasdejected, even to a fuperftitiousRegard,

forfomeNoticesthatSleep imparted; nodoubt

from a conftantDwelling ofgloomyandanxi-

ousThoughts in my Mindwhenwaking. One

Dream fo remarkably affected me that I ne-

ver forgot it. Methought, we were on our

Voyage, in calm ferene Weather, and ſmooth

Seas , gently gliding on, with a propitious

Breeze, when, all on a sudden, the Clouds

began to lour; Rain, accompanied with

Thunder and Lightning, almoſt deluged us,

and the Winds blew a moſt tremendous

Storm ; whilftwe put all our Skill in Prac-

tice to keep the Ship above Water , but we

were driven, at the Mercy of the Tempest,

into unknown Oceans, and under ſtrange

Skies, where all ourMen, at length, died,

but the Captain and myself, who not being

able to work the Veffel, and quite fpent

with Weariness andFatigue, laid her too,

and determined to wait the Event; when

fuddenly, a high rocky Iſland ſeemed to le

before us, on which, in a few Hours, our

Ship was daſhed to Pieces, and after infinite

Pain and Difficulty we got on Shore, jaded

and bruiſed against the Crags of the Rocks

on which we were cast. The Pain and

Anxiety I was in, here waked me ; but I

foon was afleep again, and, methought, on

this barren Defart Ifland; that the Captain

at length expired in my Arms, and I was
lets
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left alone, without Companion or Aſſiſtant

in my Miſery. Ithen fought all over the

dreary Spot for Shelter andSubſiſtence ; but

could find none, when, fitting down to de-

plore my Misfortune, at the Mouth of a

yawning Cavern, where I had retired from

the Inclementy of the Weather, in an in-

ſtant I was furrounded by a Tribe of Sa-

vages, with hideous Afpects, who ſeized

me, and were on the Point of putting a

Period to my Existence, after having ftript

me to the Skin ; at which Time, I pray'd

moft fervently ; but with the extreme An-

guiſh I felt awaked, in Terror and Affright,

ſhedding Tears, bedewed with a cold Sweat

from Head to Heel, and ſhaking the very

Bedunder me with trembling Apprehen-

fion. My Wife was awake, and extremely

furprized at the Condition I was in ; but it

was near ten Minutes before Iwas recovered

enough to answer all her kind and tender

Enquiries, and then I affumed Prefence of

Mind fufficient to wave a Relation of my

Dream, for fear of affecting her too much,

and only aſcribed myDiſorder to a Caufe of

a quite different Import.-' Twas indeed,

however, pretty nearly a prophetic Dream !

Aplainwarning communicated to the Soul,

by fome fuperior Intelligence, of the Ills
wewere to fuffer in our raſh Adventure !

It left fuch an Impreſſion upon me, that I

have recalled it fince, an hundred and an

hundred
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:

hundred times to Memory, for many Years,

and even now, although I have been but

defcribing it, feel all the Horrors I expe-

rienced this dreadful Night.

Andnow theDayofparting came, when I

was tobid adieu to the dearPartner ofmy Bo-

fom, the Solace and Reward ofall my former

Sufferings , andto leavean helpless Infant,who

wasyet almoſtunconscious ofhavinga Father,

of which he was ſo cruelly to be robbed:

What we felt, no Tongue, no Pen, is able

to deſcribe ; the Separation of the Soul from

the Body could not be more dreadful, more

tremendous. A thousand, and a thousand

times, we claſped each other in our Arms,

for our Speech faultered, nor could we utter

any Thing, but broken and disjointed Ac

cents, mingled with Sighs that rent our

very Hearts, and Tears that inceffant flowed!

Oh! gentle Reader, excufe a further De-

ſcription of this fad, this mournful Scene:

If thou haft a Soul replete with all the ten-

dereſt Affections, if thou hast been happy

in the loved Embraces of a good, a vir-

tuous Wife, in the fond Cares of an only

Child, whoſe innocent Blandishments have

cheared thy Hours ; and, if thou ever wert

thus barbarouſly dragged from fuch refined,

fuchHeart-felt Enjoyments, thou can'ſt fet

all that paſſed in my tortured Bofom. My

Mother, and Mrs. M'namara, alfo, claimed

their Share of us, and clung about our

Necks,
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Necks, nor would all the Riches in the

World be a Recompence for the Pain we

gave them. The Captain too drop'd a for-

rowing Tear, and we were, for the Re-

mainder of the Time we ſtaid together,

a Picture of the moſt grievous Diſtreſs, and

of that Anguish that the dearest Friends

experience-who part, with an Affurance

that they never can fee each other more.

Oh! God, let me ſhut up the dreadful

Scene, which every Time I recollect, ſtill

caufes direful Pangs in my throbbing Bo-

fom, and is renewed with as much Violence,

almoſt, aswhenitreallyhappened. Andindeed

it was even ſo afflicting to us all, that the

Captain himselfwiſhed, but too late, that

he had not embarked in the Undertaking.

They followed us to the Beach, and we

kept our Eyes upon each other, till the en-

vious Diſtance mocked our ſtraining Sight,

and then, retiring to our Cabin, left the Ship

tothe Charge ofour Officers, and burst into

a renewed Flood ofTears, nor were able to

attend our Duty, or ſpeak to each other, for

the Remainder of the Day , but Time,

which will fortify even the moſt delicately

tender Natures, at length brought us fome-

what to ourſelves ; though, for at least a

Month, a Smile was not difcovered upon

cur Countenances, and we feemed, in all

we did, to be acted uponby Force and Ne-

ceffity, like mere Machines. But, as if

Heaven
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Heaven was pleaſed to give us a Foretafte

of our future Sufferings, we met with very

ſtormy Weather in our Voyage to Amfter

dam, whence we failed in about a Month, on

the first of August, my Birth-day, in th

Year 1733, theDay that brought me into a

World of Trouble and Miſery, and from

which I was now to date the Beginning of

the most dreadful Misfortunes. Yet, let

me not conceal a Circumftance that fent us

from this Port with Peace and Calm in

our Breasts, and madeus, with Alacrity, at-

tend to our Duties : We had wrote to ou

dear Family, and in Return received Let-

ters from them, affuring us that they had

recovered in fome Meaſure from their

Griefs, and that, bating the Melancholy our

Abſence induced, they were in perfect

Health. This was the last Time, for a

dreadful Space, I was to hear from that be-

loved Quarter ; and my Wife's Letter

breathed fuch goodSenſe mingled with fuch

ardent Affection, that I can't forbear pre-

ſerving it in theſe Memoirs, from the Rage

ofTime.

Mydear, dear Husband,

Fin the preſent Situation of my Heart.

any Thing was capable of infpiring titk

Comfort, it would be your kind and ex

cellent Epiſtle, and the Aſſurances you give

of yourHealth and Safety, with the flatter

ing
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ing, I fear too flattering, Hopes, you

would impart, of yourhappy Return. And

yet, I will strive, for your fake, for the

fake of one that is beloved by us both, and

that, alas ! has onlyme nowto take Care of

him, to indulge theſe chearing Ideas, and

not hurt my Health by an abſolute Deſpon-

dency. On your Part, pray endeavour to

fupport your Spirits, and to preſerve your

Health, andyour tenderly valued Life, and,

remembring that you can feel no Anxiety,

canexperience no Diſtreſs, but what muſt

affail my Bofom, with reflected Force, be

chearful, and run into no unneceſſary Dan-

ger. Think, with me, and that is the only

Source of Joy we have, thatwe are, though

ever ſo diſtant from each other, ſtil under

the Protection of the fame good and bene-

ficent Being, whoſe tender Mercies are over

all his Works. 'Tis at the Foot of his

Throne, that I must now, when everyhu-

man Aid has failed me, endeavour to reap

Eafe and Satisfaction ; 'tis upon his gracious

Aſſiſtance I must depend for your ſafe

Return to theſe widowed Arms. Oh ! my

Dear, I have a thousand, and ten thousand

nameless Tenderneſſes arifing in my Breaft,

whilft I am writing theſe Lines, and the

Tears will perforce blot my Paper, which

your Senfibility for me will, Ihope, excufe ;

and all this Tenderneſs ſhould have its full

Scope, in this last Epiſtle ; but I fear, by
fo

ſo ſoothing my own Sorrows, I ſhall en-

creaſe yours. No, let me keep all the

Longings, the Wiſhings, the Fears and

Tortures of this faithful Heart, to myſelf;

confident, however, that they meet adue

Return in your generous Boſom. Oft I ex-

claim to myſelf,-Why, why,-am I

deftined to ſo muchUnhappiness ! But when

Icompare it to the load you muſt bear, it

vaniſhes and appears as nothing ; I am fafe

onShore, and have my Infant, my Mother

and Siſter to comfort me ; you are expoſed

to the mercileſs Rage of Winds and Waves,

and to other dreadful Accidents, the Idea of

which makes me tremble ; and, at the fame

Time, feel all the Pain I feel; for, well I

know, and am confident, my dearest Crea-

ture, that my Love meets with an equal

Return, and that you bear me a fincere

and tender Affection. In this Criſis. of my

Fate, I hope Providence will preferve your

Son's Life, and the Care and Pains I ſhall

take to form his little Mind, will be fome

Entertainment andan Alleviation ofmyDif-

trefs : Oh ! if I can but make him an Em-

blem ofyou, my Pains will be well beſtowed;

of you, in every Thing but your Inclina-

tion to that Element, which has almoſt

broke my Heart. My Mother and Siſter

have both wrote to you, as well as my

Brother, ſo I ſhall ſay nothing ofthem here,

nor charge you with my Compliments and

good
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good Wishes to him, having, perforce,

wrote him a little Billet. I always loved

him, particularly, becauſe he loved you,

and yet I cannot ſay, but my Affection

is, at preſent, a little cooled, from his

expoſing himself and you, to ſo much

needleſs Danger, and us to ſuch fore Af-

fliction ; but no more ofthat. I must not

forget to tell you, that Nurſe, the good

Mr. Cosby, and the worthy Dr. Gulſton, de-

fire tobe remembered to you, wiſh you a

ſafe Voyage, and a happy Return, and that

the latter remembers you in his Prayers.

And now, though reluctantly, let me con-

clude. May that gracious God, whomwe

adore, and to whom I know weboth make

daily Offerings, fmooth the Seas, and check

the boisterous Winds, in your Favour !

May the noxious Climates you viſit, have

no ill Effect on your precious Health, may

no Evil, no Danger attack you, and may

you at length be restored to theArms of,

Your most tenderly Affectionate,

And Faithful Wife, &c.

The Weather ſtill continued to be ex-

tremely foul, and the Winds hung fo con-

trary, that it was near ſeven Weeks before

we made the Madeiras, and caft Anchor

before the Town of Funchiel, where we

G were
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were entertained with great Friendſhip, by

the English Conful and Merchants, and fup-

plied, by the Portuguese, with every Thing
Thing

we stood in Need of. I was greatly pleaſed

with the Proſpect of the Iſland, and Hof-

pitality of the People, which in fomeMea-

fure chang'd the defpicable Opinion I had

before entertain'd of the Portuguese Nation ;

though I received ſtill worſe Impreſſions

than I had ever done before, of their fuper-

ftitious Religion, and abſurd Ceremonies,

by the Stupidity both of the Priests and

Laity, at the Madeiras, where, ifany think-

ing Man has a Veneration for the Roman

Catholick Syſtem, I think he may meet

with a Cure.

Whilft we ſtaid here, I was very inno-

cently near being drawn into an ugly

Scrape ; Don Juan de Moncada, the Com-

mander of their Troops, conceived fuch

an Inclination to me, that he invited the

Captain and me to reſide, when on ſhore,

at his Houſe, which was one of the beſt

in the Place, and even permitted his Wife,

contrary to the Portuguese Cuſtom, to fit at

Table with us, and be frequently in our

Company. She was a young Lady of a

graceful Perfon and a pleasant Difpofition ;

but very amorous, and had fuddenly con-

tracted ſome tender Impreſſions ofme.

I knew very little ofthe Portuguese Tongue,

we generally converſed in Italian, which her

As

Hufband
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Huſband did not understand, we talking

with him in French, and therefore, ſhe

would frequently even before him, expreſs,

her Paffion for me, in an artful Manner,

which however, I would never feem to un-

derſtand, and if I could handſomely have

refrained going to the Houſe, would have

kept on board to avoid her Importunities,

which grew every Day ſtronger and ſtronger.

As ill Luck would have it, the Don had a

Servant that had been in Italy, and knew

ſomewhat of the Language, or enough,

however, to find out what Subject his Lady

principally talked to me upon, which, a-

greeably to the Diſpoſition ofhis Function,

he immediately imparted to his Maſter.

The Don, jealous as any of his Nation,

without further Enquiry, denounced Ven-

geance, nay, perhaps, had I been preſent at

the Diſcovery would have immediately ſtab-

bed me.

It happened, that he told the Story to

an Irishman, who he intended to employ in

his Revenge, and who undertook to Way-

lay and put me to Death the first Opportu-

nity; but the Irishman, whom I had oblig'd,

frequently, with one preſent or another from

on board, and who took me, as well as the

Captain, for his Countryman, gave me

private Advice of the Reception that was

intended for me, after which I never went

on ſhore , but heard, however, that the

poor
G2
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poo
poor Lady had been very ill uſedand ſtrait-

ly confined upon the Occaſion. Harm

watch, Harm catch, is an old and ſhrewd

Adage, and ſo it happened in the preſent

Cafe.

The aforesaid officious Servant was pretty

near my own Age and Stature, and, fome

Days before this Matter broke out, I had

made the ungrateful Rogue a Preſent of a

Coat, the Don had ſeen me wear, as a Re-

ward for fome Services he did me at his

Houſe. Now though we kept up a Courſe

of Civilities ſtill, yet neither the Captain

or I, having completed our Buſineſs, ever

went on ſhore after the Irishman's Infor-

mation ; though we gave no Sufpicion of

the Reaſon, waiting for a fair Wind to

carry us out to Sea. But as Jealousy is

ever watchful and fufpicious, the Don ima-

gined I kept a Correſpondence, yet, with

his Wife, and walk'd every Night on the

Shore, and about his Houſe, in Hopes of

catching me afhore fomewhere, or lurking

under her Window.

One of theſe Evening's, his Man acci-

dentally came by, in the Coat I had beſtow'd

upon him, and whether he had not worn

it before, or whether his Master's Paffion

blinded him, I can't tell, but he ran the

unhappy Fellow through the Body, and

fled to Sanctuary. When I heard of this

Murder, I was greatly concern'd, and, to

do
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do Juſtice to myſelf and the Lady, wrote

a Letter to undeceive him. What it pro-

duced in her Favour I can't determine,

for, by the Time he received it, we had

weighed and put to Sea, with a fair Wind,

to proceed on our intended Voyage.

We ſhaped our Courſe S. S. W. for the

CapeVerde Islands, with an Intent to Wood

and Water, and for four or five Days con-

tinued to have eaſy ard profperous Gales,

till in Latitude 25° 6'. the Wind chopp'd

about to the Southward of the East, and

blew with continued Violence for ſeveral

Days, a Thing not very usual in the Li-

mits of the Trade Winds, in the Month of

October ; we were oblig'd the ſecond Day to

lie too, and let the Ship drive with the

Tempeft, and at Length, to try a Hull,

inwhich diſmal Situation the Waves broke

over us with fuch Force, that we appre-

hended every Minute we should have foun-

der'd and gone to the Bottom . In short,

this was a trying Storm ; but however, af-

forded us the Satisfaction of perceiving that

our Mates and the whole Crew, were as

good Hands as ever ſtepp'd between Stem

and Stern of a Ship. When the Storm

abated, we found we were driven back, to

the Height of the Canary Islands, but then,

a Breeze ſpringing up at E. N. E. we foon

recovered our old Latitude, and then ſhift-

ing to N. W. by N. we in about fix Days

G3 made
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made St. Anthony, theWeſternmost ofthe Cape

Verde Islands , and running in between it and

St. Vincent, dropp'dAnchor in a Bay to the

North-Eastward juſt above the Town.

Here we lay near a Fortnight, till we

had fufficiently wooded and watered, and

procured an Addition to our live Stock,

with Herbs and Roots peculiar to the Iſland,

which were ofgreat Service to our Healths.

It was the 29th ofOctober before we depart-

ed from this Place, after which we met

with nothing remarkable, till we reckon'd

ourſelves a-breast of the Carribbee Iſlands, and

in Longitude 54° 0' West of London, when,

all on a fudden, about the Hour ofMid-

night, it being my Watch uponDeck, we

heard a diſmal Crack, followed with a

Shower, as it were of Fire, which broke

over us, as if the whole Diffolution of the

Worldwas coming on; I was struckdown,

and remained infenfible for fome Time;

but whenI recovered, found myself, through

Mercy, unhurt ,butthree ofmy Watch were

killed, and another very much ſcorch'd,

and those that thusdiſmally loft their Lives,

ſeemed to be reduced to a perfect Cinder,

and all the Buckles, Buttons, and every

Thing else of Metal which they had about

them were melted. Our Main-top-gallant

Maft was ſplit to Pieces, and our Main-

Maft much ſhattered, our Pumps were

ſplit, and one ofthemburſt between Decks,

four
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four of our lower Deck Planks were torn

up, and our Main-Wale burst through a-

bout two Feet above Water, and the Ship

was filled with a fulphurous Smoke. The

horrid Crack, which preceded all this, was

of no longer Duration than whilft a Man

could tell Twenty. Such an extraordinary

fudden Explofion, as itmay be called, was

⚫hardly ever experienced, and the oldeft Na-

vigator amongst us, never even heard of

the like in theſe Seas. The Captain and

my Brother Officers , were in an Inſtant up-

on Deck, where, the first Sight that preſent-

ed, was me, lying on the Quarter-Deck

Motionleſs. At this Sight the former broke

out into loud Lamentations, crying, Oh !

Heavens, he's dead ! I have lost my Son !

and flinging himself down by me, with his

warm Preffure reſtored me to myself, and

then his Joy was as exquiſite as his Grief

hadbeen, at which I teftified, a true filial

Gratitude. We all lamented the unhappy

Accident, and buried our deceased Com-

panions, with decent Ceremony, myselfbe-

ing Chaplain upon the Occaſion, and read-

ing the Burial Service as we committed

their Bodies to the Deep. We foon re-

pair'd our other Damages, and made Shift

with our Fore and Mizen-Mafts to get fafe

into the Harbour of St. John's at Antigua,

where we fupplied the Place of our ſhat-

ter'd Main-maft by a new one, Wewere a

very

very ferious orderly Crew before ; but this

Chaſtiſement from Heaven, made us ſtill

more circumfpect, and I read Prayers twice

a Day, all Hands being called up for that

Purpoſe, during the rest of our Voyage to

toJamaica, where we caſt Anchor in Port

Royal Harbour in about three Weeks after-

wards. And here our Correſpondent afore-

mentioned came on Board, and viewed the

Ship, was mightilypleased with everyThing

about her, andthought hervery fit for the

Service intended. Willing therefore, on all

Accounts, to follow his Directions, we com-

plied in taking a Trip to the North Sea, by

Way of Trial, in which we had more Suc-

cefs than our warmeſt Expectations fore.

told, for, trying our Luck at Santa Marta,

and Rio Grande, we difpofed of near half

our Cargo for good Gold and Silver, and,

at our Return to Jamaica, were able to re-

mit a confiderable Sum to our Owners,

and as my 500l. was doubled, I remitted

the Encreaſe to my Polly, to whom and

the other Ladies we had an Opportunity of

writing, by a Man ofWar of twentyGuns,

which was going to England ; Capt. Mina-

mara alſo ſent home his Share of our Profit,

and, before we left Jamaica again, we were

able not only to replenish our Cargo, but

to pay ourMenevery Penny oftheirWages,

from their firſt Entrance ; and they had

fuch an Opinion of the Voyage we were

going
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going upon, that though confiderable Suns

were at this Time offered to Seamen for the

Runhome, not one of them left us, but

fwore they'd live and die by us. We alfo

procured three other Hands in the Room

of thoſe we ſo unfortunately loft. Its im-

poffible to tellwhatapleaſing Eaſe infinuat-

ed itſelf into our Boſoms, at having this

Opportunity of writing home to the dear

Partners of our Hearts ; next to feeing

them, and enjoying their Company, nothing

could be more delightful, and it confider-

ably abated that perpetual Gloom that

dwelt upon my Mind, when my Thoughts,

as they every Moment were, were directed

homewards . The foft and tender Senti-

ments we bore to our Wives, made us

alſo ſympatheticallypartake ofothers Cares,

and we afforded all our married Men Op-

portunity to incloſe their Letters in our

Packet, bywhich they were fure they would

have a fafer Conveyance, if the Ship met

with no Accident in her Voyage, than if

they had gone fingly and recommended

only by themſelves.

Mr. Courtney and Mr. Lillingſton, appear-

ed ſuch truſty and careful Officers, that the

Captain and I, during our Stay at Jamaica

lodged on ſhore, at Mr. Douglas's the

Agent's, and never lay onboard, or tarry'd

there any Time, butwhen the two Mates

wanted to be on ſhore at the fame Time;

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for indeed we denied them no reasonable

Liberty, nor any of the Seamen.

OneEvening, returning to our Lodgings

from the Attorncy-General's, wherewe had

agreeably ſpent the preceding Hours, as we

were turning the Corner into Paradise-Row ,

a Parcel of drunken Portuguese Sailors,be-

longing to a Brig that lay in the Harbour,

fet upon us, and before we could well draw

our Swords , had given us feveral Blows

with their Bludgeons and Sticks, without

the leaft Affront or Provocation ; as they

continued to pursue their Infult, and were

near ten in Number, and ſome arm'd with

Cutlaffes, we perceived we must fight our

Way through, and, accordingly, attacking

the cowardlyDogs, we foon let them ies

we were able to defend ourselves to their

Hurt, for, in two Minutes, I ran one of

them through the Short-ribs, and the Cap-

tain wounded aSecond, but, by the Stroke

of a Club had immediately his Sword

fnapp'd ſhort, cloſe to the Hilt, and the

Fellowhad his Hand up again to repeat his

Blow on his Head, which would have in-

fallibly knock'd out his Brains, when I op-

portunely ran him through the Heart, and

then feizing his Club, toffed my Sword to

Mr. Minamara, and both together made

fuch vigorous Efforts, that we fet the reſt

to ſcamper for their Lives. As this was

not the firft Riot they had been guilty of at

Kingston
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Kingston, we immediately return'd from

whence we came, and accompanied by Mr.

Attorney, went to the Governor, who im-

mediately order'd out a Poffe with the

Provoft-Marſhal, to ſeize them, that they

might meet with their due Punishment.

They were all found in a Cottage, a little

without the Town, and committed to Goal .

The Captain when we were alone, took me

in hisArms and faid, my dear Son, I have

ever lov'd you as much or more than I do

myſelf, and the Gallanty with which you

have faved my Life, has ſtill, if poſſible,

more encreaſed my Affection : In Return,

I'll endeavour, byeveryMeans in my Power

to make you happy. Oh! my Father, I

return'd, you have been always fo kind and

good, that I can receive no Addition to

my Happiness-none but-and I fear to

mention it-a fafe Return to Cork, to my

dear Wife, my excellent Mother, and our

other good Lady-and a firm Reſolve in

you, to fpend the Remainder of your Days

retir'd from the Dangers of the turbulent

Ocean, and everyThing else that can annoy

you ; contented in receiving my dutiful

Endeavours to oblige, with thoſe of my

Wife and Children. Oh ! how bleſſedly

would our Minutes flow, pleaſed with our-

ſelves, and pleaſing all around us, and if

not the richest, the happiest Perſons living.

M dear, he reply'd, afreſh embracing me,

Inever
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I never told you ſo directly; but ifwe live

to get fafe home, I'll entirely conform to

your Scheme, nor will ever again myſelf, or

confent to your leaving our Family. This

Conclufion, encreaſed myEfteem for him,

and my Mind began to ſwell with the fan-

cied Ideas of future domeftick Enjoyments,

the Blandiſhments of Love and the Charms

ofFriendship, and, for fomeMoments, I for-

got the awful Diſtance between me and my

lovely Wife.

The next Day, theTown was full of out

'Adventure, and we were admir'd by every

Body for our Bravery ; but the Life that

was loft gave me great Concern, though I

knew if it had been ſpared, we muſt our-

felves have fallen Sacrifices. AboutNoon,

the Portuguese Captain waited upon us to

intercede for his imprisoned Men, his Name

was Jacomo Villegas, and his Perſon ftruck

us at first Sight ; there was a Mixture of

ſuch Dignity and Sweetneſs in his Coun-

tenance, which his Address and Speech in

no Manner bely'd. He spoke tolerable

English, and feem'd to be between twenty

and thirty Years of Age. He did not

offer to justify his Men; but highly con-

demned them, only hop'd as we had re-

reived no great Hurt, that the Life that

was deſervedly loft, might attone for the

Crimes of the reſt, promising they ſhould
ver
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never again fet Foot on Shore, whilft he

ſtay'd in the Harbour.

Mr. M'namara, ſeeming tobe determin'd

to deny his Request, I begg'd the Favour

of him, for my Sake, to grant it ; which

foon brought him to Compliance. We

then accompanied him to the Governor's,

who,' at our earnest Intreaty, ordered them

to be ſent on board their own Veſſel,

highly applauding our Moderation and

Mercy. Whenwe came out, Capt. Villegas

embracedme and the Captain, with a Grace

peculiar to him, and thank'd us in the

politeft Terms, telling us he always loved

the English, and would for our Sakes be

their Friend, wherever he found them in

any Diſtreſs, and added, indeed my better

Half is of that Nation. We did not un-

derſtand what he meant, by the last Sen-

tence, but, as he explained himselfno fur-

ther, let it drop, prefuming only that he

had married an English- woman. As to my

Part, whilft he ſtaid atJamcica we were in-

ſeperable, he had ſo ſoft aTurn of Mind,

and poſſeſſed ſo many of the Virtues of

the Portuguese, and was tainted withfo few

of their Follies or Vices, that I loved him

extremely, and he loaded our Ship with

Preſents of every Thing rare that he had

with him, in ſo generous a Manner, that

one would have thought him aNobleman .

My two or three Weeks Intercourse with

this
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this Gentleman, made me a confiderable

Proficient in his Language, which he was

proud to be my Tutor in, and in which I

was greatly affifted by having before applyd

myself to the Spanish, as it might be of

great Uſe to me in our intended Voyage.

We understood, before his Departure, that

he was bound to theBrazils, andwas like

ly to ſtay there and on that Coaft for near

Twelvemonth.

All Things now being ready, and Mr.

Douglas come on board, we weigh'd and pu.

to Sea, having taken Leave of all ou

kind and generous Friends on the Illand;

where, to our great Joy, neither I nor fome

other Men on board, who had not been

feaſoned to the Climate, had felt the lead

Illneſs . Thoſe of our Acquaintance who

knew the Deſign we were upon, had em

bark'd their ſeveral Ventures with us, nai

in the least doubting of Mountains

Profit, for their Mole-hills of Hazard ; and

we had alfo engaged a very good Surgeo

to go with us named, Davidson, a Nativ

of Aberdeen in Scotland, who was nearly

related to Mr. Douglas.

The firft Place we touched at, after ou

Departure from Jamaica, was Surinam,

thriving Colony upon the Terra Firma be

longing to the Dutch, which we principalis

did for the Sake of Intelligence, and her

we receivedNotice, that the whole Coaf
from
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from Cape St. Vincent to Port St. Julian ,

was deſtitute of any Spanish armed Veffels,

commonly call'd Guarda. Costas, the St.

James of Compostella, the only Ship of

Force, having failed fome Weeks ago from

Rio de Janerio for the South Seas ; that her

Force was only fixteen Guns ; but that

ſhe carried fifty-fix Men, and was com-

manded by the Sieur la Roche, a Frenchman,

who was a Man of Spirit, and a good Sea-

man. That befides this Ship, only two

imall Frigates of War, and the Country

Veffels, were now in the South Seas. This

Advice gave us great Satisfaction, and if

we could but miss this la Roche, we thought

our Buſineſs would be completely done ;

though if we did not, we refolved to give

him a Rowland for his Oliver, if he at-

tack'd us. Mr. Douglas being agair.ft do-

ing any Thing'till we came into the South

* Seas, for fear of alarming the Spanish Go-

vernors there, before we arrived, we made

Cape St. Rocque, and then stood away to the

Eastward, andkept in the Longitude 30, or

thereabout ; when in Lat. 30. we haul'd

in to the Weſtward, thinking to make Rio

Grande or Port Pedro, but the Wind chang-

ing to N. E. by E. we were driven as far

down as Rio de la Plata, before we made

the Land, which was fome Disappointment,

as we feared being seen by fome Veſſel or

other coming from Buenos Ayres, whence the

Intelli
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Intelligence would be easily conveyed over-

land to St. Iago or Vilfpairaiſo, in the South

Seas ; but we had fomewhat worſe to en

counter than lofs of the Means ofgetting

rid of our Cargo, ſomewhat our fanguine

Expectations had almoſt obliterated from our

Heads, and which included in it one of the

greatest Misfortunes, that to me could have

happened at this or any other Time.

We had juſt obſerved the Land at about

the Distance of five Leagues, when the

third Mate at the Maft-head, cried out a

Sail to the South-West, and added, that the

appeared, as nearly as he could diftinguish,

to be a Ship of Force, and that ſhe ſtood

directly towards us. Immediately the Cap

tain wentup to the Main-top, and look-

ing through his Glafs came down to us,

and faid he couldjust difcern her Hull, that

ſhe was near four Miles he judged to the

Weſtward ; but as the Wind ſtood for her,

he believed we shouldknow what she was in

about an Hour, andthathe ſuſpected herto

be the very Guarda Cofta that we wished to

avoid. We then went into the Cabin, to

deliberate onwhatMethods werebeft to pur

fue, and, as our Ship was aprime Sailor,

wewere all Hands,but himself, for running

to the Eastward, to try to eſcape her; for

though we had made no trade yet, weknew

what mercy to expect ſhould the Spaniards

make Prize of us on their Coaft, which
was
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was neither better nor worse than Confifca-

tion of Ship and Cargo, and perhaps Sla-

very for Life for ourſelves in the Mines of

Baldivia. But poor Captain Menamara, blind

to his own Fate, infiftedupon the Strength

of his Ship and the Bravery of his Men,

and faid it was very likely fome Veffel

bound for Europe, orifit was what weima-

gined, we should treather too roughly for

her to get eafily into the South Seas, andthat

as they had no Men of War there, if they

alarmed the Governments ever fo much,

the People would contrive to trade with us,

and perhaps, after the proper Preſents, even

with the Connivance of the Governors

themselves. In short, he brought Mr.

Douglas over to his Opinion, and, as to us

three, Mr. Courtney, Mr. Lillingſton and my

felf, we gave the Matterup to their fuperior

Judgment. Accordingly we stood on our

Courſe, and in about two Glaſſes found it

was really the St. James deCompostella, by the

Deſcription of her ; who feeing us come up

fo boldly, hauled her Wind and lay by to

receive us. As to our Parts we had got

every Thing ready for Fight, in Cafe we

were attacked, ourNettings were filled, our

Guns loaded and primed, and our ſmall

Arms brought upon the Quarter-deck, and

prepared for Action, and all ourbrave Fel-

lows readyand willingto fall towork, every

body being ſtationed in his proper Poſt.

We
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Upay

We wore a Spanish Jack, Enſign and Pen .

nant, and, as foon we came within reac

of the Guarda Costa, the fired a Gun to th

Leeward, which we anſwered in the fur

Manner, and then they haled us.

this we pulled down our Spanish and heifte

English Colours, and with the ſpeaking

Trumpet I told them who we were, and

that we came from Rio Grande, butwe

driven out of our Courſe, Immediatly

we perceived their Mainfail clued up, andın

a Minute they edged about and gave us a

whole Broadfide, which however did usi

Damage, fave beating in the Bow of ou

Long-boat, which lay in the Chains, We

returned this Compliment with fingleGues,

till we got within less than Piftol Shot,

when we tacked, and poured in a whit

Broadfideupon them,which we could plain-

lyperceive made great Slaughter, and da

maged some of their Rigging; butſhefoon

got into order andpeppereduswith her imall

Shot, which killed two of our Men and

wounded Mr. Lillingston, whilft we wor

tacking again to give her our other Broad

fide which was ready for them; but unhap

pily we miſs'd Stays, and for fomeMo

ments lay expoſed to their whole Fire, whi

killed three more of our Hands, and ol

worthy Commander had his left Leg ſhat

tered, and was obliged to leave the Deck:

at laſt we made ſhift to ware, and give the
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adreadful Blast, which carried away their

Main-top Gallant-maſt and Bowſprit, killed

them a confiderable Number of Men, and

we faw the Captain as he seemed to be, fall

from the Arm Cheſt, as if dead, and ano-

ther Officer, who was tending the main

Braces, difappeared in the fame Manner. I

was now all Rage and Paffion, and refolved

to revenge myself, ifpoffible, for the Lofs

of my dear Friend, who was I feared mor-

tally wounded, andgave them a thirdBroad-

fide whilft they were in their preſent Con-

fufion ; which was only languidly anſwered

by ſeveral Diſcharges of their ſmall Arms,

at which we alſo ply'd them cloſely ; but

poor Mr. Douglas fell by a Muſquet-Ball,

which entered his Head a little above his

Eye, and he expired at my Feet. By this

Time they were fick of their Attempt,

hoiſted their Sails and began to fly, whilft

I gave orders as eagerly to pursue them : At

thisTime the SurgeoncamefromtheCaptain ,

who to my great Joy was alive, to hear

how Matters went, and Mr. Courtney going

to him with an account that they were

ſtanding in Shore, with all the fail they

could make, he fent me Word to ceaſe the

Purfuit, as we had no Authority for what

we did. Accordingly we tacked, and after

Ihad gotThings with the help of my Meſs-

mates, into fome Regularity, I ventured,

with a mournful Heart and weeping Eyes,

to
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to enter the Cabin, where I found my dear

Father, by this Time, almoſt delirious;

Mr. Davidson having thought it proper to

amputate his Leg juſt below the Knee. I

gave what Orders I thought proper toMr.

Courtney, and then would not remove from

his Bed-fide, where, in his Ravings, he

called upon me and his Wife, by the ten-

dereſt and moſt endearing Epithets. Good

God! What was now my difinal Situation,

all the Worldwould I have given to reftore

the dear Man to Health and Eafe, to do

which I would willingly have furrendered

up my own Life. Thus he continued for

near a Day and a half, when, by fomeAd

miniſtrations of our excellent Surgeon, he

came to himself, and his Fever abated, fo

that we began to have fome hopes of his

Life. Mean Time Mr. Courtney had com

mitted the Bodies of Mr. Douglas and our

other dead Companions, to the Bofom of

the Deep, with decent Solemnity, firing

Minute Guns at their Interment, andwe

keptjogging on under an eaſy fail to t'e
Eastward.

As foon as the Captain recovered his

Senſes, he caft his Eyesuponme, andfainti;

faid, my dear Son, I fear I ſhall die. I fear

only on thy Account, and tremble to leave

thee in theſe dangerous Seas,fo far from

Home, and, oh ! my poor Wife ! At

theſe Words he wept, and I threw myArms
abou:
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about his Neck crying, dear Sir, Father,

Friend! don't diſcompoſe yourself,-Pro-

vidence I hope will ſpare you to us many an

Jappy Year-Oh ! take Care that you avoid

thinking of any Thing that may increaſe

your Weakness and Disorder ! My Dear,

he returned, I know I am a dead Man,-

Nature is quite ſpent with the Lofs of Blood

[ ſuſtained,-Oh! would it had been in a

better Cauſe, then for the Satisfaction of

Ambition of Avarice. If you live to fee

Ireland once more, oh ! take Care of your

dear Mother, be to her, both a Son and

Huſband, tell her I remembered her with

my laft Breath, That I remembered your

Polly,--Andlet me command you to quit this

fatal Coaft,-Return to Jamaica, And as

foon as poſſible Home,-where I hopeyou'll

find enough to make you all happy, when I

am no more,-Oh! my Dear, I have fome

Things to impart of Importance to your-

felf,-But can no more-in my Cheft you'll

find a Paper, with every Thing neceſſary

for you to know,-Continue to love my

Memory, I ever intended your Advan-

tage and Profperity. Here he would have

gone on; but his Fever returned: I flung

myſelf upon my Knees and bedewed his

ſcorching Hand with my Tears, but could

not utter a Word, Grief choaked my

Voice. In about twoHourshe came again

to himself, but his Voice was fo low he

could

-

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couldhardlybe heard, However, weun

derstoodhe wanted the Officers to come to

his Bedfide, and when they did fo, hemade

ſhift to fpeak as follows. Mr. Courtney, Mr.

Lillingſton and Mr. Davidson,-I love you

all, but must leave you : this Ship will

now be commanded by my dear Son, and

I hope you'll yield him the fame Reſpectyou

have ever done me,-I know he'll deferve

it of you. To this they all mournfullygave

their Affent, with Tears in their Eyes,and

left the Cabin. He then took my Hand in

his, and continued, myDear, mayGod fend

you fafe Home,-May you be everprofpe-

rous, and may we fee one another in anhap-

pier Place, where I hope all our Sins will be

forgiven us, and where we shall meet to

part no more. Oh! Gracious God! For-

give me all my manifold Iniquities and

Tranfgreffions, bleſs and preſerve my dear

Family, and-here his Voice failed and in

three or four Minutes he expired.

In the firſt Emotions of my Sorrow I

was like one diſtracted ; athousand Times I

raved, oh ! My Father ! My dear Father,

ſhall I never fee you more,-But you are

happy,-And we that are left behind are

only miferable,-My dear Mother, what

Tidings have I to bring you !-Muft I

break your Heart,-Muſt I kill you too, by

repeating them! In ſhort, my Grief was

ſo violent, that a Fever fucceeded, and but

2 for
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he Skill of the good Davidson, I too had

een in the fame State. At length, Reafon

-affumed her Reign, I condemned my-

If for murmuring against the Decrees of

'rovidence, I recovered, and grew calm ,

ut bore a fettled gloom in my Mind and

Countenance, that nothing but Time and

Leaſonwas able to remove. I recalled all the

bligations I had to this worthy Man, his

ender Care of me, his Affection, and in

neſe Recollections even the Ideas of my

Polly, and my Child, were for fome Weeks

quiteloft.

In three Days after his Deceaſe, we com-

nitted his Corpſe to the Custody of that

Clement, on which for ſo many Years he

ad roved, and by his too great Fondneſs

or it, he had, at length, loft his Life ; but

could not myſelf bear to afſſiſt at the

nournful Scene, Mr. Davidson pronounting

he Funeral Ceremony, and Half-minute

Guns were fired the whole Time, and every

ther Honour ſhewn to his Memory that is

ſual with the Sea-faring Part of the

Norld.

Neceffity, and a Regard tohis dear Com-

nands, together with my Affection for my

Vife and Child, our Mother and widowed

ifter, at length obliged me to ſtifle my

Grief, and take uponme the Charge of the

Veffel, in which I was obeyed with Zeal

and Affection by all the Officers and

Men,

:
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Men, who before had paid me equal Re

ſpect. I found wehad got as far as Long.

31 °. 2' . Weſt of London ; but the Winds

having hung pretty much to the North-

ward we were driven down as far as the

Latitude 42. 10 South. Soon after they

ſhifted to the Southward of the East, and

then to the Northward of the West, and a

moſt terrible Storm ſucceeded, which in the

Space of forty-eight Hours varied to every

Point ofthe Compaſs, and at length, fet-

led in the Eaſt byNorth, andblew a perfect

Hurricane, ſo that we were obliged to lie

too and drive at its Mercy, whilft the

Waves waſhed over us in great Seas, fo

that itwas impoſſible to ſtand the Deck for

two Minutes together. Our Mainfail was

fplit, our Fore-maſt brought to the Board,

our Maintop-gallant-maſt ſprung in two

Places, and to add to our Diſtreſs, in the

Height of the Gale, our Guns to Wind-

ward broke loofe, and with every yaw we

thought would have beat out the Ship's

Side. As it was impoſſible to ſeize them

again, or to bring them up to their Lafh-

ings, at length we made ſhift, by dint of the

hardest and most dangerous Labour, to

heave them overboard, and the Leeward

Guns after them. We had, for all this

Time, a clouded Sky and could get no Ob-

ſervation, fo that our reckoning was very

uncertain, and we imagined we must be
2 fome
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fomewhere near the Coaft of Patagonia, to

which wewere allentirelyStrangers,aCircum-

ſtance that added to our Calamity, and quite

funk ourSpirits ; andyet agreater Misfortune

was behind, for the 10th Day we fprung a

Leak, which all ourArt could not difcover or

ſtop, and the Water gained upon us every

Hour, tho' we pumpedShip inceffantly and

heaved over all ourGoods to lighten her.

Difinay now appeared in every Face, and

wekept aMan conſtantly at Maft-head, to

look out for Land, the very Thing that

juftbefore we ſo much dreaded, and befide

our Proviſions and Water grew very ſhort,

at the latter of which we had been for fome

time at the Allowance of a Pint a Man per

Day. In short, nothing but our being a

most loving Set of People, and mutually

concerned for each other, could have fup-

ported us under the extreme Miſery and Fa-

tigue we endured ; and, as the Storm con-

tinued, we had no other Proſpect before us

than of perifhing at Sea, or the Comfort,

if it could be called fo, of fecing Land,

which would procure us, inExchange, per-

petual and cruel Slavery. On the 14th

Day the Wind fomewhat abated, but we

had more than five Feet of Water in our

Hold, never having before less than three

or four, with all our Labour ; when atTen

o'Clock A. M. the Man at the Top hal-

loed out, Land a Head. Immediately I
H went
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1

went up to him, and cafting my Eyes to

the N. W. perceived, indeed, Land ; but a

bold and dangerous Shore, nor could I dif-

cover any Bay or Inlet where we might run

in, for we could not keep her above Water

we were fure till next Morning; we com-

puted it to be at about three Leagues Dif-

tance, and Mr. Courtney going aloft about

an Hour afterwards, brought the joyful

News that he had discovered a fine Bay to

the Northward, with a fandy Beach, on

which he did not doubt of laying the Ship

on Shore with Safety, at least to our Lives.

In our Circumftances this News made us all

alive, and work with freſh Vigour, and, at

Nine at Night, wemade theOpening, which

by our Charts wejudged tobe Anagada Bay,

in the Terra Magellanica. We endeavoured

to reach the Opening, but a ſtrong Tide of

Ebb running to the Southward, we could

ſcarce bear up against it, and it canted us

fo far, that we loft our Opening, and were

driven perforce on a craggy Rock, where

we lay thumping as if our Bottom would

every Minute have parted. In this Exi-

gency we made ſhift to get our Longboat

over the Side, and putting into her fome

Provifions , and Fire Arms, and a Barrel of

Powder, ten of our Men adventured to

Shore, fix of whom, if they could land,

were to ftay and fend the Boat back for

more, if the Ship held together ſo long.
The
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The Night being Moonlight, greatly fa-

voured our Deliverance, and in about two

Hours theBoat returned, having landed the

fix Men upon a Kind of Reef, where they

tarried till their Companions joined them.

We could now juſt ſtow ourselves all to-

gether in the Boat, and happily got to our

Comrades, nor could Ihelp, the Minute I

got on fhore, though jaded and fatigued to

the laſt Degree, falling on myKnees and

- returning Thanks to our Almighty Saviour

and Preferver, for this wonderful Mercy, in

which all the Company join'd with a Fer-
vour of Gratitude. This was ſcarce per-

form'd, when the Moon veil'd her Face, the

Sky was overcaſt, and the Rain poured

upon us like a fecond Deluge, ſo that our

Situation was rendered inexpreffibly dif-

agreeable : As we had no Manner of Shelter,

we were wetted through and through, and

could hardly make Shift to fecure our Arms,

as a Matter of moſt Importance to us, not

knowing into what Hands we might fall, or

how we could, without them, procure

Subfiftence. We had brought a Keg of

Brandy, and another of Rum with us,

which were very comfortable, and with

which we made very free ; but no Man

was disguis'd ; and here let me remark it

once more, as a peculiar Happiness, that a

Set of honefter or better behav'd Tars

never were linked in Misfortune together,

H2 and
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and though now releaſed from any imme

diate Obligation, they as readily and will.

ingly obey'd Command, as when we were

on board the Ship, failing with profperous

Gales, and in Hopes of reaping all the

Profits of an aufpicious Voyage. The Rain

continued near two Hours, and then ceased,

and, though in ſuch an uncomfortable

Plight, our extraordinary late Labours dif-

pofed most of us to Sleep, which we in-

dulged by huddling cloſe to each other,

and every one reſting his Head upon his

Neighbour's Shoulder.

As foon as Day appeared, we got up and

look'd about us, and could perceive our

Ship in her old Station; but she had rolled

her Main and Mizen-maſts overboard, and

preſented to us ſo much the Picture of a

Wreck, that we concluded we should never

be able to get her off, and the Sea ran fo

high, that it would have been Defperation

to have endeavoured to have got any

Thing out of her then; though we were

in Hopes, if the lay any Time, we might

be able to leffen our Sufferings by the uſe-

ful and neceffary Things ſhe would afford us.

Therefore, we determined to detach two of

the Company to discover what they could of

the Country ; for we were on a Reef fur-

rounded with high Rocks, on every Side,
with a View of nothing but the Ocean,

breaking Mountains high, and daſhing its

Foam
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Foam upon theſe deformed Ruins of Na-

ture. For this Service Mr. Lillingſton and

Mr. Davidson offered themselves, and ac-

cordingly fet out, and wefoon loft Sight of

them in the Windings of the Clifts they

were oblig'd to aſcend. However, to our

great Comfort, they inform'd us, at their

Return, which was in about fix Hours,

that we were actually upon main Land,

that the Country was fandy and defart,

with here and there a Spot of Verdure,

and that in their whole Journey they had

not diſcovered one living Creature, except a

Kind of Curlieu, which they ſhot and

brought down with them. The Afcent

they faid was notvery difficult, and though

the Work of Nature, the Way up the

Rocks feemed greatly like the Contrivance

of Art. We determined however to ftay

where we were, till the next Morning, blef-

fing God, that in our forlorn Condition we

had fuch Views of Comfort before us, and

the more as we perceived our Ship intire,

till the Cloſe of Day hid her from our

View.

At the Dawn of Day, we looked out,

with wiftful Eyes, towards our Ship, and,

to our great Satisfaction, not only faw her

in her old Station, but perceived it was a

perfect Calm, and a cloudleſs Sky ; fo that

wedetermined to venture out to her in the

Long-boat, and at least endeavour to fup-

plyH3
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ply ourselves with what Neceffaries we could

get from her. Accordingly myſelf, Mr.

Courtney, Mr. Davidfon, and fix more, went

to the Boat, and left Mr. Lillingſton in the

Command on Shore, and, in about an

Hour, by meer dint of rowing, which we

ply'd, Turn and Turn about, without any

Diftinction of Perſons, we came up to our

Wreck, which made avery melancholyAp-

pearance ; her Larboard Quarter was beat

in, her Bows ſhatter'd in ſeveral Places,

and the Garboard-Sanke ripp'd up, but as

it was high Water, and ſhe almoſt floated,

we concluded we might get her into the

Inlet, at Tide of Flood, if the Weather

continued to favour us for a Day or two

longer ; for it was upwards of fixteeen Fa-

thom Water, through the whole Bay, as

we called it, even to the Reef on which

wewere encamp'd. By good Fortune, how-

ever, as ſhe lay on her Side, we diſcover-

ed the fatal Leak which had given us fuch

Pain, and at last brought us into ourpre-

ſent Dilemma, which was large enough, to

receive a middling Man through, whenPart

of the Sheathing was ripp'd off, and ap-

pear'd to have been a decay'd Plank care-

leſsly put inwhen she was built ; however,

our Carpenter who was with us, made little

Doubt of ſtopping it, if he could properly

come at it. We then attempted to enter

the Ship, which we did through one of the

Porr-
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Port-holes, and here a ſtrange ruinous

Scene preſented, the Decks were torn up

in ſeveral Places, and the Waves had

made her flush fore and aft, by their Vio-

lence; but as her Stern lay pretty high,

the Cabin was almoſt clear of Water, out

of which we got a Bag of Biſcuit, little

damaged, a Compafs which hung to the

Cieling, and mine and poor Capt. Mina-

mara's Chests, as alſo the Mates and Mr.

Davidfon's, with his Chest of Medicines

and Inſtruments, and alſo a Barrel of Beef,

another of Pork, a Kettle, and various

other Things, which we ftood in Need of,

and with which we returned joyfully and

fafely to our Companions, and, with a few

Billets, we alſo brought with us, made

ſhift to dreſs a very comfortable Supper,

to our great Refreshment. The next Day,

leaving only three Men on ſhore, we went

again to our Wreck, and, to our great

Joy, found floating, along-fide, ourMain-

maſt, and two or three ſpare Yards, which,

as we did not fee the preceding Day, we

imagined had been carried to Sea and

brought in again with the Tide of Flood,

and our Carpenter going to work, in about

three Hours ſtopp'd the Leak ſo as to keep

her above Water, ifſhe righted, till we got

her into the Bay, which had ſcarcely been

perform'd, before, the Tide ftill running

ſtrong in Shore, ſhe floated, and with a

great
H4
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great deal of Labour, we got her off the

Shelf, which appear'd now to have a Kind

of oozy Bottom, where she had laid as in

a Bed, and received very little Damage in

her Underworks. Such a various Train of

favourable Incidents, from the Goodneſs

of Providence, fure never any Set of

Wretches experienced ; we were ſtruck

with Gratitude to the Divine Being, and

could none of us help expreffing it in

extempore Prayer and Praiſe. In short, be-

fore the Hour of Midnight, we got her

fafe to our Shelf, where ſhe lay embay'd,

and fecure from future Dangers of Winds

and Waves, and with a little further La-

bour, made her clear of the vaſt Quantity

ofWater that yet remainedin her. We now

not inthe least doubtedbutwe should refit

her, fo as to be able, at least, to carry us

to fome of the Portuguese Settlements, on

the Brazil Coast, where, as we had Money

enough on board, we could have her Re-

pairs finiſhed, and revictual for our fur-

ther Voyage to Jamaica ; but what gave

Us the utmoſt Apprehenfion, was, left

we should be discovered by the Spaniards,

before we had completed our Deſign, though

the Appearance of the Country feem'd to

confirm us that it was a defart Coaſt, and

not frequented by them or anyBodyunless

drivenupon it by Neceffity.

However,
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However, our Fears did not flacken our

Induſtry, andwework'd inceſſantlyDay and

Night, having all Sorts of Tools, Iron

andNails on board, and ſpareRope, Rigg-

ing and Canvas, which we had brought

with us in Abundance. We recollected

theMaxim, " If any fignal Infelicity falls

upon you, don't fit ſtill; but refolve up-

on Action ; for if nothing is done, the

" fame Accidents which cauſed your Mif-

" fortune ſtill remain , but if you act

" fomething, you maypoſſibly deliver your-

" felf." And no Murmur was heard dur-

ingthe wholeTime , we acted asif we pof-

feffed one Will amongst us, though we

were reduced to very fcanty Allowance, in

order to preferve Subſiſtence for our in-

tended Voyage ; and to encourage the Peo-

ple ſtill more, I promised them, if we

reach'd Jamaica, to double their Pay from

the Time we were first cast on Shore.

made very few Excursions into the Country,

for fear of being discovered by any ſtrag-

gling Spaniards, or the Indian Natives, judg-

ing we were not far from the Pampas, a

warlike Nation, that have long difputed the

Authority of the Tyrants of this new

World; nor indeed had we much Enceu-

ragement to venture, for it being now the

Month of June, the Weather was dry and

hot, norhadwe feen any Thing better than

Gulls, Curlieus , and aKind of large Sheer-

water
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water, which alſo frequented the Rocks

above, and ofwhich we now and then made

a comfortable Meal ; and as to any of the

watry Tribe, we had try'd for them but

found none, only one Day a young Seal

having ſtranded himself on an oppofite

Rock, in our Bay, we made ſhift to kill

him, which afforded us an high reliſh'd

Entertainment. Befides, as we had only

two ſmall Barrels of Powder left, all that

in the Lazaretto being ſtaved and quite

fpoil'd, we were very cautious of expending

it uſeleſsly, as we did not know but we

might have Occaſion for it to defend us

from Enemies.

All our Cloaths were ſecure in our Chefts,

and we alſo recovered mine and Mr. Court-

ney's Cafes of Liquors, and as to Water, a

fine Spring ran tricklingdown the Side of a

Rock about 100 Yards above us, which

feem'd a miraculous Gift of Heaven, and

wonderfully refreshed and comforted our

continually jaded Spirits. In this Manner

we wore away near ſeven Months, in this

miferable, oh ! rather let me gratefully ſay,

bleſſed Solitude, remote from all Mankind;

butwehad now madeour Veffel tight and

fit for the Sea, had got all Things dry and

on board, and then embark'd ourſelves,

after humbly, on our Knees, having re-

turn'd Thanks to the Almighty for our

ſtrange and furprizingDeliverance, atwhich
Time
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Time, I, according to the beſt of myAbi-

lities, acted as Chaplain to the whole ; nor

had we loft one Manby Accident or Sick-

neſs in the ſeven Months : By Obfervation ,

this Inlet or Bay lay in Lat. 35° . 12 ' .

South, and by our Charts, near 260 Miles

to the Southward of the Cape St. Anthony,

at the Entrance of the River of Plate, and

as we found no Name for it there, we ſo-

lemnly gave it that ofPort Relief.
A

We found our whole Stock of Provifions

was reduced to one Sack of Bread, a Barrel

ofBeef, and a Sack of Peaſe, which by ex-

poſing them to the Sun, were rendered tole-

rable ; and as to Water, we had filled two

Hogſheads, which were the only ones that

were remaining fit forUfe, and we had alfo

left about twenty Gallons of Spirits of all

Sorts, all our finall Arms were fafe, but

we had only a Barrel and half ofPowder ;

a very scanty Proviſion of all Sorts, any

Body will fay, to carry twenty-four Men

to the immenfe Diſtance of the Rio Janeiro,

which muſt at least be expected to take us

up fix Weeks or two Months, ifthe Winds

were ever ſo favourable. However, we

were ſupportedbyHope, and nothing feem

ednow impoffible to Menwho had fo mani-

feſtly experienced the Protection ofHeaven,

and therefore, we got out to Sea, and the

Weather being favourable, ſet fail, and

found the Veſſel went very trimly, not-

withstanding
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withſtanding the Lowneſs of the Mafts,

which we had been obliged to reduce many

Feet from their true Standard.

We purfued our Courſe very aufpicioufly,
till, by our Reckonings, we were a breaft

of the Iſland of St. Katherine, when our

Water running ſhort, we determin'd to feek

for a Supply there, and accordingly ftood

in Shore, and made the Iſland ; but per

ceiving a ſmall Veſſel, which ſeemed of the

Guarda Coſta Kind, we put to Sea again,

not caring, with our finall Stock of Am

munition, to venture the Attack of an Ene-

my, and as the Wind was turned againft us,

we tacked and stood in for the Continent,

whichwe made about twenty Leagues be-

low Cape St. Vincent. Though this was

what we would if poſſible have avoided,

yct our Scarcity of Water made it eligible,

and the Afpect of the Country was pre

digioufly inviting, to People who had for

ſo long a Time, had a View ofnothing but

rugged Rocks, ſandy Deſarts, and a wild

Waste ofWater. The shining Beach, which

reflected the Sun's Rays, with the greatest

Splendor ; the lofty Woods, here and there

diverfified with the verdant Savannas, the

purling, Rills trickling down the Rocks,

and the Chant of Millions of uncommon

Birds, warbling their wildNotes with native

Harmony, attracted our longing Defires to

viſit ſo tempting a Country, and as we

were
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were fenfible we were many Miles from

any Spanish Settlement, Upaba being the

neareft, we imagined we might do it with

the greatest Safety. We permitted our

Men to go on ſhore fix at a Time, whilft

we ſtaid, and we had Plenty ofGame,fo

that we expended none of our ſcanty Sea

Stores, whilft we remained, and ſupplied

ourſelves with freſh Water in Plenty. And

here, for the firſt Time, I had the Cou-

rage to open my dear deceased Father's

Cheft, remembering what he faid on his

Death-Bed of a Paper that would give me

Information of somewhat I ought to know.

This excellent Man under all ourDifficul-

ties and Diſtreſſes, hadbeen perpetually in

my Mind, mingled with the tendereſt Re-

membrance of my dear Wife and Child,

my Mother and Mrs. M'namara. Oh !

what Dread work'd upon me, when I con-

templated the Distraction they must be under

at our long Abſence, and the Fears and

Cares that muſt of Confequence fill their

Breafts ; and when, to the little Profpect of

our fafely returning to Europe, in our fad

Condition, I added the direful News I had

to impart, the Death of my beloved Cap-

tain, I funk under the Thought, which fre-

quently cauſed me, when alone, to ſhed a

Flood of Tears. However, in Regard to

keeping up the Spirits of my People, I was

obliged, in Publick, to appear full of

Hope,
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Hope, Expectation and Gaiety, and to feign

a Pleaſantry that was far from being allica

to the Heart. My two Mates, Mr. David.

fon and myself, had lived like Brethren and

Friends, and ſhared in every Thing we pof-

feffed ; to them my Grief was no Stranger,

and as they loved me, they partook of it

with Sincerity. Yet they were not wanting,

by every Argument in their Power, to feed

me with Encouragement of getting happily

to the End of our Misfortunes, and ther

kind Reafons, with a thorough Reliance

upon the Protection of Providence, which

we had received ſo many Inſtances of, fre-

quently lull'd my Cares for fome Hours

to Reft.

Our Intention, by common Conſent, was,

if poffible, to get to the Rio Janeiro, or

fome other Portuguese Settlement, there to

refit and revictual, and to fail thence for

Jamaica, where I refolved, after rewarding

my People handsomely, to fell the Veffel

and Remainder of the Cargo, and to cake

Paſſage for Europe, and had given Mr.

Courtney, Mr. Lillingſton, and our Surgeon.

fuch hearty Invitation to Cork, and made

them fuchPromises of futureEmploy, that

they had all three determined to accompany

me there in the Manner I thought proper.

Indeed, I thought I could never do fui .

ciently, for Men who had encountered fo

many
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many Dangers, and behaved with fuchAf-

fection and Diligence.

I found in my worthy Father's Cheſt,

near two hundred Piftoles, with his Watch,

feyeral Rings, and many other Things,

which I carefully locked up again, refolv-

ing never more to open it, till it should

pleaſe God to permit me to do it in the

Prefence of my dear Family. The Paper,

I fought, was carefully fealed up, and en-

dorſed thus , Some Memorandums relating to

my Son, to be imparted to him at the Conclusion

of our next Voyage, John Menamara, Cork,

June 12, 1733, which God safely return us

from.

Aswe intended toputto Sea in aDay or

two, I had alſo the Curioſity to viſit the

Country, which I had notyet done, willing

to ſtay on board and attend my Charge,

and Mr. Davidson and one George Willis, a

Seaman, accompanied me ; but well it

would have been if I had never adven

tured upon fuch an Exploit ; for nowHea-

ven feem'd to have deſerted me.

were wonderfully delighted with the ravish-

ingwild Scenes around us, and with our

Guns on our Shoulders, deep inDiſcourſe of

various Matters,had now ſtray'd about four

or five Miles through the Woods and Sa-

vannahs, when, we were fuddenly ſtartled

with a dreadful Scream, as iffrom a Num-

ber of People, andthe firing ofthree or four

Muſquets, the Shot of which even whizzed

through the Buſhes on the Right of us.

Our Fright and Astonishment was extreme

at this, andwe madea full Stop,and, look-

ing wiſtfully all about, begancautioufly to

return the Way we came, when we could

plainly diftinguiſh, by the ruſtling of the

Leaves and the Sound, the tread of Feet

very near us, and foon, to our entire Dif-

may, beheld twentyor more naked Savages,

through the Vacancies of the Trees, by the

shining of their Arms. Wehad now little

Time for parley; but, fixing ourſelves in a

convenient Situation, refolved todefend our-

felves to the laſt gaſp, and not become a

Prey to ſo cruel and blood thirsty a Race

as theſe were described to be, who, like all

the Indians of this Continent, not affociated

with the Spaniards or Portugueze, reſenting

their

their Barbarities, ſeldom ſpare any white

Men that fall into their Hands.

When they advanced near enough to

diſcover their Prey, they fet up a hideous

howling, and, at once, diſcharged all their

Fire, receiving ours in Return ; but with

very different Succeſs, for we did them no

harm, whilft at my Side, fell Breathless,

the good and kind Mr. Davidson, and poor

Willis, both fhot through the Head, and

another Shot tore a Piece of my Coat, and

raked the Fleſh off myleft Shoulder. Be-

fore I could charge again, they broke

through upon me, and rudely ſeizing me,

began to ſtrip me without Ceremony, whilft

Ihad the ſhocking Mortification to fee my

twoCompanions ſerved in the fame Manner,

and immediately ſcalped before my Eyes. I

muſt own, for fome Moments, I lost my

wonted Firmness, and even by Tears and

Cries deplored our Misfortune, and, throw

ing myself on my Knees, with uplifted

Hands, in Spanish, befought the fable

Wretches to ſpare my Life. As it hap-

pened, one of them ſpoke Portugueze, in

which Languagehe fternly asked me, if I

was a Spaniard, with his Guncocked at my

Head. By this I perceived, they were fub-

ject to firſt the mentioned Nation, at least I

imagined ſo, and tremblingly answered him,

in that Dialect, that I was a Portugueze from

I3 Ria
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Rid Janeiro. Upon this he lowered the

Muzzle of his Piece, and ſomewhat foftened

his Features, and all making a Ring about

me, began to fing, as Iſuppoſed it, a Song

of Triumph, in their Way, whilft nowand

then, in the Heat of their Rejoicings , their

little Hatchets were lifted up to ſtrike me

through the Skull, which as often they were

prevented from doing, by the aforemen-

tioned Indian, who ſeemed tobe their Chief:

As it happened theyhad not yet plundered

me of my Breeches and Stockings, and in

my Fob I had the valued Watch, that my

dear Wife hadfo long ago bestowed upon

me, and which Ihad preſerved, my conftant

Companion, ever ſince, and by wearing it

without a Chain, they had not yet dif-

covered it. In this Exigency, after their

Exerciſe was a little over, I made ſhift, with

my Hands, though they were confined by

a Bandage of Twigs, to pull it from my

Fob, and present it to my Preferver : Nor

was it without the Effect I expected ; for,

after gazing fome Time upon it, withAd-

miration, he came and untied me,and made

me fit down by him, whilst they regaled

with dried Veniſon, a Piece of which he

gave me, and I forced myself to devour,

though with a very forry Appetite. He

then, in broken Portugueze, vaunted of his

Affection to the King of Portugal, of the

Reſpect

Reſpect his Governors paid him, of the

Prowess of his Warriors, and bid me fear

no harm. I made the moſt humble and

flattering Anſwers to all this, and had got

fo much now into their good Graces, that,

feeing me look wiſtfully at the Bodies of

my two Friends, they told me I ſhould

have leave to bury them before they de-

camped, and faid, if they had not thought

them Spaniards they might have been alive

and fafe. With this Encouragement, Idug

aHole with a Branch of a Tree fufficient

to receive the two Bodies, and covered

them overwith their parentEarth, ſhedding

Abundance of Tears at their Interment,

whilft the Indians accompanied them with

loud howling and barbarous Cries, that

echoed, far and wide, dreadfully, through

the Woods. Aboutan Hour afterwards we

began to move forwards, myselfin the Cen-

ter, often ftruck ifIdid notkeep Pace with

them, and goaded along like an Ox, at a

great Rate, and, before the cloſe of Night,

must have travelled above twelve Miles, by

the beſt Calculation I could make, nearly

to the N. E. We then encamped again, by

the Wood Side, in a kind of fcrubby Sa-

vannah, and lighted Fires aroundus, myſelf

being directed to do the chief Drudgery,

and to ſerve my new Lords with Fuel and

Water, the latter of which I laved out ofa

neigh.14
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neighbouring Brook in a Calabash Shell.

At length, Sleep overcame myTormentors,

and, a Skin being bestowedupon me, I too

lay down, and began, mournfully, to ru-

minate on my ſtrange Misfortune, which

had now reducedme to the lowest andmost

wretched State, without eventhe moſtdif-

tant Profpect of Relief. As I thought it

would be impoffible for me to live long. in

this wild wandering Manner, andhad httle

Hopes of their carrying me to any. Portu-

gueze Settlement, confidering they hadkilled

my two Companions, I now looked upon

myſelf in a State ofDeath, almoſt, to all

the World, and pray'd ferventlyto Heaven,

for the Happiness and Prosperity of my

Family, and fafe Returnof myCompanions

to Europe, which would, at least, afford my

dearWife the TidingsofmyunhappyFate,

and free her from the cruel Uncertainty the

wouldelfe be involved in ; Floods of Tears

accompanying all theſegloomy Thoughts,

and fond Wishes. I was now alas ! Naked as

I came into the World, andthe Prey of law.

leſs Savages. If I indulged any glimmer.

ing of Comfort, it was, that my Health

was good and my Body, notwithstanding

all my Sufferings, strong andable toendure

yet more Hardſhips ; and I was in hope,

as I knew the Antipathy the Spaniards and

Portugueze bore to each other in this Part

of
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of the World, that we might meet with

fome ſtraggling Parties of one orother, for

whom I might exchange my Maſter, for,

though the Spaniards might probably make

me their Slave, yet, from them, there might

be ſome Poſſibility, one Time or other of

Redemption; andas to the Portugueze, could

we but encounter them, I was fure of Li-

berty and the Means ofreturning to Europe.

However, after all, I knew I was in the

Hands of a moſt gracious Being, who

would either preſerve me for his own wife

Purpoſes, or relieve me, at his appointed

Time, by Death, from all my Miſeries.

It was ſcarce Morning, before my Ty-

rants were upon their Feet, and we began

to march, as the Day before, fave, that

I was loaded with Abundance of their

fpare Accoutrements, as well as the three

Guns they had taken from me and my

Companions, which before Night almoſt

jaded me to death, eſpecially as we

waded through ſeveral Marſhes, and over

two ſmall Creeks, which quite buried me

with Mud and Water. In ſhort, I found,

at the Concluſion of the Day, that there

was yet fome Pleaſure that I could enjoy

which was that of Reft, highly acceptable

after fuch Fatigues. When, like Savages

indeed, we had dreſſed our Game, which

we ſhot in ourRout: confifting ofaDeer and

15 a
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akind ofwild Gooſe,andhoggiſhly devoured

it, we again laid down to repoſe; myſelf ly-

ing as before in the Centre, ſurroundedby

my duſky Guards. It mightbe near Mid-

night, perhaps, when, being the only one

waking I heard ſome Words in Spanish, at

nogreat Diſtance, and the Tread ofHorſes,

which revived my Soul, though again,

were we fallen upon ſo promiscuouſly, I

feared I might be maſſacred as an Indian,

with the rest of the ſleeping Tribe ; but I

was foon eaſed of this Fear, for my Com-

panions were in a Minute after alarmed,

and waiting, with their Pieces cocked, for

theApproach of an Enemy, whoſe Num-

bers, as they could not difcover, they de-

termined to avoid, by getting under the

Cover of the Buſhes, on the other Side of

our Place of Encampment, where we wait-

ed till dawn ofDay, our Chief having alfo

bestowed arms on me, and required me to

fight against our common Enemy, as he

intimated they were ; however I found,

theſe wandering Gentlemen, to my great

Regret, were truly of no real Party, and

dreaded meeting the Portugueze and Spa

niards alike ; indifcriminately killing and

plundering both Nations. As soon as the

Lightwould permit, Iplainlydifcernednear

thirty Horſemen, within the oppoſite Cop

pice, well armed and mounted,upon fmall
Horfes,
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Horſes, and found my Maſters did not at

all like their Appearance and were for

ſcouting off. In this Dilemma, I reſolved

to fling myſelfon my Face, and neither fire

a Shot or accompany them in their Flight,

if Death even enſued; but the Horſe no

fooner diſcoveredus, than they galloped to-

wards the Spot, and fired a Volley through

the Bushes , by which three of our Indians

were killed, of which takingthe Advantage,

though not in the leaſt hurt, I fell down

with a hideous Groan, whilst the Remainder

made the beſt of their Way, pursued by

part ofthe Horſemen, and the other made a

full Stand, at about twenty Paces diſtant :

Meantime, I crept filently to fome Dif-

tance, and cry'd out, aloud, in Spanish, to

have Mercy on me, which being heard, a

Voice anſwered, poor Creature, come to us

we'll protect thee. Upon this I fallied forth

of my Covert, and preſented myself before

them, and the Chief asked me my Name

and how long I had been a Priſoner, as he

perceived was my Cafe, amongst the Sa-

vages ? As I thought them Spaniards, Inow

imagined I muft paſs myſelf upon them for

a Portugueze, in which Dialect I answered,

and told them I belonged to a ſmall Bark

that was loft off Cape St. Vincent, and, that

endeavouring, with two Companions to

make our way Over-land to RioJaneiro, we

:

2 were
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were attacked by the Indians three Days be

fore, my two Companions killed, and my.

ſelf taken Priſoner. When he heard this,

he alighted, and taking a Cloak from be-

hind him, covered my Nakedneſs, with

many Expreſſions of Kindness and Huma-

nity, and to my great Joy faid, that they

were my Countrymen, detach'd from Fort

St. John, after this very Party of Indians,

who had lately committed ſhocking Depre-

dations upon their out Settlements, and

wonder'd they had preſerved me alive fo

long.

By this Time, the other Party return'd,

and acquainted the Commander that they

had killed twelve more in the Purſuit, fo

that not above ſeven had efcaped their

Vengeance, and nowbeing mounted behind

one of the Horſemen, we began to move

the Way they entered the Savannah, all of

them bleſſing and praiſing God, and the

Virgin Mary, forhaving been inftrumental

in my Deliverance. For my Part, the

Change of my Circumstances appear'd fo

miraculous, that I could hardly believe it,

and my overbearing Senfe of Gratitude to

Providence, fo agitated me, that I could

not compoſe myself to any Degree ofMo-

deration, and, had not a Flood of Tears

relieved my full Heart, ſhould, I believe,

have fallen a Victim to my preſent Joy and

Satisfaction.

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Satisfaction. Oh! Heaven, how wonder-

ful are thy Ways, how great thy Mercies

to theSons of Men ! At noon, we alighted

near a fine Brook, and regaled with what

Proviſions they had in their Wallets, of

which they made me partake inAbundance,

and nowbeing a little myſelf, and knowing

I was amongst Friends, I caſt off the Maſk

to my Deliverer, and inform'd him my real

Country, my Misfortunes, and the Reaſon

of my faying I was a Portuguese , atwhich

he very humanely appeared touched, and

anfwered, It was myſelf you heard talk

Spanish, a Language I have, contrary to

my Countrymen in general, a Fondneſs

for ; as to your being an Englishman, let it

notdiſcompofe you, in a Fortnight or three

Weeks we shall return to Janeiro, from

whence you'll foon find aPaſſage to Europe,

ſeveral Veſſels lying there nowbound home-

wards, and as your Nation has a Conful

there, you will be provided for 'till your

Departure ; mean Time you ſhall fare as

we do, till the Time of our Command is

expired. and we'll fee if we can't, amongst

us, find wherewith to equip you a little

more comfortably, and as to an Horſe, we

have fome ſpare Ones at a Commandery, a

Day's Journeyhence,with one ofwhichyou

Thall be accommodated. I returned the

gratefullest Acknowldgments for theGood-

nefs
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1

neſs ſhewed me, and let him know that, if

ever I arrived in Europe, it ſhould be my

Study, as it was in my Power, to reward

him for his Generoſity. They foon, by the

Example of the Commander, equipped me

with a comfortable Dreſs out of their ſpare

Materials ; nor was I without Hope of fee-

ing my Ship, when I came to Janeiro,

where they were to refit, if Providence fa-

voured them, and of making the worthy

Cavaliers amends for all their Favours , up-

on the Spot.
:..

The next Day we came to a little Fort,

garrifoned by about twentyPortuguese, where

we ſtaid five or fix Days and were hand-

fomely entertained by theCommandant, and

I had an Horſe provided me, and without

any other finiſter Accident, arrived at Fort

St. John, in about twenty-eight Days, from

whence, after taking a friendly Farewel of

my Deliverers, I, in a little Bark which was

before the Fort, arrived at Rio Janeiro, in

perfect Health, though greatly fatigued,

having been abſent from my Ship thirty-

eight Days. And no Mortal can imagine

the Delight that filled myBreast, when, be-

ing carried before the Governor, and telling

my Story, I was informed my Ship lay up

the River, having arrived only one Day

before me. At my Defire, as well as for

his own Satisfaction, he fent for Captain

Courtney1
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Courtney, and no Words can paint the Ex-

tacy of that honeſt Creature's Heart, at the

Sight of me ; he even wept with me ; and

inform'd me that, after finding neither I

or my Companions returned to the Ship,

he ſent out frequent Parties to fearch for

us, but to no Effect, for near a Week, and

then, Neceffity obliging him, left the Place

with.Abundance of Regret, and after many

Difficulties made Rio Janeiro, having, the

latter Part of the Voyage been almoſt fa-

miſhed, and all his Men but fix, dying in

the Paſſage. We lamented together the

Fate of our Friend Davidson, and, after par-

taking of a Repaſt which the good Gover-

nor prepared for us, I accompanied him

on board our Veſſel. Here, we again re-

newed our Sorrows, at our dreadful Mif-

haps, and mingled our Tears together,

thanking God, however, for our preſent

Safety, and the Profpect we had of once

more reviſiting our native Skies.

And now, we confulted which was the

best Courſe for us to take ; we perceived

that our Ship was in ſuch a miferable Plight,

that her refitting would coſt, not only a

great deal ofTime ; but be very expenſive,

and beſies , as to going to Jamaica, it was

no Way neceſſary, becauſe, from Ireland,

we could inform thoſe concern'd there, of

the fatal End of our Voyage, and remit the

Remainder
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1

Remainder of their Effects, and could here

turn our Ship and what was left of her

Cargo into ready Money, to great Advan-

tage ; therefore, on the whole, we reſolved

to do fo, and fo take Paſſage in the firſt

Veſſel that failed to Portugal, with fuch of

our fix remaining Hands, as choſe to ac

companyus. Idid not forget to fend Pre

ſents of the beſt Cloths, Linen, &c. we

had onboard, to my Deliverers at Fort St.

John's, and to the kind Commander at the

diſtant Poſt, where Ihad beenſo hofpitably

entertained and mounted, and we also made

handſome Preſents to the Governor, and

our Conful, who endeavoured to oblige us

all the Ways in their Power. By their

Friendſhip we diſpoſed of our Veffel and

the Remainder of our Cargo, almoſt to as

good an Account, as we should have done

in the South Seas, notwithstanding the ac-

cuſtomed Duties ; and now, only retaining

my late Father's Cheſt and our own, befides

our Clothes and Bedding, we were ready to

embark when the firſt Ship failed, having

kept 100 Pieces of Eight, for our Pockets,

and taken Bills upon Lisbon for 3560

Moidores. As to our fix Men, afterhaving

paidthem their full Wages, I overand above

gave them thirty Pistoles each, and they

chuſing to enter into the Portuguese Service,

rather
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rather than go home as Paſſengers, we faw

Chem well fettled with agood Commander,

and took our Farewel of them moſt affec-

Rionately.

We had not yet pitchedupon aVeffel for

our Paffage, when an unexpected Event

foon determined us where to fix. As we

were now, without Employment, we lived

very fociably amongst the Portuguese, and

had daily Invitations to their Houſes in

Town and Country,wherewediverted our-

elves as much as Men could poffibly do,

whoſe Hearts, were fet on Objects at fo

awful a Diſtance, as our Friends and native

Country, and, one Day dining with aPor-

uguese Merchant, he understood a Veffel,

ronſign'd to him, hadjust droppedAnchor,

Eon which he invited us to go on board. We

comply'd, and were receivedby the Cap-

tain with great Politeness ; but we had no

fooner fix'd our Eyes on each other, than

ve fprang to an hearty Embrace, teſtify-

ing the greatest Joy on both Sides at fo

unexpected a Meeting.

In short, it was my worthy FriendCap-

tain Villegas, with whom I had contracted

fuch an Intimacy at Jamaica, before we

departed from thence on our fatal Voyage,

who had been in theſe Seas trading from

Port to Port, ever ſince, and was now.

going to clear his Ship atthis Place,and
take
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take in a Cargo for Europe. Nothing in

the World could be more fortunate for us

than this Meeting, and he appeared quid

charm'd with the Proſpect of having fuc':

Paſſengers, was fadly grieved at the Mi

carriges of our Voyage, and offered us 4.

the Accommodations that his Ship woul

afford. The Company of this Gentlenfar

made the Hours paſs very pleaſantly, for

near eight Weeks longer, in which Tim

he had completed his Affairs, and, after

taking Leave of our worthy Friends ar

the Conful, we embarked on board hitr

on the 18th of May 1735, and were foo

out of Sight of Land; of a Coaft of

which we had fuffered fo many andgreat

Diſtreſſes, which will never recur to my

Mind, but the Sigh will mournfully heav

my Bofom, and the trickling Tear flar

from my Eye ; where I lost my worthy and

dear Fofter Father, and fo many affectionate

Companions ; but, yet, where the adorabi

Goodness of the Almighty, was ſo viſible,

fo miraculoufly employ'd, in our Favour

To whom be Glory, Honour and Praife,

World without End, Amen.

We croſſed the Equinoctial, and, in the

Latitude of 5º. o'. began to ſhape our

Courſe for Europe, having a good Ship

confidering it was a Portuguese, under

and pleaſant Gales, together with the agree
: ab
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able Company of Villegas, whom we every

Day loved more and more, and who con-

tinued with his whole Ship's Company to

behave with the utmoſt Politeneſs and

Civility.

I shall not trouble my Reader with the

nautical Incidents of our Voyage, and as

to any Thing material befide, nothing oc-

curred worth Notice. We touch'd at the

Cape Verde Islands, and at the Madeiras, and,

having fair Winds and clear Skies, as if

Heaven intended to reward us for our

Sufferings , we made the Rock of Lisbon,

after a Voyage of only twelve Weeks, and

in two Days after, caft Anchor in the

Tagus, on Sept. 12, 1735, having been ab-

fent from Europe, two Years and tenDays,

in which we had perhaps felt as much Ca-

lamity and Diſtreſs as ever were expe-

riencedby Mortals in ſuch aSpace ofTime ;

and having completed the twenty-fecond

Year of my Age, an early Date to have

paffed through fo great a Variety ofWretch-

edneſs ! It was now, according to my de-

ceaſed Fofter Father's Paper, twelve Years

and more, fince I was fold to him by my

Uncle, and the first Thing Idid, after our

Arrival, was to fall on my Knees before

the Almighty, to return Praife andThankf-

giving for his loving Kindness towards me,

topray for his future Bleffings on myſelf

and
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and Family ; to beſeech him to return me,

to them in Health and Safety, and to granı,

that I might find the dear People alive,

and in his due Time diſcover my Mother

and Sifter, if they were yet living ; and

Floods of apprehenfive and grateful Tears

accompanied my fervent Devotions.

Captain Villegas infifted uponour making

his Houſe our own, whilſt we ftaid at Lif-

bon, which indeed Iwanted no Inducements

to do, for beſides that I loved and eſteem'd

his Merit ; he had informed me his Wife

was an English Woman, and that her Mo-

ther, and a Servant of the fame Country,

alſo dwelt with him ; and I found, by fre-

quent Diſcourſes, that he hadbeen convert-

ed by them, to Proteftantifm, and had

actually determined to leave Portugal and

fettle fomewhere in his Britannic Majefty's

Dominions, when he could withdraw with

Safety, and without Suspicion. It was in

vain to talk to him ofpaying for our Paf-

fage, he was reſolved to take nothing, fay.

ing the Happiness he had enjoy'd in our

Society during the Voyage, was Recom-

pence fufficient , and therefore, I made

confiderable Preſents to his Officers and

Crew, and alſo provided fome rich Gifts

for the Ladies ; but a Ship being upon the

Departure for England, when we arrived, I

would not quit our wooden World, 'till I
had
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had wrote Letters to mydear Wife andMo-

thers at Cork, to relieve them from the

dreadful Uncertainty they were under, and

As I was obliged to mention the Death of

Captain M'namara, I incloſed them all to

Dr. Gulfton, defiringhimtobreak the Matter

tothem, in the moſt proper Manner, and,

in Caſe of his Death, I fent Duplicates to

the fame Purport, to my worthy Maſter,

Mr. Cosby.

Thus, having performed my Duty to

my Maker andto myFamily, I grew pretty

eafy, and in the next Place wrote to our

feveral Owners, an Account of our Di-

faſters, and having received Bills on London,

for those Ibrought from Rio Janeiro, I dif-

patched them alfo to Cork, after I had

cleared Mr. Courtney's Wages, and pre-

ſentedhim with 100 Moidores, as an Earneft

of my future Friendſhip, and referved the

fame Sum for the Uses of our Return to

Ireland. And now, Iwent to lodge at my

Friend's during my remaining Stay which

was not likely to be long, on whichAc-

count, in myLetters, Idefired no Anſwers,

promifing to be at Cork almost as foon as

they could receive them. If I had been

delighted with the firſt Sight, and after

Acquaintance of Captain Villegas, I was

perfectly charmed at the engaging Manners

and agreeable Perſons of his Wife, and
Mother
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Mother-in-Law, who seemed to be turne

of fifty Years of Age, and struck mewith

an inconceivable Reverence and Refpect.

the Moment I firſt ſet my Eyes upor

her, and ſhe, in her Turn, appeared fo

pleaſed with me, that, in a few Days fat

conceived a Value for me, which the ex-

preſſed in the warmeſt Terms, ſaying, the

already loved me like a Son, and both

ſtrove to make our Abode eaſy and happy.

Her Daughter was to Appearance about

thirty Years old, and as every,one declar'd,

the perfect Picture ofme,which encreaſedthe

old Lady's Regard. Shehad all theVivacity

ofthe English Ladies, and, at thefameTime,

the Referve andPrudence of her Husband's

Countrywomen. They appeared to be very

rich, and lived in great Splendor. Their

English Servant was a Woman of about

forty Years of Age, who, whenever fhe

came into the Room, regarded me wit

an Earneſtneſs, that I attributed to her

Pleaſure in feeing a Countryman in the

Houſe.

We made frequentExcursions to a Villa

the Captain had, about a League diftant

from Liston, and, confidering how much

longed for Home, I made myſelf as agree

able as poffible, andwe fpent our Time in

a Manner that charmed me, for the Space

of a Month, and then were fentenced to

furtle
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urther Delay of three Weeks, to tarry for

he Veffel on which we were to embark

when one Evening, none but the Captain,

is Wife and Mother, with Mr. Courtney,

ind the aforesaid Servant being preſent,

hat Gentleman thus addreſſed me. "My

worthy Friend, ever since I firſt experienced

your Generofity, at Jamaica, I have loved

you-As an Inſtance of it, I am going to

ruft you with a Secret, that, if discovered

in this Country, would be my Destruction,

and to fiing myself upon that unexampled

Friendſhip and Humanity with which you

have treated all Mankind ; nor do I hefi-

Late a Moment to place the fame Confidence

in Mr. Courtney, whoſe many excellent Qua

lities , and firm Regard to you, I am no

Stranger to."-Before I could reply, he

proceeded, " You fee, Gentlemen, I am,

thank God, happy inmyCircumftances and

Family; but fince I have been join'd to

this dearWoman, ſhe and our Mother have

opened my Eyes, as I before inform'd.you,

to the Errors of the Religion in which I

was educated, and I am quite tired of tem-

porifing, as I am obliged here to do, with

my Family, in thoſe ſacred Matters, con-

trary to my Reaſon and Confcience ; be-

fides, having been in England, and, by the

extreme Love I bear to my Spouſe, being

familiarized to the Customs ofthat Country,

Iam
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Iamwilling to shake offthe Fetters Iwer

onmy Mind, to breathe theAir ofLiberty

and fly from a SpotwhereArbitrary Power

and Superstition deaden every Enjoyment.

Nor have I any Thing to detain my Af

fections to Portugal, being the leaſt ofmy

Family, and having no Relations, that i

know of living ; my Fortune, which i

confiderable enough to make our futur.

Days happy, is principally in Caſt, or

vested in Trade, and easily removeable.

but, confidering the Strictness of the Go-,

vernment, the Method of getting my Fas

mily and Treasure away, is extremelyha

zardous, and requires the Afſiſtance of two

fuch warm Friends as I know you to be.

In ſhort, I am alfo refolved forever to quit

the Seas, and immediately to fettle in your

Country, one main Inducement to whichis

theHopes of continuing inthe Society of 2

Gentleman, whoſe Manners and Way of

thinking are ſo much my own, andwhom

Ihave heard expreſs the fame Determina-

tion, of quitting the boisterous and un-

certain Ocean, for domeſtick Sweets, and

the Endearments of private Life.

If you will stand my Friends, youtha

purchaſe aVeſſel in your own Names, and

having freighted her with afufficientCargo,

under-yourManagement, I believe, we ma

cludethe pryingEye of the Ministry, and

ge
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get privately on board, and all fail to

Ireland together. I know this is ſubject-

ing you to great Hazard ; but, where

the preſent and eternal Happiness of Per-

fons, for whom you have ſhewed fo much

Eſteem , are concerned, I flatter myself you

will undertake to facilitate ourEfcape, which

I hope God of his infinite Goodness will

render fucceſsful. Here he pauſed, whilft

the Eyes of the whole Family were fixed

upon me, for my Reply, between Hope

and Fear, at what would be the Reſult

ofit.

Hitherto, notwithfſtanding our Friend-

ſhip, and the great Regard paid me by

this Family, I had modeſtly declined, en-

quiring into their Affairs, and, except what

accidentally occurred in Diſcourſe, theyhad

alſo been ſo tenderly polite as to make no

Reſearches into mine, believing me an Irish-

man, and knowing nothing further than

what Villegas had been Witneſs to, of the

Adventures of the late Voyage, or had

received from my Account of our Tranf

actions on the Coaft of South America. Yet,

fomewhat very touchingly full of Regret,

which I knew-not how to account for, al-

ways affailed me when I thought of leaving

them, and I often had fecretly wished that

we were feated near each other for the Re-

mainder of our Days ; I loved him as a

Brother ,K
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Brother, and had contracted the Fondnes

of a near Relation for the amiable Mother

and her Daughter, who seemed to repay r

with an equal Regard, and the former

would often fix her Eyes mournfully upon

me, whilft a heaving Sigh would ſteal,

it were unawares, from her Bofom, whichl.

all along, afcribed to her being fituate

where she could not be happy, and to her

thinking of my fpeedy Departure for a

Land, where the long'd to fpend the Re-

mainder of her Days. With theſe Senti

ments, it is no Wonder that I made an

Anſwer in the highest Degree fatisfactory

and affectionate, and concluded with de-

claring, that as I found I ſhould be ever

miferable whilst they had any Thing to di

ſturb their Peace , ſo I would hazard the

worst of Deaths rather than not contribute

to their Relief, or not indulge the Idea of

our future Connection and Friendship ; ant

at the Cloſe, Mr. Courtney heartily affured

them he was of the fame Mind.

From the Element on which you have,

Gentlemen, experienced ſuch Diſtreſs, I

may derive all the chequer'd Good and

Ill of my Life ; my Husband, the worthi-

eſt Man breathing, was Maſter of a Veſſel

from the Port of London, and, having met

with a very great Mixture of good and

bad Fortune, in his Voyages, at Length

was perfwaded, by his Love for his Fa-

mily, and the Calls of Reaſon, to fettle on

Shore , for which Purpoſe, we departed

with all our Subſtance to Virginia, with

this dear Daughter, where we happily ar-

rived, leaving another Child, then an In-

fant, to the Care of his Grandfather and

Grandmother, who were in good Circum-

ſtances and exceeding fond of him.

Had they been now living,

I should never have carried Matters to Ex-

tremities with them ; but have endeavoured

to make them ſenſible of their Errors, and

with my Coufins had furvived to have felt

the Effects of my Friendſhip. Judgment

alone is in the Hands of God! Every one

applauded. Sentiments ſo like theirown, and

theDay concluded with fuitable Reflections

upon all theſe ſtrange Events. Next Morn-

ing, my Mother informed me, that her

Fortune was ſo well improved, that hewas

Miftrefs of9000 1. befides myEſtate in Buck-

ingbamſbire, all which the intended, as foon as
we
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we came to Ireland, toveſt in me, referving

only 100l. per Annum, during her Life ;

'for as to her Son-in-Law, he was poffefſed

- of above 15000 1. already, and had had

his Wife's Fortune ſufficiently paid. Ah !

Madam, I reply'd, I have enough, and

will not deprive you of aPenny, till pleaſe

God to take you to himself, before which

I hope we shall enjoymany, andmanyhappy

Years, and do a great deal of good to

Mankind, particularly to thoſe who, like

⚫us, have felt Affliction's heavyRod. We

will be Stewards, for Heaven, to the poor

and miferable, and out of our Abundance

make the Hearts of his fuffering Creatures

joyful. She embraced me, over and over,

told me my Sentiments were exactly hers,

beheld me with Tranſport, and faid, now,

mydear, let us haſte to Comfort your dear

mourning Polly, and your other Mothers, I

ſhall not be myself till I am with them.

Sure never was Family more happy, more

united than ours was, my Mother and

Sifter could hardly bear me from their

Sight, and my Brother-in-Law and I had

but one Mind and one Soul. However,

our Buſineſs was now to get from Portugal

as foon as poffible, and I, once more, to

excuſe my Delay, wrote a long Account

to the three dear Creatures at Cork, of all

that had fo miraculously befel me, and

prepared

prepared them to receive theſe welcome

Guests.

. We were in Treaty for aVeſſel, in which

Mr. Courtney principally acted, when, one

Day being on board aVeſſel in the Har-

bour, invited to an Entertainment by the

Captain, a Friend of my Brother's, aBoat

rowed from a Ship juſt arrived from Eng-

land, but at too great a Diſtance to reach

us, before it madeShore, inwhich Ithought

I diſcovered a Gentleman, who ſtruck me

with the Remembrance of my old Friend

Captain White, and, to be certain, we ex-

cuſed ourſelves, and made a precipitate

Departure, after I had imparted my Obfer-

vation to my Brother, knowing we should

catch him either at the Cuſtom-houſe or the

Conful's, and be ſatisfied if it was him or

no. We were, however, convinced it was

him, as foon as we landed, for, enquiring

of the Men in the Boat, what Ship it was

just arrived, they anſwered, to my infinite

Satisfaction, the Adventure, Captain White,

and that this was his ſecond Voyage to Lif-

bon, from Dublin, where he now reſided.

Now, Brother, I faid, we'll look out for no

other Veſſel, this is that true and truſty

Friend you heard me mention, in my Story,

with whom I can confide all I have in the

World, and now, thank God, I ſhall, I

hope, hear from my Family. Before we

got
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got to the Conful's Houſe, I perceived my

worthy Friend at ſome Diſtance, talking

with a Portuguese Merchant, upon which,

though I could hardly restrain my Impa-

tience, we ſtop'd a few Minutes till they

parted, and then I met him, and, throwing

my Arms about him, to his great Surprize,

cry'd, My dear Friend-how happy am I

in meeting with you ! How long the Time

ſeems, ſince I laſt ſaw you at the Isle of

Wight. Never was Man more overjoyed or

aftoniſhed, he claſped me to his Boſom, and

we exchanged as fincere Embraces as ever

Friends witneſſed ; I then presented him to

my Brother, forced him home to our

Houſe, and introduced him to the Ladies,

and hearing the Epithets, Son, Mother,

Sifter, &c. repeated, he appeared quite

amazed ; but after I had refreſhed him with

a Glaſs or two of Wine, I related to him

all that occurr'd to me fince our last Meet-

ing. He lamented the Death of his old

Captain, even with Tears, which afreſh re-

newed my Sorrow, in which I was accom-

panied by my Mother and Siſter, who re-

vered his Memory. As to my dear Family,

about half a Yearbefore, they were all well

in Health, he said, and my Son one of the

moſt improved Children he ever faw ; but

At his

next Vifit, we acquainted him with the in-

tended Departure of my Brother and his

Family for Ireland, and he agreed, without

the leaſt Hefitation, to accommodate us all

onboard his Ship, which was a very fine

and roomy one, and, for fome Miſde-

meanor, having diſcharged his firſt Mate,

Mr. Courtney conſented to fupply his Place

in the Voyage home. In less than a Month

he had delivered his Cargo and reladed, and

moſt of my Brother's and Mother's Effects

being, at different Times, ſent on board, I,

with Betty Man and my Mother, embark'd,

and ſtood out to Sea, it being contrived

that my Brother and Siſter ſhould take a

Tour to Lagos, offwhich Port we were to

hover, and there hire a fiſhing Veſſel to

come on board, upon seeing us in the

Offing ; and for the better Deception of the

Inquifitors, who already began to fufpect

his Apoftacy, they left the Furniture in

the Houſe, and their Servants, whom on

divers
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divers Pretences they had paid their Wages,

to cover their Retreat. The Wind fitting

contrary, it was fix Days before we made

that Port, and, after the Signal agreed

upon was hung out, we foon diſcovered the

watchful Pair, ſtanding out of the Harbour,

and, backing our Sails, to our great Satif-

faction, we got them fafe onboard and di-

rectly ſtood to Sea. The Voyage was

pleasant, ſpeedy and profperous, and yet
the Veſſel did not feem to fail ſwift enough

for our Wishes, though in ſuch excellent

and endearing Company, no Means were

wanted to beguile the tedious Hours. Hea-

vens ! what Raptures fired my Bofom,

when we made the dear Coaſt, from which

Ihad been ſo long abſent, and was now re-

turning to, with fuch an Encreaſe ofHappi-

nefs ; though cut to the very Heart that

my dear Captain was dead, and could not

participate of the Felicity he had ſo earnest-

ly defired: But perhaps his fleeting Spirit,

now a guardian Minifter, accompanied and

furvey'd all our Tranſactions, and ſmooth'd

the rugged Waves before us. The first

Land we made, was Cape Clear, and three

Days after we caſt Anchor in the Harbour of

Kinfale, whencewe intended to go by Land

to Cork. My Mother and Brother, would

infiſt upon preſenting Capt. White with 200

Moidores, for his good Treatment, and we

parted

:
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parted with him and Mr. Courtney, after

they had promiſed to join us from Dublin,

where they were bound, as foon as the

Ship was delivered, the Captain promifing

alſo to bring over his Wife, to whom he

had been happily wedded for a Year and

an half. We left all our heavy Baggage at

Kinfale, and having procured a Coach fet

out for the beloved City, which contained

the Darlings of my Soul, and I was rejoiced

to obſerve that my Mother, and all the

Company, feem'd to be pleaſed with the

Country, which I found it would now be

difficult for me ever to leave. When we

arrived at Cork, we repaired to a Gentle-

man's Houſe about halfa Mile from Town,

fearful of furprizing my Polly, with too

abrupt a Diſcovery of myself, and was

received like one returned from the Grave,

and where we were very genteely accom-

modated. The firſt Thing I did was to

ſend to Dr. Gulſton and Mr. Crosby, who, to

my great Satisfaction, I heard were alive

and well, and in less than half an Hour

they were with me, and we embraced with

an Ardour that nothingbut pure Friendſhip

can inſpire. By them I learned, that my

firſt Letters were received, which had di-

videdmy Family between the Extremes of

Joy for my Safety, and of Sorrow for the

Death of my Father ; but that, by their

wife
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wife Diſcourſes, that Grief had ſomewhat

* ſubſided, though Mrs. M'namara had been

⚫ very poorly almoſt ever fince. On the

Receipt of my Second, they feemed to

have reſtored even that dear Woman to

Life, with the Tidings of my ſo wonder-

fully finding myMother and Sifter, and that

now, they hadbeen daily and most impa-

tiently wiſhing our Arrival, and ſending

to enquire of every Ship that came into the

Harbour. After I had introduced them to

my Mother, Brother and Sifter, who re-

ceived them as my moſt valued Friends, I

befought Dr. Gulfſton to go to our Houſe,

and prepare them to ſee me, whilst I flowly

followed him into the City, it being now

the Dusk ofthe Evening, leaving my Com-

- pany with Mr. Crosly and our kind Hoſt

and Hoſteſs, quite impatient to embrace

their new Relations. As I walked very

ſoftly, I knew he must arrive there near

half an Hour before me, and therefore

imagined I might knock as foon as I came

to the Door, which accordingly I did,

my Heart beating and throbbing with Ex-

pectation, Love, and Impatience. I had

no ſooner knock'd, then the Door was

openedby the well known Nurſe, whom I

gently ſqueez'd by the Hand, and, ſwiftly

paſſed by, without being able to ſpeak a

:

Word, and opening the Parlour Door, dif-

covered
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covered my dear Polly ſhedding Tears of

Joy, and attending to the goodClergyman's

Diſcourſe, and my two excellent Mothers

inmuch the fame Situation, with my pretty

Son fitting in his little Chair and chatteringby

the Fire. At the Sight of me they gave a

fudden Shriek, notwithstanding the Prepa-

rative to my Entrance, and my Wife faint-

ed away. My Breaſt was ſo tumultuoufly

agitated, that, I could only bring out a few

inarticulate Sounds, which died upon my

Tongue, and, looking tenderly on my Mo-

thers, I ſprung to my Wife, and claſping

her in my Arms foon reſtored her to Life,

by my eager and warm Embrace ; but

neither of us could ſpeak but with our

Eyes ; I then ran wildly to the other two,

and alternately bestowed thoſe Endearments

they fo richly merited, and ſqueez'd my

dear Boy to my Boſom, almoſt devouring

him with Kiſſes. The Doctor and the

Nurſe, who had now entered the Apart-

ment, could not help joining in our Tears,

crying out every now and then-God bleſs

the lovely Pair-what a bleſſed Day !-&c.

length, Reaſon, in fome Measure, refumed

her Reign, and we mutually congratulated

each other upon this joyous Meeting, and

our Hearts overflowed with Delight, Tranf-

port, and Gratitude to God for all his

- Mercies ; and the good Clergyman was

ſo affected, that he fell on his Knees in the

Midst of us, and, all following his Ex-

- ample, return'd Thanks in an extempore

Prayer, that contributed to calm our dif-

ordered Paffions .

That worthyGentleman then propoſed to

fetch myMother and the rest of our Friends,

- for indeed, I was incapable of leaving the

Apartment and the Prefence of my dear

Polly, who look'd still more beautiful, if

poſſible, thanwhen I left her; and as to my

Infant he was grown a little Cherubim, and

wore in his Face all his lovely Mother's

Graces. He return'd in about half anHour,

with my Mother, Sifter, Brother-in-Law,

Betty, Mr. Crosby, and the Gentleman and

his Wife, at whoſe Houſe I left them,

who were defirous to partake in our Satif-

faction.
