Sound like the chinking of Money) came 
into the Room where I was ſitting with the 
Woman, and in a ſhort Time roſe, and kiſſ- 
ing me, bid me farewel———The Tears 
trickled down my Cheeks, as I parted with 
him, deſiring him to give my Duty to my 
Aunt, and my Love to my Couſins :—Me- 
thought he. look'd very much diſturb'd, and 
red in the Face, and, flinging himſelf into 
the ſame Coach we came in, drove away.

| Spring, at the Root of which—2uod vivam 
tuum, which I explained, as aſcribing my 
Life and every Thing to her. Theſe Ex- 
changes of Preſents, were ſo far from being 
diſagreeable tò the Family, that they were 
applauded by them all, and the Captain mer- 
rily told his Siſter, one Day, that if ſhe was 
a good Girl in my. Abſence, perhaps he 

would give her ſome Time or other, a 
Nephew for an Huſband, an Expreſſion 
which my active Fancy flatteringly explaip- 
ed, but 10 her was quite unintelligible. 
Now the dreaded Day was arrived, and 

after a thouſand Charges to take Care of * 
= : e 
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ſelf and remember her, and as many Injunc- | 
tions on my Side, I parted with my ſweet 
Creature, after ſhedding the ſincereſt Tears 
that ever perhaps were ſhed, the whole Fa- 
mily bearing Company, and beſtowing ten 
thouſand Bleſſings upon us, and Wiſhes for 
our Welfare and Proſperity. Mrs. M*na- 
mara appeared quite inconſolable upon the 
Occaſion, and gave her Huſband Abundance 
of Cautions to uſe me tenderly, and to re- 
turn her her dear Boy ſafe again, and the 
elder Lady almoſt ſmothered me with Kiſſes, 
and added, If either of you come alone, bet- 
ter you never came at all. By the Time the 
Morning dawned we were out at Sea; but 
neither the Captain or myſelf had recovered 

our Spirits ſufficiently yet, to converſe” with 
each other. However, we were more ſociable 
before the Cloſe of that Day, and my Foſter 

Father then began to inform me of the Duty 
of my Poſt, in which he appointed an old 
and ſkilful Seaman to affift, and keep my 
Watch with me, allowing him the Pay of a 
Second Mate for that Purpoſe ; but I ſoon 
reduced my Theoretic Knowledge to Prac- 
tice; and, before. the Concluſion of our 
Voyage, could hand, reef, ſteer, and execute 
every other Part of my Profeſſion, as well as 
any Man on board, and kept ſo perfect a 
Journal, that my Patron pronounced I ſnould 
be the compleateſt Navigator thatever ſtep'd 
between Stem and Stern of a Ship. As to 

f 
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my Uſage, it was ſtrictly that from a Fa- 
ther to a Son; we lay in the ſame Bed, and 
eat- at the ſame Table, and I had as much 
Weight and Authority on board as himſelf, 
and never were the Moments more delight- 
fully ſpent, than when we . were converſing 
of the dear Folks at Home, who were con- 
ſtantly in my Mind, and for whoſe Health 
and Safety I did not forget to offer up my 
Petitions to the Author of all Good. We 
arrived at Amſterdam, after a very pleaſant 
and ſpeedy Paſſage, and in ſuch ſerene and 
flattering Weather, as was abundantly. ſut- 
ficient to egg a young Seaman to further 
Adventures, upon the treacherous and un- 
certain Waves. At Amſterdam, the Captain 
permitted me to go frequently on Shore, 
where, as we could not both leave the Ship 
at the ſame Time, his Freighter's Son, Mr. 
Forbes, a young Scotch Gentleman about 
twenty Years of Age, conducted me to fee 
every Thing remarkable in that opulent and 
populous City, with its Stadthoufe and other 
public Buildings, Arſenals,. Hoſpitals, Pri- 
ſons, and every Thing that could excite the 
Curioſity of a Stranger: As the Scene was 
quite new to me, I enjoy'd-it with a pro- 
digious Pleaſure, making Memorandums, in 
my Pocket:Book, of every Thing worthy ta 
be treaſured in Remembrance; of their Form 
of Government, the Manners and Cuſtoms 

Jof the People; and, in particular, of their 
amv 
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menſe Trade, cartied on to all Parts of the 
Globe, which renders it the Storehouſe of 
the World. 

If theſe Things amazed me, I was no leſs 
the Affoniſhment'of the Merchants we were 
conſigned to, who often complimented the 
Captain upon his young Mate, one of my 
Years never having been in that Poſt before; 
and here we received, before we had com- 
pleted our Lading, moſt welcome Letters 
from our Family, particularly I had one 

from my Pell, filled with the utmoſt Love 
and Tendernets, to which J returned an An- 
iwer, fraught with all the Affection, and 
wrote with all that Fervour, that ſoftened my 
Breaſt and was the Effect of her Charms. 
J alfo wrote to my dear Mamma, and her 
Mother, which the Captain did alſo. This 
Duty performed, our Minds were fomewhat 
ealy. Nothing very particular occurred in 
our Voyage from hence to Meæſſina, in Sicily, 
whither we were firſt bound; fave that, 
in the Bay of Biſcay, we met with a moſt 
terrible Storm, and the very firſt I had ex- 
perienced, which however we weathered ſafe- 
Fo but with great Difficulty, Fatigue and 
Danger, The Captain was ſtill more pleaſed 
than ever, to ſee me on this Emergency calm, 
compoſed: and vigilant; which he was never | 
tired of praifing me for, when we had 

| leiſure ſufficient to unbend ourſelves over a 
flowing Bowl. It was indeed ſome *

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for Aſtoniſnment, conſidering the tender 
Uſage. and ſoft. living I had lately expe- 
rienced, that the Hardſhips, Watchings, and 
Cares incident to a Sea-taring Life, ſhould 

| {o well be born, and become fo agreeable to 
me; but I ſeemed formed for my Profeſſior, 
grew ſtrong and robuſt every Day, and my 
Health improved as well, as my Figure, of 
which the Captain never failed to give me 
very flattering Notices. We ſtaid only a 
Week in this delighttul Iſland, of which I 
had read ſo much in antient Authors, and 
from thence ſhaped our Courſe for Smyrna z 
but before we reached our Port, a new Trial 
of Courage and Conſtancy preſented itſelf. 
At about a League to the Southward, we 
diſcovered two ſmall Veſſels, by the Help of 
our Glaſſes, coming before the Wind, with 
all their Sails a-trip; who having that Ad- 
vantage neared us apace; but as their Force 
appeared inferior to ours, we were under no 
great Apprehenſion, for we nted ſixteen 
Carriage ak and were IT d with thirty 
ſtout Hands, nor were deficient in Ammu- 
nition or - ſmall Arms, and beſides, knew 
we were in Peace with all the pyratical States 
of Barbary, except the Salleetines, whom we 
had no great Apprehenſions from, fo high in ö 
theſe Seas. Come, my Dear, ſays Captain 
Menamara, if theſe. are Enemies we muſt 
een fight 'em, I know no other Chance. 
10 which I anſwered, with great hrs: chat 
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—That'we will, Sir; *tis better to die than'ty 
be Slaves.

Cheers and a Broadfide, which immediately

he neſs and Humanity would have had me; but 
or reſolved to ſtand it out to the laſt. I ſtood 
to my Gun, like an old Warrior, and every 
e- MW now and then fired a ſmall Arm that ſtood 
ur beſide me, ſo dexterouſly, that many of our 

Men ſwore they ſaw me drop two or three 
of our Enemies ; nor was Linattentive to the 
working the Veſſel, but ever and anon tend- 
ed the Braces, with as much Calmneſs as if 
nothing had been the Matter: Indeed, the 
firſt Broadſide, I was in ſome Trepidation, 
and under ſome little Diſmay, nor did ] ſee 
our wounded Men without a reluctant Pain, 
the Conſequence of the natural Humanity of 
my Diſpoſition. By this Time the Bark had 
— under our Larboard-bow, and attempted 
to grapple us; but we were prepared for 
them, and peppered, them ſo well with our 
ſmall Arms, that they. ſeemed to be almoſt 
ſick of the Buſineſs, and haled off at ſome 
Diſtance ; upon which we put about Ship, 
and gave, them our Starboard Broadſide, 

| which we found hulld*em confoundedly and 
killed a great Number, by their diſmal 
Yells, and the Poſition they lay in. Mean 
Time, the other having repaired his Da- 
mages was returning to the Fight, when, 
perceiving a, Veſſel in the Offing, which

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ſtood drecdy towards us, and which now, ay! Mer 
well as we, they found to be a Malteſe Cru. ith 
zer, they ſet all their Sails and began to run Nnow- 
for be it was in vain, for the Cruizer NCon 
2 came up with her, and took her after a Mwhe! 
ery ftout Reſiſtance. Mean Time, we MPriz 

were endeavouring to get over the Side and WRew 
man our Long boat, in order to board the I far 
other Bark in our Turn, which lay now like NNig 
a Wreck, "ſhe had been fo mauled ; but, by MWwith 
ſome Accident or other, before we could Arn 
effect our Deſign, ſhe blew up, with a dread«MEml 
ful Exploſion, and the whole Crew were I ſhev 
either torn to Pieces in the Air, or periſhed Wthe ! 
in the Deep, except two poor Wretches, Wack: 
whom with Difficulty we ſaved. In about love 
two Hours after, the Malteſe Veſſel came up Wiron 
with his Prize, on which the Captain went nom 
on board him, and gave an Account of to 2 
the Attack made upon us, and found the 
two Corſairs were mann'd with 110 Men, 
40 of which had either been killed by our 
Fire, or loſt in the Veſſel that had blown up, 
and that 36 had been killed in the other by 
us and the Captors, Who had only three Men 
wounded and one killed. On our Part ten 
were wounded and three killed. The Crui- 

zer was a Ship of Force commanded by a 
Spaniſh Knight of Malia, Don Geronims. 
Mendoza, who entertained Captain Menamara 
with great Politeneſs, and ſent his Surgeon 
on ene us to take Care of our wounded:

ith us; who alſo dreſſed my Hurt, which, 
however, was but very flight, and we kept 
Company with him till we got into Smyrna, 
when he bore away for the Moree with his 
Prize.

When the Captain, the 
Night after the Engagement, was alone 
with me in the Cabin, he took me in his 
Arms, and after a ſtrenuous and affectionate 
Embrace, ſaid, My deareſt Boy—you have 
ſhewed ſo much Steadineſs and Bravery in 
the late Action, that I ſhall never be able to 
acknowledge it ſufficiently ; indeed, I can't 
love you better than I did before: — I ſhall 
from henceforward not only be your Father 
nominally, but will admit you immediately 
to all the Privileges of a Son—ail I poſſeſs 
ſhall be yours, and nothing ſhall be with- 
held from you: Your Friends at home 
will be pleaſed at your Behaviour, - your 
Polly will adore her Hero—and, ] tay 
the Word—ſhe ſhall be yours, as Part of 
the Reward of this ſhining Action, when 
your Ages will permit. I was fo full of a a 
grateful Senſe of this agreeable Addreſs, .

If_T behaved well, it was owing to the

- tion and Gratitude, with which my Boſom 
is ſo-replete. He hugg*d me atreſh at the Con- 
cluſion of theſe Words, and told me I was all 
over a Miracle of Goodneſs and Generoſity, 

Some Expreſſions this worthy Man had 
made uſe of, recalled the faint Ideas re.

and going by his Name, at his Deſire; 
but I muſt freely own, that, notwithſtand-

Cargo, and reladed, we failed to Sand.. 
roon, hearing of ſome Gentlemen there, whc

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for very largely in theſe Seas ; we likewiſe 

' touch'd at Damietta and Alexandria, from 
whence we took our Departure for Venice, 
where we were conſign'd; and, as I had all 

the Liberty of going on ſhore that I could 
defire, and kept Company with the Chief 
Merchants of our Nation, 1 had an Op- 

| portunity of ſeeing every Thing that de- 
ſerved. Notice, by which my Mind was daily 
enlarged and improved, and before we left 
Venice I could talk very tolerable 7talian. 
Still, I don't know how, I ſigh'd after Cork 
and my dear Pally, whom I could ſeldom 
baniſh an Hour together from my Thoughts. 
At Venice, we. took in another Cargo for 
Zant and Corfu, from whence we touch'd at 
Malta; in three Weeks after which we paſs'd 
the Straits of Gibraltar, and arrived ſafely 
at Cadiz, where we once more renewed our 
Cargo in order to fail homewards ; after 
which I long*d extremely, and thought I 
began to breathe my native Air almoſt, when 
we got into the Atlantick Ocean. We had 
very ſtormy, wet, and uncomfortable Wea- 
ther til] we arrived at Briſtal, where we ſtaid 
near 'three Weeks, and had the Pleaſure of 
hearing from home, that all our Family 
were well, and in earneſt Expectation of 
our Arrival. If I had been look'd upon as 
a Kind of a Prodigy elſewhere, my Fame 
was raiſed ſtill more at Briſtol, where the 
Merchants were amazed to ſee a Youth

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tranſacting Buſineſs of the utmoſt Moment, 
with the Gravity and Attention of a Man 
of Fifty; fo that the Captain led the Life 
of a Gentleman, confiding all to his Son : 
But when he ſhewed them my Journal, 
with the Obſervations I had made upon 

the Bearings and Diſtances of the Coaſts 
we had failed upon, and the Manners of 
the People, and not a few Remarks in Na- 
tural Hiſtory, and Compariſons with ancient 
Times, I was never without one Invitation 
or other to be exhibited as a Sight, and the 
Biſhop, being in the City, I was even ſent 
for, and dined with him, who was fo 
charm*d with me, that he offered to take 
me into his Family, and promote me in the 
Church, if the Captain would have con- 
ſented; but neither he nor J had any Incli- 
nation to be ſevered from each other. As 
to my Perſon, I was grown conſiderably 
taller and ſomewhat fatter ; but it had yet

Indeed we were ſcarcely calm enough the 
whole Day, to anſwer the many Queſtions 
aſk'd on all Sides; the Eyes of the three 
Ladies were continually bent upon me, and 
I, in return, devoured my Polly almoſt, who 
methought looked more charming than ever, 
and her blooming Graces had arrived to 
ſuch a Degree of Maturity, as ſpoke her 
a perfect Beauty. I hugged her, and preſsd 
her to my Boſom one Minute, the next 
embraced my dear Mamma, and again 
kiſs'd her Mother's Hand; in ſhort, the 
Scene of this Day can never be conceived, 
but by ſuch as have been as long abſent 
from thoſe they moſt eſteem'd and valued 
in the World.

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upon me, with the higheſt Satisfaction. 
In their Turns they acquainted us of what 
had happened in our Abſence, by which 
we found they had lived very retired ; and 
Polly's Mother added, And T'll tell you 
what, my dear, that Girl has hardly ſtirr'd 
out above once a Week, and then we have 
made her by Force, ſhe was ſo wedded to 
thinking of you. Then, I'll anſwer for it, 
reply'd the Captain, that my Boy has paid 
her in her own Coin; for I believe he has 
had her in his Head every Hour in the Ngy, 
as I have often perceived, by his Anſwers 
to the Queſtions I have put to him ; and 
faith it's no Wonder, for if ſhe ever thinks 
of a Man of more Merit, or + of a Wo- 
man of more Beauty, in the World, I ſhall 
never pretend to Judgment in theſe Mat- 
ters again.

ther Tars have a plentiful Repaſt. When 

they came on ſhore, we loaded them with 
Preſents, and brought. home for our own 
Ladies, the various Rarities of the Countries 
we had viſited, to add to the Contents of 
their Wardrobes and Cabinets. When we 
arrived at our Houſe, . an Opportunity pre- 

ſented itfelf, which I embraced, of handing 
my lovely Maid into the Summer-houſe, 
where, the Moment ſhe was ſeated, I flung 
myſelf upon my Knees before her, claſp'd 
my Arms about her delicate Waift, and 
fondly gazing on her for fome Mo- 
ments, cried, Oh! my heavenly Crea- 
ture, how cruel has this tedious Abſence 
ſeem'd to me, and yet more ſo, being fo 
long after my Arrival, before I could pour 
out my Soul before you!

every one, to have the fuller View, had 
withdrawn to ſome Diſtance from the Table,

The whole Company were ſtrangely 
amazed at this deſperate Concluſion, and, 

as to my Part, I was ſo ſhocked and affect- 
ed, that I could hardly ſupport myſelf from 
falling So manifeſt a Diſplay of divine Ju- 
ſtice upon theſe Criminals, filled me with 
reverential Awe, and I ſet out, ſoon after- 
wards, upon my Journey, with a Mind full 
of Reflection upon the horrid Event, and a 
Soul, bleeding almoſt, at the Miſeries, 
Diſorders, and Wickedneſſes of human Na- 
ture; nor did J fail to minute, in my 
Pocket Book, every Particular of ſuch an 
uncommon Incident. I took ſo much Time 
in my Tour, in viewing every Thing cu- 
rious, that it was four Days before J arrived 
at Maidenbead, to a Gentleman's in the Neigh- 
bourhood of which Place I had a recom- 
mendatory Letter from Briſtol, and whoſe 
Hoſpitality kept me two Days more at his 

1 muft confeſs, though I knew: Eg1land 
was. my native Country, yet, having lived 
from my Infancy in Ireland, and left there 
all that was dear or valuable to me, I did

As it was near three o'Clock in the After- 
noon when I ſet out from Maidenhead, it 
was dark before I reach'd Hounſlow, on 
which Account I put up there for the enſu- 
ing Night, and: the next Day reach'd Lon- 
don, Time enough to be a Witneſs of the 
Hurry and. Noiſe in that opulent City; and, 
repairing to the firſt Inn I came at, left 
my Horſe, and taking a Hackney Coach, 
ordered it to drive to Crutched Fryars, to 
the Merchant's Houſe that Capt. M*namara 

had given me Letters to, who received me 
in a very diſtinguiſhing Manner, and pro- 

vided me with the beſt Apartment in his 
Houſe. At his Invitation and his Lady's, 
I for ſome Days partook of the Diverſions 
and Entertainments this famous City affords, 
and viſited every Place of publick Reſort ; 
yet did not forget to write to my Wife and 
our Family, to let them know of my fate Ar- 
rival; in Anſwer to which I received Aſſur- 
ances of their Health and Welfare, to my 
great Satisfaction. It vas near three Weeks 
before my Veſſel waß ready for failing, and 
my Principals having left the Chriſtening of 
her to me, I named her the Charming Molly, 

in Honour of my Spouſe. She was, built 
* Mr. Taylor of Retberbith, and was as 

| complete 
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complete a molded Veſſel as ever came 
out of a Dock. When I had ſettled all 
Matters with that Gentleman, my next Bu- 
ſineſs was to look out for a Freight, to any 
Port of Ireland ; and here again I experienced 
how much I had gained the Favour of my 
London Friends) for I never expected a greater 
Lading than would juſt pay the Expences 
of the Voyage, whereas they had taken ſo 
much Care to encourage the young Cap- 
tain, as they called me, that 1 was quite 
full, and likely to make even a profitable 
Trip of it. I had procured Sixteen ve 
able Hands, and engaged a Devonſhire Man, 
one Mr. Courtney, as my Mate, with an 
Aſſurance, if we liked him, of going our 
next Voyage, in the ſame Capacity. | 

And now, being ready, 1 fell down to 
Graveſend, where I took in a Paſſenger or 
two, and a fair Wind ſpringing up, ſtood 
through the Channel, in longing Expecta- 
tion of ſeeing my Family. My Ship was 
a prime Sailor, which gave me great Plea- 
ſure, and my Hands all willing and ready, 
ſo that I did not doubt of a few Days 
* me home, where I was firſt to 
touch, though ſome of my N was con- 

*fign'd to Kinſale and Dublin; hut when we 
got a · breaſt of Dover, the Wind came 
about to the S. W. with ſuch hard Gales, 
that we were frequently obliged to lie too

And now the Day of parting came, when! 
was to bid adieu to the dear Partner of my Bo- 
ſom, the Solace and Reward of all my former 
Sufferings, and to leave an helpleſs Infant, who 
was yet almoſt unconſcious of having a Father, 
of which he was ſo cruelly to be robbed : 
What we felt, no Tongue, no Pen, is able 
to deſcribe ; the Separation of the Soul from 
the Body could not be more dreadful, more 
tremendous. A thouſand, and a thouſand 
times, we claſped each other in our Arms, 
for our Speech faultered, nor could we utter 
any Thing, but broken and disjointed Ac- 
cents, mingled ' with Sighs that rent our 
very Hearts, and Tears that inceſfant flowed! 
Oh! gentle Reader, excufe a further De- 
ſcription of this fad, this mournful Scene : 
If thou haſt a Soul replete with all the ten- 
dereſt Affections, if thou haſt been happy 
in the loved Embraces of a good, a vir- 
tuous Wife, in the fond Cares of an only 
Child, whoſe innocent Blandiſhments have 
cheared thy Hours; and, if thou ever wert 
thus barbarouſſy dragged from ſuch refined, 
ſuch Heart-felt Enjoyments, thou can*lt ſec! 
all that paſſed in my tortured Boſom. My 
Mother, and Mrs. M*namara, alſo, claimed 
their Share of us, and clung about our 

: | b Necks, 
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Necks, nor would all the Riches in the 
World be a Recompence for the Pain we 
gave them. The Captain too drop'd a ſor- 
rowing Tear, and we were, for the Re- 
mainder of the Time we ſtaid together, 
a Picture of the moſt grievous Diſtreſs, and 
of that Anguiſh that the deareſt Friends 
experience who part, with an Aſſurance 
that they never can fee each other more. 
Oh! God, let me ſhut up the dreadful 
Scene, which every Time I recollect, till 
cauſes direful Pangs in my throbbing Bo- 
ſom, and is renewed with as much Violence, 
almoſt, as when it really happened. Andindeed 
it was even ſo afflicting to us all, that the 
Captain himſelf wiſhed, but too late, that 
he had not embarked -in the Undertaking. 
They followed us to the Beach, and we 
Kept our Eyes upon each. other, till the en- 
vious Diſtance mocked our ſtraining Sight, 
and then, retiring to our Cabin, left the Ship 
tothe Charge of our Officers, and burſt into 
a renewed Flood of Tears, nor were able to 
attend our Duty, or ſpeak to each other, for 
the Remainder of the Day; but Time, 
which will fortify even the moſt delicately 
tender Natures, at length brought us ſome- 
what to ourſelves; though, for at leaſt a 
Month, a Smile was not diſcovered upon 

our Countenances, and we ſeemed, in all 
we did, to be acted upon by Force and Ne- 
ceſſity, like mere Machines. But, as if

Heaven was pleaſed to give us a Foretaſte 

of our future Sufferings, we met with very 
ſtormy Weather in our Voyage to Amſter- 
dam, whence we ſailed in about a Month, on 
the firſt of Auguſt, my Birth-day, in the 
Year 1733, the Day that brought me into a 
World of Trouble and Miſery, and from 
which I was now to date the Beginning of 
the moſt dreadful Misfortunes. Yet, let 
me not conceal a Circumſtance that ſent us 
from this Port with Peace and Calm in 
our Breaſts, and made us, with Alacrity, at- 
tend to our Duties: We had wrote to our 
dear Family, and in Return received Let. 
ters from them, aſſuring us that they had 
Tecovered in ſome Meaſure from their 
Griefs, and that, bating the Melancholy our 
Abſence induced, they were in perfect 
Health. This was the laſt Time, for a 
dreadful Space, I was to hear from that be- 
loved Quarter; and my Wife's Letter 
breathed ſuch good Senſe mingled with fuch 

_ ardent Affection, that I can't forbear pre- 
ſerving it in theſe Memoirs, from the Rage 
of Time. WW?

The Weather ſtill continued to be ex- 
tremely foul; and the Winds hung fo con- 
trary, that it was near ſeven Weeks before 
we made the Madeiras, and caſt Anchor 
before the Town of Funchial, where we 
NY 9 were 
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were entertained with great Friendſhip, by | 
the Ergih Conſul and Merchants, and ſup- 
plied, by the Portugueſe, with every Thing 
we ſtood in Need of. I was greatly pleaſed 
with the Proſpect of the Iſland, and Hoi. 
pitality of the People, which in ſome Mea- 
ſure chang'd the deſpicable Opinion I had 
before entertain'd of the Portugueſe Nation ; 
though I received ſtill worſe Impreſſions 
than I had ever done before, of their ſuper- 
ſtitious Religion, and abſurd Ceremonies, 
by the Stupidity both of the Priefts and 
Laity, at the Madeiras, where, if any think- 
ing Man has a Veneration for the Roman 
Catholick Syſtem, I think he may meet 
with a Cure. a 

Whilft we ſtaid here, I was very inno- 
cently near being drawn into an ugly 
Scrape; Don Juan de Moncada, the Com- 
mander of their Troops, conceived ſuch 
an Inclination to me, that he invited the 
Captain and me to reſide, when on ſhore, 
at his Houſe, which was one of the beſt 
in the Place, and even permitted his Wife, 
contrary to the Portugueſe Cuſtom, to fit at 
Table with us, and. be frequently in our 
Company. She was a young Lady of a 
graceful Perſon and a pleaſant Diſpoſition ; 
but very amorous, and had ſuddenly con- 

_ tracted ſome tender Impreſſions of me. As 
I knew very little of the Portugucſe Tongue, 
we generally converſed in Italian, which her 
* Huſband 
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Huſband did not underſtand, we talking 
with him in French, and therefore, ſhe. 
would frequently even before him, expreſs, 
her Paſſion for me, in an artful Manner, 
which however, I would never ſeem to un- 
derſtand, and if I could handſomely have 
refrained going to the Houſe, would have 
kept on board to avoid her Importunities, 
which grew every Day ſtronger and ſtronger, 
As ill Luck would have it, the Don had-a 
Servant that had been in Lab, and knew 
ſomewhat of the Language, or enough, 
however, to find out what Subject his Lady 
principally talked to me upon, which, a- 
greeably to the Diſpoſition of his F unction, 
he immediately imparted to his Maſter, 
The Don, jealous as any of his Nation, 
without further Enquiry, denounced Ven- 
geance, nay, perhaps, had I been preſent at 
the Diſcovery would have immediately ſtab- 
bed me. 
Tt happened, that he told the Story to 

an Iriſhman, who he intended to employ in 
his Revenge, and who undertook to Way- 
lay and put me to Death the firſt Opportu- 
nity; but the 1ri/bman, whom I had oblig'd, 
frequently, with one preſent or another from 
on board, and who took me, as well as the 
Captain, for his Countryman, gave me 
private: Advice of the Reception "that was 
intended for me, after which I never went 

on ſhore; but heard, however, that the 
G 2 poor 
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poor Lady had been very ill uſed and ſtrait- 
ly confined upon the Occaſion. Harm 
watch, Harm catch, 1s an old and ſhrewd 
Adage, and ſo it happened in the preſent 
Caſe. 2 

The aforeſaid officious Servant was pretty 
near my own Age and Stature, and, ſome 
Days before this Matter broke out, I had 
made the ungrateful Rogue a Preſent of a 
Coat, the Don had ſeen me wear, as a Re- 
ward for ſome Services .he did me at his 
Houſe. Now though we kept up a Courſe 
of Civilities {till, yet neither the Captain 
or I, having completed our Buſineſs, ever 
went on ſhore after the I1riþman's Infor- 
mation ; though we gave no Suſpicion of 
the Reaſon, waiting for a fair Wind to 

Carry us out to Sea. But as Jealouly is 
ever watchful and ſuſpicious, the Don ima- 
gined I kept a Correſpondence, yet, with 
his Wife, and walk'd every Night on the 
Shore, and about his Houſe, in Hopes of 
catching me aſhore ſomewhere, or lurking 
under her Window. 
One of theſe Evening's, his Man acci- 
.dentally came by, in the Coat I had beſtow'd 
upon him, and whether he had not worn 
it before, or whether his Maſter's Paſſion 
blinded him, I can't tell, but he ran the 
unhappy Fellow through the Body, and 
Aled to Sanctuary. When I heard of this 
Murder, I was greatly concern'd, and, to 
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do Juſtice to myſelf and the Lady, wrote 
a Letter to undeceive him. What it pro- 
duced in her Favour I can't determine, 
for, by the Time he received it, we had 
weighed and put to Sea, with a fair Wind, 
to proceed on our intended Voyage. | 
We ſhaped our Courſe S. S. W. for the 

Cape Verde Iſlands, with an Intent to Wood 
and Water, and for four or five Days con- 
rinued to have eaſy ard proſperous Gales, 
till in Latitude 25% 6'. the Wind chopp'd 
about to the Southward of the Eaſt, and 
blew with continued Violence for ſeveral 
Days, a Thing not very uſual in the Li- 
mits of the Trade Winds,' in the Month of 
Oflober; we were oblig'd the ſecond Day to 
lie too, and let the Ship drive with- the 
Tempeſt, and at Length, to try a Hull, 
in which diſmal. Situation the Waves broke 
over us with ſuch Force, that we appre- 
hended every Minute we ſhould have foun- 
der'd and gone to the Bottom. In ſhort, 
this was a trying Storm; but however, af- 
forded us the Satisfaction of perceiving that 
our Mates and the whole Crew, were as 
good Hands as ever ſtepp'd between Stem 
and Stern of a Ship. When the Storm 
abated, we found we were driven back, to 
the Height of the Canary Hands, but then, 
a Breeze ſpringing up at E. N. E. we ſoon 
recovered our old Latitude, and then ſhift- 
ing to N. W. by N. we in about fix Days

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made St. Anthony, theWeſternmoſt of the Cape 1 
Verde Iſlands, and running in between it and 

St. Vincent, dropp'd Anchor in a Bay to the | 
North-Eaſtward juſt above the Town. 
Here we lay near a Fortnight, till we | 
had ſufficiently -wooded and watered, and | 
procured an Addition to our live Stock, 
with Herbs and Roots peculiar to the Iſland, 
which were of great Service to our Healths. - 
It was the 297h of October before we depart- 
ed from this Place, after which we met 
with nothing remarkable, till we reckon'd 
ourſelves a- breaſt of the Carribbee Hands, and 
in Longitude 54% of Weſt of London, when, 
all on a ſudden, about the Hour of Mid- 
night, it being my Watch upon Deck, we 

_ -heard a diſmal Crack, followed with a 
Shower, as it were of Fire, which broke 

cover us, as if the whole Diſſolution of the 
World was coming on; I was ſtruck down, 
and remained inſenſible for ſome Time; 

bdut when J recovered, found myſelf, through 
Mercy, unhurt; but three of my Watch were 
killed, and another very much ſcorch'd, 

and thoſe that thus diſmally loſt their Lives, 
| ſeemed to be reduced to a perfect Cinder, 

and all the Buckles, Buttons, and every 
Thing elſe of Metal which they had about 
them were melted. © Our Main- top-gallant 
"Maſt was ſplit to Pieces, and our Main- 

Maſt much ſhattered, our Pumps were 
ſplit, and one of them burſt between * 
kk 8 ur 
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four of our lower Deck. Planks were torn 
up, and our Main-Wale burſt through a- 
bout two Feet above Water, and the Ship 
was filled with a ſulphurous Smoke. The 
horrid Crack, which preced:d all this, was 
of no longer Duration than whilſt a Man 
could tell Twenty. Such an extraordinary 
ſudden Exploſion, as it may be called, was 

hardly ever experienced, and the oldeſt Na- 
vigator amongſt us, never even heard of 
the like in theſe Seas. The Captain and 

my Brother Officers, were in an Inſtant up- 
on Deck, where, the firſt Sight that preſent- 
ed, was me, lying on the Quarter- Deck 
Motionleſs. At this Sight the former broke 
eut into loud Lamentations, crying, Oh! 
Heavens, he's dead | I have loſt my Son! 

and flinging himſelf down by me, with his 
warm Preſſure reſtored me to myſelf, and 
then his Joy was as exquiſite as his Grief _ 
had been, at which I teſtified, . a true Filiz! 
Gratitude. We all lamented che unhappy 
Accident, and buried our deceaſed Com- 
panions, with decent Ceremony, myſelf be- 
ing Chaplain upon the Occaſion, | and read- 
ing the Burial Service as we committed 
their Bodies to the Deep. We ſoon re- 
pair d our other Damages, and made Shift 
with our Fore and Mizen-Maſts to get fafe 
into the Harbour of St. John's at Antigug, 
where we ſupplied the Place of. our. ſhat- 
ter d Main-malt by a new one. We were a

Chaſtiſement from Heaven, made us ſtill 
more circumſpect, and I read Prayers twice 

- a Day, all Hands being called up for that 
Purpoſe, during the reſt of our Voyage to 
to Jamaica, where we caſt Anchor in Port 
Royal Harbour in about three Weeks after- 
wards. And here our Correſpondent afore- 
mentioned came on Board, and viewed the 
Ship, was mightily pleaſed with every Thing 
about her, and thought her very fit for the 
Service intended.

mit a conſiderable Sum to our Owners, 
and as my 300 J. was doubled, I remitted 
the Encreaſe to my Polly, to whom and 
the other Ladies we had an Opportunity of 

Writing, by a Man of War of twenty Guns, 
which was going to England, Capt. M*na- 
mara allo ſent home his Share of our Profit, 
and, before we left Jamaica again, we were 
able not only to repleniſh our Cargo, but 
to pay our Men every Penny of their Wages, 

ſrom their firſt Entrance; and they had 
ſuch an Opinion of the Voyage we were

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were at this Time offered to Seamen for the 
Run home; not one of them left us, but 
{wore they'd live and die by us. We alſo 
procured three other Hands in the Room 
of thoſe we ſo unfortunately loſt.

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for indeed we denied them no reaſonable 
Liberty, nor any of the Seamen. 

DODne Evening, returning to our Lodgings

Fellow had his Hand up again to repeat his

As to my 
Part, whilſt he ſtaid at Jamaica we were in- 

ſeperable, he had ſo ſoft a Turn of Mind, 
and poſſeſſed ſo many of the Virtues of 

the Portugueſe, and was tainted with ſo few 
of their Follies or Vices, that I loved him 
extremely, and he loaded our Ship with + 
Preſents of every Thing rare that he hac 

with him, in ſo generous a Manner, that = 
one would have thought him a Nobleman. | 
My two or three Weeks Intercourſe ww —_— 
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134 The ApvenTures 'of ') 
this Gentleman, made me a” conſiderable 
Proficient in his Language, which he was 
proud to be my Tutor in, and in which! 
was greatly aſſiſted by having before apply'd 
myſelf to the Spaniſh, as it might be of 
great Uſe to me in our intended Voyage. 
We underſtood, before his Departure, that 
he was bound to the Brazils, and was like- 
ly to ſtay there and on that Coaſt for near a 
Twelvemonth. 

All Things now being ready, and Mr. 
Dauglas come on board, we weighed and put 
to Sea, having taken Leave of all our 
kind and generous Friends on the Iſland; 
where, to our great Joy, neither T nor ſome 
other Men on board, who had not been 
ſeaſoned to the Climate, had felt the leaſt 
IIlneſs. Thoſe of our Acquaintance who 
knew the Deſign we were upon, had em- 
bark'd their ſeveral Ventures with us, not 
in the leaſt doubting of Mountains of 
Profit, for their Mole-hills of Hazard; and 
we had alſo engaged a very good Surgeon 

to go with us named, Davidſon, a Native 
of Aberdeen in Scotland, who was nearly 
related to Mr. Douglas. 

The firſt Place we touched at, after our 
8 Departure from Jamaica, was Surinam, a 

f "thriving Colony upon the Terra Firma be- 
longing to the Dutch, which we principally 
did 42 the Sake of Intelligence, and here

Advice gave us great Satisfaction, and if

Heads, and which included in it one of the 
greateſt Misfortunes, that to me could have 
happened at this or any other Time. 
We had juſt obſerved the Land at about 

the Diftance of five Leagues, when the WW 
third Mate at the Maſt-head, cried out a WW + 
Sail to the South-Weſt, and added, that ſhe a 

appeared, as nearly as he could diſtinguiſh, i „ 
to be a Ship of Force, and that ſhe ſtood IF +} 
directly towards us. Immediately the Cap- 7 

3 tain went up to the Main-top, and look- th 
ing through his Glaſs came down to us, il & 

and ſaid he could juſt diſcern her Hull, that J 
ſhe was near four Miles he judged to the 

' Weſtward; but as the Wind ſtood for her, 
he believed we ſhould know what ſhe was in 
about an Hour, and that he ſuſpected her to 
be the very Guarda Coſta that we wiſhed to 
avoid. ' We then went into the Cabin, to 
deliberate on what Methods were beſt to pur- 
ſue; and, as our Ship was a prime Sailor, 

we were all Hands, but himſelf, for running 
to the Eaſtward, to try to eſcape her; for 
though we had made no trade yet, we knew 
vhat mercy to expect ſhould the Spaniards 
make Prize of us on their Coaſt, which 
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was neither better nor worſe than Confiſca- 
tion of Ship and Cargo, and perhaps Sla- 
very for Lite for ourſelves in the Mines of 
Baldivia. But poor Captain M*namara, blind 
to his own Fate, inſiſted upon the Strength 
of his Ship and the Bravery of his Men, 
and ſaid it was very likely ſome Veſſel 
bound for Europe, or if it was what we ima- 
gined, we ſhould treat her too roughly for 
her to get eaſily into the South Seas, and that 
as they had no Men of War there, if they 
alarmed the Governments ever ſo much, 
the People would contrive to trade with us, 
and perhaps, after the proper Preſents, even 
with the Connivance of the Governors 
themſelves. In ſhort, he brought Mr. 
Douglas over to his Opinion, and, as to us 
three, Mr. Courtney, Mr, Lillingſton and my+ 
ſelf, we gave the Matter up to their ſuperior | 
Judgment. Accordingly we ſtood on our 
Courſe, and in about two Glaſſes found- it 
was really the St. James de Compoſtella, by the 
Deſcription of her ; who ſeeing us come up 
ſo boldly, hauled her Wind and lay by to 

receive us. As to our Parts we had got 
every Thing ready for Fight, in Caſe we 
were attacked, our Nettings were filled, our 
Guns loaded and primed, and our ſmall 
Arms brought upon the Quarter-deck, and 
prepared for Action, and all our brave Fel- 
lows ready and willing to fall to work, every 
body being ſtationed in his proper * 4

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We wore a Spaniſh Jack, Enſign and Pen- 
"nant, and, as ſoon we came within reach M 
of the Guarda Coſta, ſhe fired a Gun to the ch 
Leeward, which we anſwered in the ſame MW W. 
Manner, and then they haled us. Upon fre 
this we pulled down our Spaniſh and hoiſted MW th 
* Engliſh Colours, and with the ſpeaking W E. 
Trumpet I told them who we were, and w. 
that we came from Rio Grande, but were I to 
driven out of our Courſe, Immediately of 
we perceived their Mainſail clued up, and in ta: 
a Minute they edged about and gave us a 1 6c 
whole Broadſide, which however did us no fu 
Damage, ſave beating in the Bow of our 
Long-boat, which lay in the Chains, We 
returned this Compliment with ſingle Guns, 
till we got within Jeſs than Piſtol Shot, 
when we tacked, and poured in a whole 
Broadſide upon them, which we could plain- 
ly perceive made great Slaughter, and da- 
maged ſome of their Rigging; but ſhe ſoon 
got into order and peppered us with her ſmall 
Shot, which killed two of our Men and 
"wounded Mr. Lillingſton, whilſt we were 
tacking again to give her our other Broad-

A pily we miſs*d Stays, and for ſome Mo- 
F _ ments lay expoſed to their whole Fire, which 

killed three more of our Hands, and our 
' worthy Commander had his left Leg ſhat-

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a dreadful Blaſt, which carried away their 
Main-top Gallant-maſt and Bowſprit, killed 
them a conſiderable Number of Men, and 
we ſaw the Captain as he ſeemed to be, fall 
from the Arm Cheſt, as if dead, and ano- 
ther Officer, who was tending the main 
Braces, diſappeared in the ſame, Manner. I 
was now all Rage and. Paſſion, and reſolved 
to revenge myſelf, if poſſible, for the Loſs 
of my dear Friend, who was I feared mor- 
tally wounded, and gave them a third Broad- 
ſide whilſt they were in their *preſent Con- 
fuſion z which was only languidly anſwered 
by ſeveral Diſcharges of their ſmall Arms, 
at which we alſo ply'd them cloſely ; but 
poor Mr. Douglas fell by a Muſquet-Ball, 
which entered his Head a little above his 
Eye, and he expired at my Feet. By this 
Time they were fick of their Attempt, 
hoiſted their Sails and began to fly, whilſt 
I gave orders as eagerly to purſue them : At 
this Time the Surgeon came from the Captain, 
who to my great Joy was alive, to hear 
how Matters went, and Mr. Courtney going 
to him with an account that they were 
ſtanding in Shore, with all the fail they 

could make, he ſent me Word to ceaſe the 
Purſuit, as we had no Authority for what 
we did. _ Accordingly. we tacked, and after 
I had, got Things with the help of my Meſs- 
mates, into . ſome. Regularity, I ventured, 
with a mournful Heart and weeping Eyes,

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to enter the Cabin, where J found my dear 
Father, by this Time, almoft delirious, 
Mr. Davidſon having thought it proper to 
amputate his Leg juſt below the Knee. [ 
gave what Orders I thought proper to Mr. 
Courtney, and then would not remove from 
tis Bed-ſide, where, in his Ravings, be 
called upon me and his Wife, by the ten- 
dereſt and moſt endearing Epithets. Good 
God! What was now my diſmal Situation, 
all the World would I have given to reſtore 
the dear Man to Health and Eaſe, to do 
which I would willingly have ſurrendered 
up my own Life, Thus he continued for 
near a Day anda half, when, by ſome Ad- 
miniſtrations of our excellent Surgeon, he 
came to himſelf, and his Fever abated, fo 
that we began to have ſome hopes of his 
Life. Mean Time Mr. Courtney had com- 
mitted the Bodies of Mr. Douglas and our 
other dead Companions, to the Boſom of 
the Deep, with decent Solemnity, firing 
Minute Guns at their Interment, and we 
kept jogging on under an eaſy fail to the 

aſtward. 
As ſoon as the Captain recovered his 

Senſes, he caſt his Eyes upon me, and faintly 
ſaid, my dear Son, I fear I ſhall die. I fear 
only on thy Account, and tremble to leave 
thee in theſe dangerous Seas, — ſo far from 
Home, — and, oh! my poor Wife! At 
theſe Words he wept, and I threw my mou

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about his Neck crying, dear Sir, Father, 
Friend! don't diſcompoſe yourſelf, Pro- 
yidence I hope will ſpare you to us many an 
bappy Year—Oh ! take Care that you avoid 
thinking of any Thing that may increaſe 
your Weakneſs and Diſorder! My Dear, 
he returned, I know I am a dead Man,— 
Nature is quite ſpent. with the Loſs of Blood 
I ſuſtained, =Oh ! would it had been in a 
better Cauſe, then for the Satisfaction of 
Ambition or Avarice. It you live to ſep 
Ireland once more, oh! take Care of your 

dear Mother, be to her, both a Son and 
Huſband, tell her I remembered her with 
my laſt Breath. That I remembered your 
Polly,-- And let me command you to quit this 
fatal Coaſt, Return to Jamaica,. — And as 
ſoon as poſſible Home, - where I hope you'll 
find enough to make-you all happy, when I 
am no more,—Oh ! my Dear, I have ſome 
Things to impart of Importance to your- 
ſelf, But can no more—in my Cheſt you'll 
find a Paper, with every Thing neceſſary 
for you to know, Continue to love my 
Memory, — I ever intended your Advan- 
tage and Proſperity.

derſtood he wanted the Officers to come to 
his Bedſide, and when they did ſo, he made 
ſhift to ſpeak as follows. Mr. Courtney, Mr, 
Lillingſton and Mr. Davidſcn, — ] love you 
al,——but muſt leave you: this Ship will 
now be commanded by my dear Son, and 
I hope you'll yield him the ſame Reſpect you 
have ever done me, —I know he'll delerve 
it of you. To this they all mournfully gave 
their Aſſent, with Tears in their E yes, and 

left the Cabin. He then took my Hand in 
his, and continued, my Dear, may God ſend 
you ſafe Home, May you be ever proſpe- 
rous, and may we ſee one another in an hap- 
pier Place, where I hope all our Sins will be 
forgiven us, and where we, ſhall meet to 
part no more. Oh! Gracious God! For- 
give me all my manifold Iniquities and 
Tranſgreſſions, bleſs and preſerve my dear 
Family, and — here his Voice failed and in 
three or four Minutes he expired. 

In the firſt Emotions of my Sorrow ! 
was like one diſtracted; a thouſand Times I 
raved, oh!

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- Men, who before had paid me equal Re- 
ſpect. I found we had got as far as Long, 

31%. 21. Weſt of London; but the Winds 
having hung pretty much to the North- 
ward we were driven down as far as the 

Latitude 42. 10 South. Soon after they 
ſhifted to the Southward of the Eaſt, and 
then to the Northward of the Weſt, and a 
molt terrible Storm ſucceeded, which in the 
Space of forty-eight Hours varied to every 
Point of the Compaſs, and at length, ſet- 
led in the Eaſt by North, and blew a perfect 
Hurricane, ſo that we were obliged to lie 
too and drive at its Mercy, whilſt the 
Waves waſhed over us in great Seas, ſo 

that it was impoſſible to ſtand the Deck for 
two Minutes together. Our Mainſail was 
ſplit, our Fore-maſt brought to the Board, 
our Maintop-gallant- maſt ſprung in two 
Places, and to add to our Diſtreſs, in the 
Height of the Gale, our Guns to Wind- 
ward broke looſe, and with every yaw we 
thought would have beat out the Ship's 
Side. As it was impoſſible to ſeize them 
again, or to bring them up to their Laſh- 
ings, at length we made ſhift, by dint of the 
hardeſt and moſt dangerous Labour, to 
heave them overboard, and the Leeward 
Guns after them. We had, for all this 
Time, a clouded Sky and could get no Ob- 

ſervation, fo that our reckoning was very 
uncertain, and we imagined we muſt be

a Hour, tho' we pumped Ship inceſſantly and 
t heaved over all our Goods to lighten her. 
7 Diſmay now appeared in every Face, and 
— we kept a Man conſtantly at Maſt-head, to 
t look out for Land, the very Thing that 
e juſt before we ſo much dreaded, and beſide 
c our Previſions and Water grew very ſhort, 
0 at the latter of which. we had been for fome 
r time at the Allowance of a Pint a Man per 
8 Day. In ſhort, nothing but our being a 
| moſt loving Set of People, and mutuall 
0 concerned for each other, could have ſup- 
e ported us under the extreme Miſery and Fa- 
bs tigue we endured ; and, as the Storm con- 
e | tinued, we had no other Proſpect before us 
8 than of periſning at Sea, or the Comfort, 
n if it could be called fo, of ſeeing Land, 
- which would procure us, in Exchange, per- 
le petual and cruel Slavery. On the tath 
0 Day the Wind ſomewhat abated, but we 
4 had more than five Feet of Water in our 
is Hold, never having before leſs than three 
J- or four, with all our Labour; when at Teng 
y o*'Clock A. M. the Man at the Top hak® 

x Ml lod out, Land a Head. Immediately 1 
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went up to him, and caſting my Eyes to 
the N. W. perceived, indeed, Land ; but a 
bold and dangerous Shore, nor could 1 dif- 

cover any Bay or Inlet where we might run 
in, for we could not keep her above Water 
we were ſure till next Morning; we com- 
puted it to be at about three Leagues Diſ- 
tance, and Mr. Courtney going aloft about 
an Hour afterwards, brought the joyful 
News that he had diſcovered a fine Bay to 

the Northward, with a ſandy Beach, on 
which he did not doubt of laying the Ship 
on Shore with Safety, at leaſt to our Lives. 
In our Circumſtances this News made us all 
alive, and work with freſh Vigour, and, at 
Nine at Night, we made the Opening, which 
by our Charts we judged to be Anagada Bay, 
in the Terra Magellanica. We endeavoured 

to reach the Opening, but a ſtrong Tide of 
Ebb running to the Southward, we could 
ſcarce bear up againſt it, and it canted us 

ſo far, that we loſt our Opening, and were 
driven perforcę on a craggy Rock, where 
we lay thumping as if our Bottom would 
every Minute have parted. In this Exi- 
gency we made fhift to get our Longboat 
over the Side, and putting into her ſome 
Proviſions, and Fire: Arms, and a Barrel of 
Powder, ten of our Men adventured to 
Shore, fix of whom, if they could land, 
were to ſtay and ſend the Boar back for 
more, if the fu . held together fo 908: 

x 
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The Night being Moonlight, greatly fa- 
youred our Deliverance, and in about two 
Hours the Boat returned, having landed the 
ſix Men upon a Kind of Reef, where they 
tarried till their Companions: joined them. 
We could now juſt ſtow ourſelves all to- 
gether in the Boat, and happily got to our 
Comrades, nor could I help, the Minute L 
got on ſhore, though jaded and fatigued to 
the laſt Degree, falling on my Knees and 
returning Thanks to our Almighty Saviour 
and Preſerver, for this wonderful Mercy, in 
which all the Company join'd with a Fer- 

vour of Gratitude. This was ſcarce per- 
form'd, when the Moon veil'd her Face, the 
Sky was overcaſt, and the Rain poured 
upon us like a ſecond Deluge, fo that our 
Situation was rendered inexpreſſibly dif- 
agreeable : As we had no Manner of Shelter, 
we were wetted through and through, and 
could hardly make Shift to ſecure our Arms, 
as a Matter of moſt Importance to us, not 
knowing into what Hands we might fall, or 
how we could, without them, procure 
Subſiſtence, We had brought a Keg of 
Brandy, and another of Rum with us, 
which were very comfortable, and with 
which we made very free; but no Man 
was: diſguis*d ; and here let me remark it 
once more, as a peculiar Happineſs, that a 
Set of - honeſter or better behav*d Tars 
neuer were linked in Misfortune together, 
1 „ and 
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and though now releaſed from any imme- 
diate Obligation, they as readily and will- 
ingly obey'd Command, as when we were 

on board the Ship, ſailing with proſperous 
Gales, and in Hopes of reaping all the 
Profits of an auſpicious Voyage. The Rain 
continued near two Hours, and then ceaſed, 
and, though in ſuch an uncomfortable 
Plight, our extraordinary late Labours dil- 
poſed moſt of us to Sleep, which we in- 
dulged by huddling cloſe to each other, 
and every one reſting his Head upon his 
Neighbour's Shoulder. 
As ſoon as Day appeared, we got up and 

look'd ahout us, and could perceive our 
Ship in her old Station; but ſhe had rolled 
her Main and Mizen- maſts overboard, and 
preſented to us ſo much the Picture of a 
Wreck, that we concluded we ſhould never 
he able to get her off, and the Sea ran fo 

high, that it would have been Deſperation 
to have endeavoured to have got any 

Thing out of her then; though we were 
in Hopes, it ſhe lay any Time, we might 
be able to leſſen our Sufferings by the uſe- 
ful and neceſſary Things ſne would afford us. 
"Therefore, we determined to detach two of 
the Company to diſcover what they could of 
the Country; for we were on a Reef ſur- 
rounded with high Rocks, on every Side, 
with a View of nothing but the Ocean, 
breaking Mountains high, and daſhing its

Foam upon theſe deformed Ruins of Na- 
ture. For this Service Mr. Lillingſton and 
Mr. Davidſon offered themſelves, and ac- 
cordingly fet out, and we ſoon loft Sight of 
them in the Windings of the Clifts they 
were oblig'd to aſcend. However, to our 
great Comfort, they inform'd us, at their 
Return, which was in about ſix Hours, 
that we were actually upon main Land, 
that the Country was ſandy and deſart, 
with here and there a Spot of Verdure, 
and that in their whole Journey they had 
not diſcovered one living Creature, except a 
Kind of Curlieu, which they ſhot and 
brought down with them. The Aſcent 
they ſaid was not very difficult, and though 
the Work of Nature, the Way up che 
Rocks ſeemed greatly like the Contrivance 
of Art. We determined however to ſtay 
where we were, till the next Morning, blef- 
ſing God, that in our forlorn Condition we 
had ſuch Views of Comfort before us, and 
the more'as we perceived our Ship intire, 

te Day hid her from our 
View. 

At the Dawn of Day, we looked our, 
with wiſtful Eyes, towards our Ship, and, 
to our great Satisfaction, not only ſaw her 
in her old Station, but perceived it was a 
perfect Calm, and a cloudleſs Sky; ſo that 
we determined to venture out to her in the 
Long. boat, and at leaſt endeavour to ſup-

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ply ourſelves with what Neceſſaries we could 
get from her, Accordingly myſelf, Mr. 
Courtney, Mr. Davidſon, and {ix more, went 
to the Boat, and left Mr. Lillingſton in the 
Command on Shore, and, in about an 
Hour, by meer dint of rowing, which we 
-ply'd, Turn and Turn about, without any 
Diſtinction of Perſons, we came up to our 
Wreck, which made a very melancholy Ap- 
pearance; her Larboard Quarter was beat 
in, her Bows ſhatter'd in ſevera] Places, 
and the Garboard-Sanke ripp'd up, but as 
it Was high Water, and ſhe almoſt floated, 
we concluded we might get her into the 
Inlet, at Tide of Flood, if the Weather 
continued to favour us for a Day or two 
longer; for it was upwards of ſixteeen Fa- 
thom Water, through the whole Bay, as 
we called it, even to the Reef on which 
we were encamp'd. By good Fortune, how- 
ever, as ſhe lay on her Side, we diſcover- 
ed the fatal Leak which had given us ſuch 
Pain, and at laſt brought us into our pre- 
ſent Dilemma, which was large enough, to 

receive a middling Man through, when Par: 
of the Sheathing was ripp'd off, and ap- 
pear'd to have been a decay'd Plank care- 
leſsly put in when ſhe was built; however, 
our Carpenter who was with us, made little 
Doubt of ſtopping it, if he could properly 
come at it. We then attempted to enter 
the Ship, which we did through one 5 the 

ort- 
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Id Port-holes, and here a ſtrange ruinous 

Scene preſented, the Decks were torn 
in ſeveral Places, and the Waves had 6 

* made her fluſh fore and aft, by their Vio- | 
l lence; but as her Stern lay pretty high, 

the Cabin was almoſt clear of Water, out 
7 of which we got a Bag of Biſcuit, little 

damaged, a Compaſs which hung to the 
Cieling, and mine and poor Capt. M*na- 

a mara's Cheſts, as alſo the Mates and Mr. 
I David/on's, with his Cheſt of Medicines 
» and Inſtruments, and alſo a Barrel of Beef, 
, another of Pork, a Kettle, and various 
2 other Things, which we ſtood in Need of, 
4 and with which we returned joyfully and 
: fafely to our Companions, and, with a few 
0 Billets, we alſo brought with us, made 
i ſhift to dreſs a very comfortable Supper, 

to our great Refreſhment. The next Day, 
leaving only three Men on ſhore, we went 
again to- our Wreck, and, to our great 
Joy, found floating, atong-fide, our Main- 
maſt, and two or three ſpare Yards, which, 
as we did not fee the preceding Day, we 
imagined had been carried to Sea and 
brought in again with the Tide of Flood, 
and our Carpenter going to work, in about 
three Hours ſtopp'd the Leak fo as to keep 
her above Water, if ſhe righted, till we got 
her into the Bay, which had ſcarcely been 
perform'd, before, the Tide ſtill running 
ſtrong in Shore, ſhe floated, and with a 

H 4 great 
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great deal of Labour, we got her off the 
Shelf, Which appear'd now to have a Kind 
of oOo zy Bottom, where ſhe had laid as in 
a Bed, and received very little Damage in 
her ee Such a various Train of 
favourable Incidents, from the Goodneſs 
of Providence, ſure never any Set of 
Wretches experienced; we were ſtruck 
with Gratitude to the Divine Being, and 
could none of us help expreſſing it in 
extempore Prayer and Praiſe. In ſhort, be- 
fore the Hour of Midnight, we got her 
ſafe to our Shelf, where ſhe lay embay'd, 
and ſecure from future Dangers of Winds 
and Waves, and with a little further La- 

bour, made her clear of the vaſt Quantity 
of Water that yet remained in her. We now 
not in the leaſt doubted but we ſhould refit 

her, ſo as to be able, at leaſt, to carry us 
to ſome of the Portugueſe Settlements, on 
the, Brazil Coaſt, where, as we had Money 
enough on board, we could have her Re- 
pairs finiſned, and revictual for our fur- 
ther Voyage to Jamaica; but what gave 
us the utmoſt Apprehenſion, was, leſt 
we ſhould be diſcovered by the Spaniards, 
before we had completed our Deſign, though 
the Appearance of the Country ſeem'd to 

confirm us that it was a deſart Coaſt, and 
not frequented. by them or 5 Body unleſs 
lrten e it by Neceſſity. 

However, 
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However, our Fears did not flacken our 

Induſtry, and we work' d inceſſantly Day and 
Night, having all Sorts of Tools, Iron 
and Nails on board, and ſpare Rope, Rigg- 
ing and Canvas, which we had brought 
with us in Abundance, We recollected 
the Maxim, If any ſignal Infelicity falls 
* upon you, don't fit ſtill; but reſolve up- 
% on Action; for if nothing is done, the 
* ſame Accidents which cauſed your Miſ- 
fortune ſtill remain; but if you act 
<« ſomething, you may poſſibly deliver your- 
&« ſelf.” And no Murmur was heard dur- 
ing the whole Time ; we acted as if 'we poſ- 
ſeſſed one Will amongſt us, though we 
were reduced to very fcanty Allowance, in 
order to preſerve Subſiſtence for our in- 
tended Voyage; and to encourage the Peo- 
ple ſtill more, I promiſed them, if we 
reach'd Jamaica, to double their Pay from 
the Time we were firſt caſt on Shore. We 
made very few Excurſions into the Country, 
for fear of being diſcovered by any ſtrag- 
gling Spaniards, or the Indian Natives, judg- 
ing we were not far from the Pampas, a 
warlike. Nation, that have long diſputed the 
Authority of the Tyrants of this new 
World; nor indeed had we much Enegu- 
ragement to venture, for it being now the 
Month of June, the Weather was dry and 
hot, nor had we ſeen any Thing better than 
Gulls, Curlieus, and a Kind of large Sheer- 
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water, alſo 1 85 
above, and of which we now and then mide 
2 comfortable Meal-z-and as to any of the 
watry Tribe, we had try'd for them but 
found none, only one Day a yping Seal 
having ſtranded himſelf on ab oppoſite 
Rock, in our Bay, we made fhift; to kill 
him, which afforded us an high reliſh'd 
Entertainment. Beſides, as we had only 
two ſmall Barrels of Powder left, all that 
in the Lazaretto being ſtaved and quite 
ſpoil'd, we were very cautious of expending 
it uſeleſsly, as we did not know but we 
might have Occaſion for it to defend us 
from Enemies, 

All our Cloaths were ſecure in our Cheſts, 
and we. alſo recovered mine and Mr. Court- 
z4y's Caſes of Liquors, and as to Water, a 
fine Spring ran trickling down the Side of a 
Rock about 100 Yards above us, which 
ſeem'd a miraculous Gift of Heaven, and 
wonderfully | refreſhed and comforted our 
continually jaded Spirits. In this Manner 

- we wore away near ſeven Months, in this 
miſerable, oh! rather let me gratefully ſay, 
bleſſed Solitude, remote from all Mankind; 
but we had now made our Veſſel tight and 
fit for the Sea, had got all Things dry and 
on board, and then embark' d ourſelves, 
after humbly, on our Knees, having re- 
turn'd Thanks to the Almighty for our 

| 3 — 
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T ime, I, according to the beſt my Abi- 
lities, acted as Chaplain to the whtvle ; nor 
had we loſt one Man by Accident or Sick- 
neſs in the ſeven Months: By Obſervation, 
this Inlet or Bay lay in Lat. 359. 12“. 
South, and by our Charts, near 260 Miles 
to the Sout thward of the Cape St. Anthony, 
at the EntrWce of the River of Plate, and 
as we found no Name for it there, we ſo» 

lemnly gave it that of Port Relief. 
We found our whole Stock of- Proviſions 

was reduced to one Sack of Bread, a Barrel 
of Beef, and a Sack of Peaſe, which by ex- 

poſing chem to the Sun, were rendered tole- 
rable; and as to Water, we had filled two 
Hogſheads, which were the only ones that 
were remaining fit for Uſe, and we had alſo 
leſt about twenty Gallons of Spirits of all 
Sorts, all our ſmall Arms were ſafe, but 
we had only a Barrel and half of Powder; 
2 very ſoarity Proviſion of all Sorts, any 
Body will ſay, to catry twenty- four Men 
to the immenſe Diftance of the Rio Janeiro, 
which muſt at leaſt be expected to take us 
up ſix Weeks or two Months, if the Winds 
were ever fo favourable. However, we 
were ſupported by Hope, and nothing ſeem» 
ed now impoſſible to Men who had ſo mani- 
feſtly experienced the Protection of Heaven, 
and therefore, we got out to Sea, and the 
Weather being favourable, ſet ſail, and 
found the Veſſel went very trimly, not- 

| withſtanding 
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withſtanding the Lowneſs of the Maſts, 
which we had been obliged to reduce many 
Feet from: their true Standard. 

We purſued our Courſe very auſpiciouſly, 
till, by our Reckonings, we were a-breaſt 
of the Iſland of St. Katberine, when our 
Water running ſhort, we determin'd to ſeek 
for a Supply there, and accondingly ſtood 
in Shore, and made the Iſland ; but per- 

 ceiving a {mall Veſſel, which ſeemed of the 
Guarda Coſta: Kind, we put to Sea again, 
not- caring, with our ſmall Stock of Am- 
munition, to venture the Attack of an Ene- 
my, and as the Wind was turned againſt us, 
we tacked and ſtood in for the Continent, 
which we made about twenty Leagues be- 
low. Cape St. Vincent. Though this was 
what we: would if poſſible have avoided, 
yet our Scarcity of Water made it eligible, 
and the Aſpect of the Country was pro- 
digiouſly inviting, to People who had for 
ſo long a Time, had a View of nothing but 
rugged Rocks, ſandy Deſarts, and a wild 
Waſte of Water, The ſhining Beach, which 
reflected the Sun's Rays, with the greateſt 
Splendor ; the lofty Woods, here and there 

.. diverſified with the verdant Savannas, the 
purling: Rills trickling down the Rocks, 
and the Chant of Millions of uncommon 
Birds, warbling their wild Notes with native 
Harmony, attracted our longing Deſires to 
vie, ſo tempting a Country, and as we 

were 
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were fenſible we were many Miles. from 
any Spaniſh Settlement, Upaba being the 
neareſt, we imagined we might do it with 
the greateſt Safety. We permitted our 
Men to go on ſhore ſix at a Time, whilſt 
we ſtaid, and we had Plenty of Game, fo 
that we expended none of our ſcanty Sea 
Stores, whilſt we remained, and ſupplied 
ourſelves with freſh Water in Plenty. And 
here, for the firſt Time, I had the Cou- 
rage to open my dear deceaſed Father's 
Cheſt, remembering what he ſaid on his 
Death-Bed of a Paper that would give me 
Information of ſomewhat I ought to know, 
This excellent Man under all our Difficul- 
ties and Diſtreſſes, had been perpetually in 
my Mind, mingled with the tendereſt Re- 
membrance of my dear Wife and Child, 
my Mother and Mrs. M*aamara, Oh! 
what Dread work'd upon me, when I con- 
templated the Diſtraction they muſt be under 
at our long Abſence, and the Fears and 
Cares that muſt of Conſequence fill their 
Breaſts; and when, to the little Proſpect of 
our ſafely returning to Europe, in our ſad 
Condition, I added the direful News I had 
to impart, the Death of my beloved Cap- 
tain, I ſunk under the Thought, which fre- 
uently cauſed me, when alone, to ſhed a 

Flood of Tears, However; in Regard to 
keeping up the Spirits of my People, I was 
obliged, in Publick, to appear u of 

Hope, 
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Hope, Expectation and Gaiety, and to feign 
a Pleaſantry that was far from being allied 
to the Heart. My two Mates, Mr. David- 
ſon and myſelf, had lived like Brethren and 
Friends, and ſhared in every Thing we pol- 
ſeſſed 3 to them my Grief was no Stranger, 
and as they loved me, they partook of it 
with Sincerity. Yet they were not wanting, 
by every Argument in their Power, to feed 
me with Encouragement of getting happily 
to the End of our Misfortunes, and their 
kind Reaſons, with a thorough Reliance 
upon the Protection of Providence, which 
we had received ſo many Inſtances of, fre- 
quently lull'd my Cares for ſome Hours 
to Reſt. 

Our Intention, by common Conſent, was, 
if poſſible, to get to the Rio Janeiro, or 
ſome other Portugueſe Settlement, there to 
refit and revictual, and to ſail thence for 
Jamaica, where I reſolved, after rewarding 
my People handſomely, to ſell the Veſſel 
and Remainder of the Cargo, and to take 
Paſſage for Europe, and had given Mr. 
Courtney, Mr. Lillingſton, and our Surgeon, 
ſuch. hearty. Invitation to Cort, and made 
them ſuch Promiſes of future Employ, that 
they had all three determined to accompany 
me there in the Manner I thought proper. 
Indeed, I thought I could never do ſuffi- 
ciently, for Men who had encountered ſo

many Dangers, and behaved with ſuch Af- 
fection and Diligence. 

I found in my worthy Father's Cheſt, 
near two hundred Piftoles, with his Watch, 
ſeyeral Rings, and many other Things, 
which I carefully locked up again, reſolv- 
ing never more to open it, till it ſhould 
pleaſe God to permit me to do it in the 
Preſence of my dear Family.

ſpire us upon our Reſtoration to each other; 
beheld her in Imagination, claſping my ador- 

able Polly and Son in her Arms, and grate- 
fully embracing my other Mothers. As to 
my Uncle, I hardly thought of him, other- 
wiſe than with Pity for his Wickedneſs and 
Folly, and was indifferent whether I poſſcſſed 
again what he had robb'd me of. This 
Paper brought all my former Ideas back to 
my Mind, and with this Clue I plainly re- 
collected many Things that Time and en- 
creaſed Years had buried in Oblivion. 
We had now got our Stock of Water

vy two, I had alſo the Curioſity to viſit the 
we Country, which I had not yet done, willing 
en to ſtay on board and attend my Charge, 
a- and Mr. Davidſon and. one George Willis, a 
d, Seaman, accompanied me; but well it 
at I 2 would 

T. ons ao. 
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- would have been if 1 had never adven- 
tured upon ſuch an Exploit; for now Hea- 
ven ſeem'd to have deſerted me. We 
were wonderfully delighted with the raviſh- 
ing wild Scenes around us, and with our 

Guns on our Shoulders, deep in Diſcourſe of 
various Matters, had now Kray about four 
or five Miles through the Woods and Sa- 
vannahs, When, we were ſuddenly ſtartled 
with a dreadful Scream, as if from a Num- 
ber of People, and the firing of three or four 
Muſquets, the Shot of which even whizzed 
through the Buſhes on the Right of us, 
Our Fright and Affftoniſhment was extreme 
at this, and we made a full Stop, and, look- 

ing wiſtfully all about, began cautiouſly to 
return the Way we came, when we could 
plainly diſtinguiſh, by the ruſtling of the 
Leaves and the Sound, the tread of Feet 
very near us, and ſoon, to our entire Diſ- 
may, beheld twenty or more naked Savages, 
through the Vacancies of the Trees, by the 
ſhining of their Arms. We had now little 
Time for parley; but, fixing ourſelves in a 
convenient Situation, reſolved to defend our: 
ſelves to the laſt gaſp, and not become a 
Prey to ſo cruel and blood thirſty a Race 
as theſe were deſcribed to be, who, like all 
the Indians of chis Continent, not aſſociated 
* the 3 or * 2 
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their Barbarities, ſeldom ſpare any white 
Men that fall into their Hands. 
When they advanced near enough to 

diſcover their Prey, they ſet up a hideous 
howling, and, at once, "Giſcharged all their 
Fire, receiving ours in Return; but with 
very different Succeſs, for we did them no 
harm, whilſt at my Side, fell Breathleſs, 
the good and kind Mr. Davidſon, and poor 
Willis, both ſhot through the Head, and 
another Shot tore a Piece of my Coar, and 
raked the Fleſh off my leſt Shoulder. Be- 
fore I could charge again, they broke 

| through upon me, and rudely ſeizing me, 
began to ſtrip me without Ceremony, whulſt 
1 had the ſhocking Mortification to ſee my 
two Companions ſerved in the fame Manner, 
and immediately ſcalped before my Eyes. I 
muſt own, for ſome ens, I loſt my 
wonted Firmneſs, and even by Tears and 
Cries deplored our Misfortune, and, throws 
ing myſelt on my Knees, with uplifred 
Hands, in Spaniſh, beſought the:: fable 
Wrerches to ſpare my Life. As it hap- 
pony one of them ſpoke Portugneze, in 
hich Language he ſternly aſked me, if I 

was a Spaniard, "with his Gun cocked at my 
Head. By this I perceived, they were fub- 

ject to fit the mentioned Nation, at leaſt I 
imagined ſo, and tremblingly anfivered, him, 
in Mer Dialect, that I was Neem 
799 I 3 8 Rio 
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Rio Janeiro. Upon this he lowered the R 
Muzzle of his Piece, and ſomewhat ſoftened P 
his Features, and all making a Ring about n. 
me, began to ſing, as I ſuppoled it, a Song fl 
of Triumph, in their Way, whilſt now and 
then, in the Heat of their Rejoicings, their MW ſ 
little Hatchets were lifted up to ſtrike me In 
through the Skull, which as often they were h 
revented from doing, by the aforemen-N c 

tioned Indian, who ſeemed to be their Chief: t 
As it happened they had not yet plundered a 
me of my Breeches. and Stockings, and in a 
my Fob I had the valued Watch, that my t 
dear Wife had ſo long ago beſtowed upon t

me, and which I had preſerved, my conſtant 
Companion, ever ſince, and by wearing it 
without a Chain, they had not yet diſ- 

covered it. In this Exigency, after their 
Exerciſe was a little over, I made ſhift, with 
my Hands, though they were confined by 
a Bandage of Twigs, to pull it from my 
Fob, and preſent it to my Preſerver: Nor 
was it without the Effect I expected; for, 
after gazing ſome Time upon it,” with Ad- 
miration, he came and untied me, and made 
me fit down by him, whilſt they regaled 
with dried Veniſon, a Piece of which he 
gave me, and I forced myſelf to devour, 
though with a very ſorry Appetite, He 
then, in broken Portugueze, vaunted of his 
Affection to the King of Portugal, of the 
+, Spin N | Reſpect 
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Reſpect his Governors paid him, of the 
Proweſs of his Warriors, and bid me fear 
no harm. I made the moſt humble and 
flattering Anſwers to all this, and had got 
ſo much now into their good Graces, that, 
ſeeing me look wiſtfully at the Bodies of 
my two Friends, they told me I ſhould 
have leave to-bury them before they de- 
camped, and ſaid, if they had not thougl't 
them Spaniards they might have been alive 
and ſafe. With this Encouragement, I dug 
a Hole with a Branch of a Tree ſufficient. 
to receive the two Bodies, and covered 
them over with their parent Earth, ſhedding 
Abundance of Tears at their Interment, 
whilſt the Indians accompanied them with 
loud howling and barbarous Cries, that 
echoed, far and wide, dreadfully, through- 
the Woods. About an Hour afterwards we 
began to move forwards, myſelf in the Cen- 
ter, often ſtruck if I did not keep Pace with 
them, and goaded along like an Ox, at a 
great Rate, and, before the cloſe of Night, 
muſt have travelled above twelve Miles, by 
the beſt Calculation I could make, nearly 
to the N. E. We then encamped again, by 

the Wood Side, in a kind of {crubby Sa- 
vannah, and lighted Fires around us, myſelf 
being directed to do the chief Drudgery, 
and to ſerve my new Lords witch Fuel and 

Water, the latter of which I laved out of a 
I 4 neigh - 
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neighbouring Brook in à Calabaſſi Shell. 
At length, Sleep overcame my Tormentors, 
and, a Skin being beſtowed upon me, I too 
lay down, and began, mournfully, to ru- 

minate on my ſtrange Misfortune, which 
had now reduced me to the loweſt and moſt 
wretched State, without even the moſt diſ- 
tant Proſpect of Relief. As I thought it 
wwuld be impoſſible for me to live long, in 
this wild wandering Manner, and nad little 
Hopes of their carryiag me to any Portu- 
gueꝛe Settlement, conſidering they had killed 
my two Compamons, I now looked upon 
myſelf in a State of Death, almoſt, to all 
the World, and pray'd fervently to Heaven, 
for the Happineſs and Proſperity of my 
Family, and fate Return of my Companions 
to Europe, which would, at leaſt, afford my 

dear Wife the Tidings of my unhappy Fate, 
and free her from the cruel Uncertainty ſhe 
would elſe be involved in; Floods of Tears 
accompanying all theſe gloomy Thoughts, 
and fond Wiſhes, I was now alas! Naked as Lo eame into the World, and the Prey of law- 

lefs Savages. If I indulged any glimmer. 
ing of Comfort, it wn rea. Health 
was good and my Body, notwithſtanding 
all my Sufferings, ſtrong and able to endure 
yet more Hardſhips; and I was in hope, 
as I knew the Antipathy the Spaniards and 
Portugutze bore to each other o this 1 * | 
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of the World, that we might meet with 
ſome ſtraggling Parties of one or other, for 
whom J might exchange my Maſter, for, 
though the Spuniards might probably make 
me their Slave, yet, from them, there might 
be ſome Poſſibility, one Time or other of 
Redemption; and as to the Portugueze, could 
we but encounter them, 1 was fure of Li- 
berty and the Means of returning to Europe. 
B rer, after all, I knew I Shs in the 
Hands of a moſt gracious Being, who 
would either preſerve me for his own wiſe | 
Pui poſes, or relieve me, at his appointed 
Time, by Death, from all my Miſeries. 
It was ſcarce Morning, bebore my Ty - 

rants were upon their Feet, and we began 
to march, as the Day before, ſave, that 
I was loaded with Abundance of their 
ſpare Accoutrements, as well as the three 
Guns they had taken from me and my 
Companions, which before Night almoſt 
jaded me to death, 4 as we 
waded through ſeveral Marſhes, and over 
two ſmall Creeks, which quite buried me 
with Mud and Water. In ſhort, I found, 
at the Concluſion of the Day, that chere 
was yet ſome Pleaſure that 1 could enjoy - 
which was that of Reſt, highly acceptable 
after ſuch Fatigues. When, like Savages 
indeed, we had dreſſed our Game, which 
we ſhot i in our Rout: conſiſting of a Deer and

a kind of wild Gooſe, and hoggiſhly devoured 
it, we again laid down to repoſe ; myſelf ly. 
ing as before in the Centre, ſurrounded by 
my duſky Guards, It might be near Mid- 
night, perhaps, when, being the only one 
waking J heard ſome Words in Spaniſb, at 
no great Diſtance, and tlie Tread of Horte, 
which revived my Soul, though gan, 
were we fallen upon. ſo promuſcuouſly, I 
feared I might be maſſacred as an Indian, 
with the reſt of the ſleeping Tribe; but 1 

was ſoon eaſed of this Fear, for my Com- 
panions were in a Minute after alarmed, 
and waiting, with their Pieces cocked, for 
the Approach of an Enemy, whoſe Num- 
bers, as ET could not diſcover, they de- 

termined to avoid, by getting under the 
| Cover of the Buſhes, on the other Side of 
our Place of Encampment, where we wait- 
5 till dawn of Daz, our Chief having alſo 
heſtowed rms on me, and required me to 

fight againſt our commam Enemy, as he 
jitimated they were; however I found, 
theſe wandering Gentlemen, to my great 
Regret, were truly of no, real. Party, and 
dreaded. meeting the Portugueze and Spa- 
wards alike ; indiſcriminately killing and 
ef both Nations. As ſoon as the 

ight would permit, I plainly diſcerned near 
thirty Horſemen, within the oppoſite Cop- 
Ss. well armed and mounted, upon ſmall

% 
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Horſes, and found my Maſters did not at 
all like their Appearance and were for 
ſcouting, off. In this Dilemma, I reſolved 
to.fling myſelf on my Face, and neither fire 
a Shot or accompany. them in their Flight, 
if Death even enſued; but the Horſe no 
ſooner diſcovered us, than they galloped to- 
wards the Spot, and fired a Volley through 
the Buſhes, by which three of our Indians 
were killed, of which taking the Advantage, 
though not in the leaſt hurt, I fell down 
with a hideous Groan, whilſt the Remainder 
made- the beſt of their Way, purſued by 

rt of the Horſemen, and the other made a 
all Stand, .at. about twenty Paces diſtant : 
Meantime, I. crept filently to ſome Diſ- 
tance, and cry'd out, aloud, in Spaniſh, to 
have Mercy on me, which being heard, a 
Voice anſwered, poor Creature, come to us 
we'll protect thee. Upon this I ſallied forth 
of my Covert, and preſented myſelf before 
them, and the Chief aſked me my Name 
and how long I had been a Priſoner, as he 
perceived. was my Caſe, amongſt the Sa- 
vages? As I thought them Spaniards, I now 
imagined I muſt paſs myſelf upon them for 
a Portugueze, in which Dialect I anſwered, 
and told them I belonged to a ſmall Bark 
that was loſt off Cape St. Vincent, and, that 
endeayouring, with two Companions to 
make our way Over-land to Rio Faneiro, we 

2 Were 
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were attacked by the Indians three Days be- 
fore, my two Companions killed, -and my- 
{ſelf taken Priſoner. When he heard this, 
he alighted, and taking a Cloak from be- 
hind him, covered my Nakednefs, with 
many Expreſſions of Kindneſs and Huma- 

. nity, and to my great Joy faid, that they 
were my Countrymen, detach'd from Fort 
St. Jobn, after this very Party of Indians, 
who had lately commirted ſhocking Depre- 
dations upon their out © Settlements, and 
wonder'd they had preſerved me alive fo 
long: + ia ings ther 

| 57 this Time, the other Party return'd, 
and acquainted the Commander that = . 
had killed twelve more in the Purſuit, ſo 
that not above ſeven had eſcaped their 

Vengeance, and now being mounted behind 
one of the Horſemen, we began to move 

the Way they entered the Savannah, all of 
thein bleſſing and praiſing God, and the 
Virgin Mary, for having been inſtrumental 
in my Deliverance. For my Part, the 

Change of my Circumftances appear'd fo 
miraculous, that I could hardly believe it, 
and my overbearing Senſe of Gratitude to 
Providence, fo agitated me, that I could 

not compoſe myſelf to any Degree of Mo- 
deration, and, had not a Flood of Tears 
relieved my full Heart, ſhould, 1 believe,

Satisfaction. Oh! Heaven, how wonder 
ful are thy Ways, how great thy Mercies 
to the Sons, of Men! At noon, we alighted - 
near a fine Brook, and regaled with what 
Proviſions wo had in their Wallets, of 
which they made me partake in Abundance, 
and now being a little myſelf, and knowing 
I was amongſt Friends, I caſt off the Maſks 
to my Deliverer, and inform'd him my real 
Country, my Misfortunes, and the Reaſon 
of my faying I was a Portugueſe ; at which 
he very humanely appeared touched, and 
anſwered, It. was myſelf you heard talk 
Spaniſh, a Language I have, contrary to 
my Countrymen in general, a; Fondnefs 
for; as to your being an Engly/bman, let it 
not diſcompo — you, in a Fortnight or three 
Weeks we aal return to Jantiro, from 
whence you'll foon find a Paſſage to Europe, 
ſeveral Veſſels lying there now bound home- 
wards, / and as your Nation has a Conſul 
there, you will be provided for till: your 
Departure; mean Time you ſhall fare as 
we do, till the Time of our Command is 
expired. and we'll ſee if we can't, amongſt 
us, find wherewith ta equip you a little 
more comfortably, and as to an Horſe, we 

have ſome ſpare Ones at a Commandery, a 
Day's Journey hence, with one of which you 
mall be accommodated. I returned the 
grotefulleſt Acknowldgments for the Goods 

neſs 
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neſs ſhewed me, and let him know that, if 
ever I arrived in Europe, it ſhould be my 
Study, as it was in my Power, to reward 
him for his Generoſity. They ſoon, by the 
Example of the Commander, equipp'd me 
with a comfortable Dreſs out of their ſpare 
Materials; nor was I without Hope of ſee- 
ing my Ship, when I came to Janeiro, 
where they were to refit, if Providence fa- 

voured them, and of making the worthy 
Cavaliers amends for all their Favours, up- 
on the Spot. Menne | 
The next Day we came to a little Fort, 
garriſoned by about twenty Portugueſe, where 

we ſtaid five or ſix Days and were hand- 
fomely entertained by the Commandant, and 
1 had an Horſe provided me, and without 
any other ſiniſter Accident, arrived at Fort 
St. Jobn, in about twenty-eight Days, from 
whence, after taking a friendly Farewel of 
my Deliverers, I, in a little Bark which was 
before the Fort, arrived at Rio Janeiro, in 
* 

rfe& Health, though greatly fatigued, 
aving been abſent from my Ship thirty- 
eight Days. And no Mortal can imagine 
the Delight that filled my. Breaſt;-when, be- 
ing carried before the Governor, and telling 
my Story, I was informed my Ship lay up 
the River, having arrived only one Day 
before me. At my Deſire, as well as for 
his own Satisfaction, he ſent for Captain 
* y Courtney, 

. renne. 
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Courtney, and no Words can paint the Ex- 
tacy of that honeſt Creature's Heart, at the 
Sight of me; he even wept with me; and 
inform'd me that, after finding neither I 
or my Companions returned to the Ship, 
he ſent out frequent Parties to fearch er 
us, but to no Effect, for near a Week, and 
then, Neceſſity obliging him, left the Place 
with. Abundance of Regret, and after man 
Difficulties. made Rio Janeiro, having, the 
latter Part of the Voyage been almoſt fa- 
miſhed, and all his Men but ſix, dying in 
the Paſſage. We lamented' together the 
Fate of our Friend David/on, and, after par- 

taking of a Repaſt which the good Gover- 
nor prepared for us, I accompanied him 
on board our Veſſel. Here, we again re- 
newed our Sorrows, at our dreadful Miſ- 
haps, and mingled, our Tears together, 
thanking God, however, for our preſent 
Safety, and the Proſpect we had of once 
more reviſiting our native Skies. 
And now, we conſulted which was the 
beſt Courſe for us to take ; we perceived 
that our Ship was in ſuch a miſerable Plight, 
that her refitting would coſt, not only a 
great deal of Time; but be very expenſives 
and belies, as to going to Jamaica, it was 
no Way neceſſary, becauſe, from Ireland, 
we could inform thoſe concern d there, of 
the fatal End of our Voyage, and remit the 
88 Remainder 
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Remainder of their Effects, and could here 
turn our Ship and what was leit of her 
Cargo into ready „to great Advan- 
tage; therefore, on the whole, we reſolved 
to do ſo, and fo take Paſſage in the firſt 
Veſſel that failed to Portugal, with ſuch of 
our fix remaining Hands, as choſe to ac- 
company us. I did not forget to fend Pre 
ſents of the beſt Cloths, Linen, Sc. we 
had on board, to my Deliverers at Fort St. 
Jobn's, and to the kind Commander at the 
diſtant Poſt, where I had been fo hoſpitably 
entertained and mounted, and we allo made 
handſome Preſents: to the Governor, and 
our Conſul, who endeavoured to oblige us 
all the Ways in their Power. By their 
Friendſhip we diſpoſed of our Veſſel and 
the Remainder of our Cargo, almoſt to as 
ood an Account, as we ſhould have done 
the South Seas, notwithſtanding the ac- 

euſtomed Duties; and now, only retaining 
my late Father's Cheſt and our own, beſides 
our Clothes and Bedding, we were ready to 

embark when the firſt Ship ſailed, having 
kept 100 Pieces of Eight, for our Pockets, 
and taken Bills upon Lion for 3560 
Moidores. As to our fix Men, after having 
paid them their tull Wages, I over and above 
gave them thirty Piſtoles each, and they 
chuſing to enter into the Portugueſe 28 
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rather than go home as Paſſengers, we ſaw 
them well ſettled with a good Commander, 
and took our a of them moſt affec- 

tionately. 
We had not yet plecked upon a Veſſel for 

our Paſſage, when an unexpected Event 
ſoon determined us where to fix. As we 
were now, without Employment, we lived 
very ſociably amongſt the Portugueſe, and; 
had daily Invitations to their Houſes in 
Town and Country, where we diverted our- 
ſelves as much as Men could poſſibly do, 
whoſe Hearts, were ſet on Objects at ſo 
awful a Diſtance, / as our Friends and native 
Country, and, one Day dining with a Por- 
tupueſe Merchant, he underſtood a Veſſel, 
conſign d to him, had juſt dropped Anchor, 
on which he invited us to go on board. We 
comply'd, and were received by the Cap- 
tain with great Politeneſs; but — had no 
ſooner fix d our Eyes on each other, than, 
we ſprang} to an hearty Embrace, teſtify- 
ing the greateſt Joy on boch Sides at ſo 
unexpected a Meeting. 

In fhort, it was my worthy Friend Cap- 
Wain Villegas, with whom I had contracted 

ſuch an Intimacy at Jamaica, before we 
departed from thence on our fatal Voyage, 
who had been in theſe Seas trading from 
Pork. to Port, ever ſince, and was now 
going to clear his Ship at this Place, and 

take 
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Mind, but the Sigh will meurnfully heave 

from my Eye; where [ loſt my worthy and 

Companions z but, yet, where the adorable 
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take in a Cargo for Europe. Nothing in ſable 
the World could be more fortunate for us Day 
than this Meeting, and he appeared quite I tinu 
charm'd with the Proſpect of having ſuch I beh. 
Paſſengers, was ſadly grieved at the Mic. Civ 
carriges of our Voyage, and offered us al 1 
the Accommodations that his Ship would 
afford. The Company of this Gentleman 
made the Hours paſs very pleaſantly, for 
near eight Weeks longer, in which Time 
he had completed his Affairs, and, after 
taking Leave of our worthy Friends and 
the -Conſul, we embarked 'on board him, 
on the 18th of May 1735, and were ſoon 
out of Sight of Land; of a Coaſt on 
which we had ſuffered o many and great 
Diſtreſſes, which will never recur to my

and more, ſince I was fold to him by my 
Uncle, and the firſt Thing I did, after our 
Arrival, was to fall on my Knees before 
the Almighty, to return Praiſe and Thank 
giving ſor his loving Kindneſs towards me, 

to pray for his future Bleſſings on yh, +» oh Jas ABT þ - "Eng 
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ard Family; to beſeech him to return me, iſ 
to them in Health and Safety, and to grant, 
that I might find the dear People alive, 
and in his due Time difcover my Mother 
and Siſter, _ if they were yet living; and 
Floods of apprehenfive and grateful Tears 
accompamed my fervent Devotions. 
Captain Yillegas infiſted upon our making 

his Houſe our own, whilſt we ſtaid at L.. 
bon, which indeed I wanted no Inducements 
to do, for beſides that I loved and efteem'd 
his Merit; he had informed me his Wife 
was an Eugliſß Woman, and that her Mo- 
ther, and a Servant of the ſame Country, 
alſo dwelt with him; and 1 found, by fre- 
quent Diſcourſes, that he had been convert- 

ed by them, to Proteſtantiſm, and had 
actually determined to leave Portugal and 
ſettle ſomewhere” in his Britannic Majeſty's 
Dominions, when he could withdraw with 
Safety, and without Suſpicion, It was in 
vain to talk to him of paying for our Pal- 

* ſage, he was reſolved to take nothing, ſay- 
ing the Happineſs he had enjoy'd in our 
Society duting the Voyage, was Recom- 
pence ſufficient ; and therefore, I made 
conſiderable Prefents tg his Officers and 
Crew, . and alſo providet fome rich Gifts 
for the Ladies but a Ship being upon the 
Departure for England, when we arrived, I

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had wrote Letters to my dear Wife and Mo- 
thers at Curt, to relieve them from the 
dreadful Uncertainty they were under, and 
as I was obliged to mention the Death of 
Captain Mw*namara, I incloſed them all to 
Dr. Gulſton, deſiringihimto break the Matter 
to them, in the moſt proper Manner, and, 
in Caſe of his Death, I ſent Duplicates to 
the ſame Purport, to my worthy Maſter, 
Mr. 'Co/by..

Thus, having performed my Duty to 
my Maker and to my Family, I grew pretty 

eaſy, and in the next Place wrote to our 
ſeveral Owners, an Account of our Di- 
ſaſters, and having received Bills on London, 
for thoſe I brought from Rio Janeiro, I diſ- 
patched them alſo to Cork, after I had 
cleared Mr. Courtney's Wages, and pre- 
ſented him with 100 Moidores, as an Earneſt 
of my future Friendſhip, and reſerved the 
fame Sum for the Ules of our Return to 
Ireland. And now, I'went to lodge at my 
Fnend's during my remaining Stay which 
was not likely to be long, on which Ac- 
count, in my Letters, I deſired no Anſwers, 
promiſing to be at Cork almoſt as ſoon as 
they could receive them.

| Concerned, at London, Amſterdam and Ja- 
maica; and I gave up my own Share, which 

Was 3054. Wages and all included, for the 
Benefit of. poor Mr. Douglas's Widow at Ja- 

muaica. I alſo advertiſed in the Engl and 
Jriſþ Papers, the Names of the Mate, Sur- 
geon, and other unfortunate Men, who died 
or were killed, ſince we left England, pro 
miſing to pay to their Widows or Children, 
after Proof of their being ſuch, their full 
Wages, to the Time of their Deceaſe, out 
of my own Pocket, which ſome few did 
apply for and receive. 

Capt. bite, his Spouſe and Mr. Courtney, 
came over, according to their promiſe to vi- 
ſit us, and I procured for the latter, the Com- 

in the Sreights Trade, and 
rther PFreſent of an hundred 

Guineas. 
My dear Foſter Father had, by his Will, 

left me the whole of his Fortune, aſter 
the Deceaſe of his Wife, except fifty

* Kindneſs to his Son, and Friendſhi to him 
and his Family. His Widow, however, 
inſiſted on my being her Manager and Stew-

n-Law Heir to above 14,0007. more, ſo 
that I began to think of retiring from Cork, 
being tired of the Hurry and Noiſe of a

ty of Kildare, I bought it, by Conſent of 
my Family, determining there to ſpend the 
Refidue of my Days; being, though ſo 
young, heartily /jaded- with Rambling, and 
cured of any ambitious projects. Captain 
Villegas had taken a Voyage to London, to 
kettle his Affairs; after which, returning te 
beland, he procured himſelf an Act of Na- 
turalization, and bought a fine Eſtate in the 
ame. County, not two Miles from mine, 
determining to I&ve and die with us, and 
ye were now ready to depart to our Seats, 
and enjoy rural Pleaſures and uninterrupted 
Content, when Captain Courtney defired my 
Leave to pay his Addreſſes, to the faithful 
betty Man.

Changed his Living for that whereon we 
were ſettled, became the Parſon of our Pa- 
Tiſh, which had no inconſiderable Revenue, 
and prepared to fet out with us for the 
Places of our Reſidence, after bidding adieu 
to all our Friends in Cork, and heartily in- 
viting them to viſit us, whenever they 
thought proper.
